PATCH IS, SUPREME

Great Pacer Lowers the Half Mile
Record Over the Memphis
Track

He Also Clips Two Seconds from
Mark for Mile to
Wagon,

Memphis, Tenn., Oct. 28—Dan
Patch (1:5614) within forty-five min-
utes elansed time yesterday afternoon
smashed two world’s records in suc-
cossion on the track of the Memphis
Trotting association. First he went
against the world's half mile pacing
récord of 57% seconds, held by Prince
Alert, and clipped a second and a half
from the record, going the distance in
56 seconds flat. Next he hung out a
world's record for a mile pacing to
wagon, making the time in 1:57%, two
peconds better than the time of 1:59%,
which he made at the recent meeting
on the Lexington, Ky. track, the
world's record until yesterday after-
noon. .

Major Delmar, E. E. Smathers 2-
minute trotter, was also sent to lower
his record and won. He. cut a quar-
ter second from the 2-minute mark,
making the mile in 1:69%. The quar-
ter was made in 30 seconds, the half in
1 mwinute and the three-quarters in
1:25%.

In making the Thalf mile pace
against time, Driver Myron McHenry
atarted from the wire and breezed Dan
Patch around to within a short dis-
tance of the half mile pole, where two
runners to sulkies were picked up, the
forward sulky carrying the custom-
ary canvas dust strip. The three
horses swept by the pole and McHenry
gave the signal that the trial was a
g0. Starter Newton dropped the flag
and the watchea of the timers were set
in motlon to catch the new record for
a half mile. The quarter was made
in 28%% geconds, and the pacer dashed
under the wire with the hands of the
timers' watches sharp on the mark of
66 seconds.

The demonstration from the grand
stand was quite as enthusiastic as
those which have been given Dan
Pateh when he set the mile pacing
record of 1:56% and Lou Dillon when
she trotted a mile in 1:58%, but its
noisy acclamations for the new cham-
pion were eclipsed by the enthusiasm
of the spectators when Dan Patch
came upon the track to set a new
wagon record for the mile.

With a few preliminary breezings
by the grand stand the start was made
with two runners as pasers. The
quarter was made in 29%, the half in
E8% and the three-quarters in 1:28.
Under the wire the champion pacer
dashed in 1:67%, showing little effect
from having smashed the two records
in a single afternoon. The pacer was
;h}i\'t‘u by Mr. McHenry in the wagon
rial.

The afternoon’s program at Mem-
phis wasa the longest of the meeting.
Besides the Dan Patch and Major Del-
mar events, seven races were disposed
of and the favorites were genérally
successful in fast time, The exception
was the free-for-all pace, in which
Dariel opened a prohlbitive favorite.
After winning the first heat, the mare
was beaten easily by Dan R. The
Transylmulia, Secretary Howe’s an-
nual farcical event, caused much mer-
riment to the spectators.

CHAMPIONSHIP GAME OFF

North Dakota University Will Not Play

Fargo, N. D.,, Oct. 28.—The 'annual
game between the North Dakota agri-
cultural college and the state univer-
sity for the football championship of
North Dakota has been called off, and
the championship must be determined

by comparative scores. The teams
were both formerly members of the

state conference and also the mnorth-
western conference, which included
the two teams in this state, two in
South Dakota and four in Minnesota.
The agricultural college found the
state conference of no value, as all the
teams except the state university were
too weak. It concluded. to stay by
the northwestern conference in order
to secure stronger games. ‘The state
university complained that the teams
Iin northwestern conference had re-
fused the Grand Forks players return
games and they withdrew from the
conference. This left the A, C. and
the university with no common ground
and the athletlc management failed to
reach an agreement as to rules gov-
erning.the play. The A. C. has won
the state championship for the last
three years and this year has the best
score making team ever representing
the college.

JOHNSON IS T00 CLEYER

Colored Champion Easily Gets the
Decision Over the Giant
Sam McVey.

Jack Johnson, champlon colored
heavyweight, was given the decision
over Samuel MecVey of Oxnard, Cal.,
al the end of twenty rounds at Los
Angeles last night. Johnson had the
better of the fight from the very first
minute to the sound of the gong in
the twentieth round. He punished
McVey severely and escaped without
2 mark.

Three times Johnson put McVey
down with clean right-hand blows to
the chin, but McVey came up after
every knockdown full of fight, forcing
it at all times. McVey would rush
repeatedly and try to break down
Johnson's guard, but never succeeded.
Johnson timed his rushes and met

him with terrific lefts straight on the
nosge and mouth, alternating with
right upper-cuts that seldom failed to
land.

Before flve rounds had passed Mec-
Vey's face was badly cut, his mouth
swollen to twice its normal size and
his nose bloody. Johnson outfought
his heavier opponent in every mix and
twice fought him to the floor with a
series of rights and lefts to the body.
McVey took a desperate chance in the
last few rounds, rushing and swinging
wildly, In the hope of getting in one
blow on Johnson's jaw. The latter
was too shifty and clever, and was
never in serious danger of being hurt.

For ten rounds and a minute and a
half in the eleventh, Hughey Murphy,
of New York, stood up against Young
Corbett, at Boston last night, putting
up a clever defense and landing many
blows on the featherwelght champion.
Then came three blows in quick suc-
cession, and altho Murphy came up
before the count, he was so groggy
that Corbett refused to continue the
fighting and was awarded the deci-
slon.

In the first five or six rounds there
was practically no difference in the
skill displayved by the competitors. In
the tenth round Murphy had the bet-
ter of it.

In the eleventh round Corbett
started In to get the decision, and
rushed the battle from the start. At
the end of & minute he sent the New
Yorker to the floor.

Murphy rose to continue the battle,
but was-too groggy. Corbett landed
another left on the chin. Murphy
went across the ropes and lay there
for another count of nine. He got
up before belng counted out, but Cor-
bett, noticlng his conditlon, refused
to continue -the fighting, and the de-
cision was given to'the Denver lad.

Betting upon the game ¢€ontinues
light, in view of the -reports of the
injuries to O'Brien and others. Many
small bets at 10 to 8§ and 10 to 7%
on Michigan were covered by Minne-
sota men, and if assurance were given
that all the gopher players would
start the game in good condition, there
would be a lot of Minnesota money
at the odds named. Yesterday it was
reported that a well-known sport had

The selection of a head linesman for
the game is still causing trouble. Altho
the game iz only three days away,
Minnesota and Michigan have been
unable to agree upon a man.

In anticipation of the biggest crowd
that ever attended a football game in
Minneanolis, the Minnesota manage-
ment 45 working hard to perfect ar-
rang#meénts for taking care of the
20,000 rooters who are expected to oc-
cupy the seats at Northrop fleld dur-
ing the Michlgan game Saturday.

Holders of reserved seat tickets will
enter by four gates, and the tickets
have been printed in different colors,
according to the location of the seats.
Tickets calling for seats in sections 1
to 10 inclusive, in the south stand, are
printed in green, and the holders of
these pasteboards will enter by the
south gate on Church street, near the
rallroad tracks. Red tickets call for
seats in sections 11 to 14, incluysive,
in the south stand, and the holders
will enter by the gate on Harvard
street on the east side of the fleld.
Holders of yellow tickets, for seats In
sections 15 to 18 ‘inclusive, in’ the
north stand, will enter by the gate at
University and 'Bighteenth avenues.
Persons holding blue tickets, for seats
in sections 19 to 22 inclusive, in the
north stand, will enter by the gate on
Church ' street, near the armory.

‘General admission tickets will be
sold at all gates. The time when the
gates will be opened to holders of
general admission tickets will be an-
nounced later. No general admission

| tickets will be sold until the gates are

opened Saturday. :

Reports from Michigan indicate that
the players and rooters there are ex-
tremely confident, altho realizing the
task before the team.

Tom Hammond, the one
member of the team who still fum-
bles, has trained to hold the ball.

Nomen were injured last night prac-
tically assuring Michigan that every
man will be in condition on Saturday.
The weather continues the best of the
year. The demand for tickets to the
Michigan-Minnesota game includes
five states—Wisconsin, Illinois, Iowa,
Michigan and New York. Of 500
tickets placed on sale in Ann Arbor
vesterday 150 were sold by  night.
Some of the purchasers are not even
alumni. Several speculators have
been detected and many requests from
Minnesota have been refused.

The new helmets arrived yesterday.
One bad defect the men are pointing
out {g a leather and elastic band which
encircles the head below the helmet
crown. It affords an excellent hand
grip for tacklers. If broken it de-
stroys the helmet.

ODDS FAVOR CHICAGO

Windy City Men Bet $1,000 ‘to $750
Against the Badgers.

Madison, Wis.,, Oct. 28.—The first
big bet on the Chicago-Wisconsin foot-
ball game here Saturday, was made
yesterday, when a party of Madison
men, headed by Ferdinand Josten,
wagered $750 to $1,000 with Chicage
parties that the badgers ‘would win.
The Chicago men inquired if they
could place $2,000 more at the same
odds and the Madison men told them
to send on the money. There have
been a large number of small bets at
even money.

The general impression here is that
Wisconsin has the better chance of
winning.

Coach Curtis is ecarefully nursing
All of the
regular men were out last night and
were put thru a stiff signal practice,
but the cripples were not allowed to
take part in the scrimmage work. Of
the flve regulars who are on the hos-
pital list, none is in a serious condi-
tion and all will play during part or
the whole game Saturday.

During the remainder of the week
the coach will keep all the cripples out
of: all scrimmage work, simply giving
them the signal practice to keep in
as good physical condition as possible.
If the day is fine the management will
expect an attendance of 14,000 or
15,000 spectators.

The work on the new grand stand
on the northwest side of the gridiron
is being rapidly pushed, and will be
completed by Friday night.

The latest direct information from
the Wisconsin training quarters is
dark and almost gloomy. It is to the
effect that none of the véterans who
have been on the hospital list are like-
ly to be- in the Chicago game at all.
But then, Trainer O'Dea always deals
out wolf tales and stories of hard
luck and disaster; otherwise he deals
out no tales at all.

The true situation seems to be that
these players, who are the subjects of
wolf announcements, are in fairly
good shape. They are seen about on
the campus and in the university halls
and classrooms and aside from the
odor of arnica or some liniment, with
some cases a bit of a limp, they seem
to be all right.

Two more days’ work remain for
Curtis’ squad and then after one day
of light training in signal running the
big game against the maroons will Be
at hand. Because of the careful
secrecy maintained at the Wisconsin
fleld this week it is reported that
Coaches Curtis and McCarthy are fear-
ful that Stagg is unmanly enough to
send. spies to the badzer camp to learn
things he ought to wait until Saturday
afternoon for. There are those in
Madison who think it almost as un-
sportsmanlike for the Wisconsin
coaches in this way to indirectly ac-
cuse Mr. Stagg of unsportsmanlike
conduct as it would be for the rival to
actually do:that which the Wisconsin
authorities think he' might do.

Either the Wisconsin coaches are of
the opinion that Chicago sples are in
wait around the badger -field or else
Curtis and McCarthy are - building a
number: of trick plays for the. contest
Saturday. It is thought here that this
is the most important reason for secret
practice. *"Wisconsin will have to win
on finesse or not at all,” say the “wise
ones.” This is because the badgers
are thought by these to be in bad
physical condition.

The advance sale of seats for the
Chicago-Wisconsin game has been uns
precedented here and- the managers
are feeling pleasant in anticipation of
large gate receipts Saturday. As early
as Sunday morning at 11 o'clock the
lines formed at the two places in
Madison where the sale opened Mon-
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day. The sale of Monday amounted
to over $4,000 for the $2 reserved
seats and for boxes. Tuesday the de-
mand continued, tho not with such an
opening rush, and by Wednesday night
the sale is expected to have passed
$10,000. Twice that sum will be une
der the conservative estimate for the
total receipts of the game. This is
more than enough to maintain the
Wisconsin football department for a
whole season. a

The plan of Coach Stagg of Chicago
to abolish the system of charging for
athletic contests given at the universi-
ties Is received in Madison as by a di-
vided house. Some people, in general
those who seldom pay to go to an ath-
letic contest and never voluntarily
pay to support a team, are in favor
of the change to the free-seat sys-
tem. Others, the larger number by
far, are those who know something
of what it costs to maintain coaches,
trainers, athletic fields and to procure
paraphernalia, and take teams on
trips for contests, Some professors
will vote in favor of the scheme if it
ever comes to that at Madison, but the
managers and athletic authorities will
fight against the mere agitation of fit,
for they know that the situation here
demands that athletics support them-

selves. Endowments are infrequent
and small at Madison. The state
is the exchequer of the university.

The bequest of some $40,000 two years
ago by President Adams was the lar-
gest endowment in a generation.
There is no immediate possibility of
the abolition of the gate money in the
University of Wisconsin.

TRAVEL IN BOX CARS

Chicago Frats to Go to Madison In
Side Door Pullmans.

The various fraternities at Chicago
are planning to make the tfip to Madi-
son in box cars. The plan, which is
being pushed, is that each fraternity
occupy a “side door Pullman,” which
will carry all the requisites that such
an invading body of students would
desire; that these box cars be deco-
rated with maroon paint and the band
accompany the special train to Madl-
son in order that the ‘“‘regular root-
ers” are afforded plenty of encourage-
ment for their worthy efforts in cheer-
ing on their team to victory.

Arrangements will be made with the
North-Western rallroad so that this
“rooting train" will get into Madison
before the regular excursion trains.

Sat-
urday, and return at 7 p. m. via the Mil-
waukee & St. Paul road.
