DO CLUBS EDUCATE?

Clubs’ Methods Fail to Produce Fit-

ness for  Responsibility.

The chief argument advanced for
women's chlubs past and present is
their educational value. Even this Is
now being attacked and an exhibition
of the educational fruits is demanded
as a proof of this clalm.

BEducation of woman by the club
method to prepare her to assume a
higher and more responsible place in
the world's affairs has been declared
by Mrs. Sophia Lovejoy "Dickenson,
one of the most prominent club women
in Colorado, to be a failure. The
women of Denver are declared to be
ke children still, their sense of ob-
ligation faulty and the educatlonal
club movement to be degenerating
into mere soclal functions.

Mrs. Dickenson is one of the best-
known women in Denver. For years
her leadership in women's clubs and
gociety has been conceded. In an in-
terview she says: “As a class women
are conservative; they closely follow
race inheritance. What they feel Is
expected of them they do. The world
expects them to be honest, therefore
they do not steal large amounts, nor
forge signatures. The world expects
them to be virtuous, and some are.
Whether they are equally moral may
well be guestioned. Their idea of
truth is often very feminine, and their
growing tendency to kleptomanla is
alarming. The world has not de-
manded much beyond the self and
home relation and only a narrow view
of these.

“The average woman's club is too
indeflnite, too anxious to please men,
too busy, bustling, too self-centered to
allow the members to help on the real
and {important work of the world.
MWomen are self-deceived. They think
they are in earnest, but rarely are.
They are interested in their relation
to things, but not in the thing itself.
They are much llke children in the
way they conduct business and as-
sume responsibility, and their sense
of an obligation is often very faulty.
If the weaknesses which we have
enumerated are not suppressed the en-
tire club movement will degenerate
into a soclal function.”
