The Gopher State Express Is a Min­
nesota name for a Minnesota train, 
owned by Minnesota people, built with 
Minnesota money; it Is also a com­
pliment to the fastest football team 
in the northwest fr6m the fastest train 
in the state. I t is to Minnesota what 
the Empire State Express is to New 
York. 

The train runs on a shorter sched­
ule than the old service between the 
twin cities and the head of the lake 
twins, and runs every day in the week. 
It leaves St. Paul at 9 a. m., Minneapo­
lis at &:30 a. m., and arrives in Su* 
perlor at 1:41 p. m . , and In Duluth 
at 2 p. m. It leaves Duluth at 3:45 
p. m., and arrives in Minneapolis at 
7:59. Connections are made at Du­
luth and Superior with the Iron Range 
trains and the Duluth, South Shore & 
Atlantic, and in the twin cities with 
the Chicago and Omaha limited trains. 
It is possible to make a business trip 
to Duluth and return the same day. 
Head of the lakes and range patrons 
can come to the twin cities for the 
evening theaters and start home by a 
late train over the same line before 
midnight. The Cambridge cut-off is 
used for this train.
