PAYING THEIR PAPER

Farmers Are Not Asking Extensions
on Their Paper, Says a Local
Company.

Out of 1,000° Maturing Obligations
95 Per Cent Have Been

* Cared For.

That farmers are taking care of
their paper without asking extensions
is shown by the experience of a local
finanelal institution which had ar-
ranged maturities for crop time—Oct.
1 and Nov. 1. These maturities num-
bered about 1,000 and 95 per cent have
been taken care of. The record for
October is remarkable in that all but
two mortgagors have paid their obli-
gations and the remaining two were
carried over because of their well
known good financial condition.

Jobbers, implement houses and lum-
bermen are having a rather slow time
with collections just at present. For
a time paper was taken up rapidly, but
the spurt has ceased. This condition
is due to the fact that where the
country merchant knows that his
farmer customer has grain or farm
products enough on hand to take care
of his running account he allows the
customer to do his fall plowing and to
finish preparing for the long winter
without pressing his account. He,
therefore, is not able to pay his ac-
count with the jobber and manufac-
turer and asks a short extansion.

At the same time the farmer takes
advantage of this attitude toward
himself and pays flrst his paper obli-
gations which are maturing.

Bankes are not loaning except where
they cannot refuse, but they are grant-
ing extenslons of thirty or sixty days
to the makers of paper which they
already hold.

When the farmer markets the grain
he has the tide of money will shegin
to flow cityward. At present currency
shipments out are very light.

GOUNCIL HAS THE RIGHT

Can Interfere in Lake Calhoun
Matter—So Think Legal
Lights, at Least.

The right of the city to interfere in
the contest between the park board
and the residents about Lake Calhoun
over the lowering of the water in
the lake is questioned by a great
many people, but the right seems to
exist nevertheless. While the park.
board is created by a speclal act and
is given almost absolute power in the
matter of providing and maintaining
parks there is a général state law
which will probably supersede the
park act in case of a conflict.

That the
aldermen will do so is aunother mat- |
ter in view of the fact that the park '
hoard is supposed to be in position to
know what is best for the city parks,
of which Calhoun js a part.

It is charged that the park hboard
has drawn off fourteen inches of wa-
ter already. Captain Ewing, who has
had controversies with the park board
in times past makes this charge and

declares that he can prove it. There
wasg an understanding that the Jake
was to be lowered only six inches and
it was so ordéred but the interested
citizens now believe that they were,
beguiled into this belief in order to
takeé them off their guard and that
the intention all the time was to
lower the lake more than a foot.

Franklin Irwin in Newspaperdom
Says Quality of Circulation
Counts First.

This Is Built Upon Quality in the
Entire Tone of the,
Paper.

What constitutes a - ‘““winning daily
paper” is told in Newspaperdom by
Franklin Irwin. Here is what he says:

“A winning daily, first of all, is a
successful daily, one which, according
to the dictionary, has been successful,
especially in competition. To win or
succeed, one must have competition
or difficulties to surmount by persist-
ence or struggle.

“Nowhere in the business world is
there greater competition than in the
newspaper field. Every city of any
importance in the country has two or
more dailies occupying practically the
same field. One or the other is bound
to succeed or win over the other. We
therefore have a winning daily in that
locality. The others may have certain
elements of success, but one in partic-
ular stands out as a winner.

DEPEND ON NEEDLE

Sec'y J, F. Jackson Tells What Some
of His Women Proteges
Need.

He Guarantees that Those Supplying
Work Will Aid Worthy
Persons.

Special opportunities to help certain
distressed Minneapolitans to Thelp
themselves are offered this week by
the Associated Charities. Whoever
can supply plain sewing, mending or
darning for half a dozen dependent
women will confer a benefit much
needed and will grant such assistance,
moreover, to persons that are in every
respect warthy of abundant aid.

‘“We receivé many applications for
sewing to do,” says Secretary J. F.
Jackson, “but they are often from
women that really ought to be sup-
poried by their relatives. Women
with drunken husbands, for example,
come to us for work. " But it's the hus-
band, in such cases, that should be
made to do the work and to support
his family. The burden should not
fall to the poor wife. So, instead of
giving her work, we bring pressure to
bear upon the husband, and compel
him to conduct himself a little more
like a man.

“But the women for whom we are
now trying to get sewing, mending and
darning are either widowed or are
otherwise quite dependent. They are
unable to do washing or any sort of
hard work. Besides, they are uni-
formly women that we can recom-
mend. We have seen their work, and
we are positive it will be satisfactory.
We know that their homes are clean
and wholesome places where nobody
need be afraid to send hér garments.
We hesitate to furnish recommenda-
tions of this sort, and we never do it
until we have had considerable ex-
perience with the people recom-
mended.”” -

One of the women seeking work
lives on Franklin avenue. She is a
widow whose husband died last win-
ter. Her children include two boys,
aged 5 and 8 years, and a girl 8 years
old. The widow cannot leave her
children to work outside. But at home
she can do plain sewing very neatly.

Another young widow, on Fourth
avenue &, has two daughters, 10 and 12
years of age. Her husband died a
few months ago. She is comparative-
ly strong and could support her fam-

£ ily if she had full opportunity to make

use of her skill as a needlewoman.
She does not only plain sewing but
admirable fancy +work of various
kinds.

Out on Twentieth avenue N a wo-
man 60 years old would be able 'to
contribute not a little towards the
mainte'_nance of her invalid- husband,
aged 70, if she had sufficient plain
sewing to engage a skill that {s greater
than her strength.

Sewing is wanted by a "deaf and
dumb woman. Her husband, also
deaf and dumb, is suffering severely
from asthma. Their children are 9
and 12 years of age. The wife can
mend and darn expertly.
