M i n n e a p o l i s C h a m b e r o f C o m m e r c e , 
Nov. 27.—One thousand cars less than last 
j e a r on the corresponding day—such was 
the showing this morning in northwest­
ern wheat receipts. With good weather 
for the movement and good demand for 
wheat at prices above last year, Minne­
apolis had only 817 cars in the yards—over 
f o r t y - e i g h t h o u r s — a g a i n s t 1 ,211, a n d D u -
luth had only 248 against 855. Here is 
a total of 1,065 against 2.066 last year, 
or 1.001 <»irs less. If Chicago, with 95 
against 109. be included, there is a total 
o f 1,160 a g a i n s t 2.175, o r a l o s s o f 1,015. 
If the southwest be included, the showing 
is not changed relatively, for St. Louis 
had 90,000 bushels against 96,000 and Kan­
sas City 136,000 against 132,000. Where 
it t h e w h e a t ' T h i s Is t h e q u e s t i o n f"or 
several months there has been a lighter 
movement, and It has been ignored on 
many different grounds. Every sort of 
explanation has been offered, and the 
trade has again and again been told that 
-white t h e m o v e m e n t w a s l i g h t i t w o u l d 
increase later. Everything in prospect 
that was to bring the increase has been 
reached and passed, and still the wheat 
holds back, and still the bears say the 
s i t u a t i o n i s n o t r i g h t p r i c e s a r e t o o h i g h 
and some day the wheat will begin to 

,oorae In and prices will go to smash. Now 
the argument is that the turn into De ­
cember will bring that pre-holiday mar­
keting of wheat witnessed annually when 
farmers want Christmas money, and so 
the ptuff will come in. But many in the 
trade h £ \ e about begun to think that it 
Is time to cease theorizing about condi­
tions and that the fact that there is con­
siderably less wheat In the northwest than 
last may as weil be accepted now as 
l a t e r o n 

Antwerp and London sent cable advices 
as to Argentine, both confirming reports 
of rams in that country, and Antwerp re­
ported It qtill raining. Whether this is 
good or bad is doubtful, but from the fact 
t h a t E u i o p e a n . m a r k e t s w e r e u n a f f e c t e d 
it would appear to have been accepted 
&% favorable. Liverpool alone was up a 
little. Argentine shipped 272,000 bushels, 
against 320.000 last week and 168,000 a 
5ear ago. The weather in the northwest 
i s g e n e r a l l y f a v o r a b l e w i t h t e m p e r a t u r e s 
moderate and fair and warmer weather 
predicted. There is no precipitation. 

Minneapolis elevator stocks increased 
about 550,000 bushels for the week.

The absence o{ speculative selling of the 
specialties, combined with constant buy­
ing of Southern Pacific and the local trac­
tions, encouraged moderate purchases al l 
around and most of the leaders advanced 
sharp fractions.

Inquiry fot pig iron is 
better, but little actual business is being trans­
acted. The market Is by no means demoralized, 
y e t confidence i s lacking A movement Is now 
on foot to form a pool to regulate the price of 
rails for export. Concessions in plates will 
now be obtained by a favored few. The 
Standard Oil company is securing especially fa­
vorable rates from the United States Steel cor-
goration in return for the promise of i t s entire 

uslneas In tank plates . I fleuie tbat as a 
result of the decision of the railroads to reduce 
freight rates on export material the export 
business should amount to close to 1W),000 tons 
per month. 

Southern Pacific again shows strength in buy­
ing of practically the same character as that of 
the recent past Tbe having in operating ex­
pense from the Salt Lake cut-on* is the principal 
topic. The saving is placed by some at $1,000,-
000 a month, while the release of locomotives 
and cars,used in the construction is also regard­
ed as an Important point.
