LOUISIANA SUPREME COURT IN-
FLICTS HEAVY PENALTY ON

WHITECAPS—SUFFERERS GET |
DAMAGES.

New Orleans, Dec. 186.—A number
of business houses were recently
burned In Dodson, and there were
threats that the entire town would be
destroyed. Peter Warner, Rube
Brown and Ed Warner were sus-
pected of being implicated in the
fires. A committee decided to pun-
ish the suspected men. It was di-
vided into three branches, each of
which was authorized to punlish one
of the three suspects. They were
taken to a lonely place in the woods,
beaten, abused, maltreated and
hanged untll unconscious. Confes-
sions were extorted from them, and
they were ordered to leave the town.
The jury in the district court
awarded a verdict of $500 damages
to each of the victims and the Louis-
fana supreme court yesierday in-
creased the amount to $5,000 each.
What partlcularly incensed the su-
‘preme court was the fact that the
grand jury of Winn parish was Inves-
tignting the fire when the outrages
were committed. The whitecappers
not only refused to walt its aection,
but actually prevented witnesses who
were summoned by the grand j1_1ry
from going before the body, taking
the law entirely into their own hands.

She gave her name
as Mabel Singley and sald she was 21
vears old. Her maiden name was
Mabel Worthington. She never knew

her father. When she was 18 months
old she was adopted by F. J. Preace of
Minneapolis, and his wife,

Mabel said that she married James
Parker in 1898. She lived with him
until he was arrested and always be-
living as a
gambler. When shown the check
which she is charged with forging, she
swore she did neot write the name
upon it.

'hen she told how Detlective Pea-
hody had come to her and had told
her that he was a thief who had been
locked In the same cell with her hus-
band, Jim Parker, at police headquar-
ters, and that he wanted morphine.
She said that she believed the detec-
tive, who described himself as “Billy,
the Crook,” and consented to go with
him to police headquarters. She gave
the doorman at headquarters $10 when
she handed him the morphine pack-
age, she said.

She sald Peabody told her that if it
could be proved Jim did not forge the
checks he would be turned loose.
Peabody said, according to Mabel:

“I don’t believe that Jim forged that
check.”

“Neither do I, answered Mabel.

“Well,” sald Peabody, according to
Mrs. Parker’'s testimony, “who did?”

“1 did,” she replied.

“Why did you say that?"” asked Mr.
Le Barbier.

“Because 1 thought it would let Jim
out,” she replied, “and I knew 1 could
prove I did not do it, and I knew he
wae a detective."”

“Poor Litile Dove."”

In summing up for the prosecution
Assgistant District Attorney Train took
up the appellation which Le Barbler
had given Mrs. Parker as “poor litile
wounded dove.” At such reference,
Mrs. Parker blushed deeply and tears
came into her eyes as she turned away
her head.

LeBarbier has called this girl “poor
little wounded dove,” said Train.
There is no more reason to believe
her atories that she did not forge the
checks than there is to believe her
admissions to Peabody. Her husband,
she knew, was a convicted felon, who
had served twenty-three months in a
place of detention. She knew he was
a professional gambler.

New York, Dec. 16.—"I have been
trying to buy the Fram for my ex-
pedition to the north pole.” said the
Arctic explorer, Captain Bernier, to
a reporter last night. *“The Norwe-
gian government, however, declined to
gell the vessel. I am now negotiating
for the purchase of the Gauss, in
which the Germans have just returned
from the Antaretic. I hope to get her,
but if T fail, I shall build a vessel that
will combine the best points of both
ships.

v have now secured $47,000 and
need to raise only $13,000 more to
claim the grant with which the Can-
adian government will help my enter-
prise. Parliament authorized the gov-
ernment to give me $60,000 a= soon
as 1 had raised a similar amount,
With the financial feature go nearly
assured I think I shall have little dif-
ficulty in raising the $13,000 1 still
naed. Then I shall have $120,000,
which is all T require.

“You know my purpose is to enter
the Arclic ocean thru Bering strait,
tn get into the ice drift poleward. By
entering the ice hundreds of miles east
of the point where Nansen entered it,
[ have every reason to expect, from all
the experience that has been gained
in_that reglon, that my vessel will
drift much further to the north than
the Fram. carried him. If the drift
does not take me across the north
pole, 1 believe my sledge journey to
the pole will not be over 100 miles.”

| FEVER SCOURGE WILT, PROBA-
| BLY LAST THRU WINTER—

PRACTICALLY WITHOUT FUNDS.

Butler, Pa., Dec. 16.—Typhold fever
claimed three more victims here ves-
terday, making a lotal of sixty. There
were five new cases reported. The
relief committee has issued the follow-
ing statement:

The number of typhoid fever cases
in November was 1,123, The number
of deaths from typhoid fever was 20.

New cases up to Dec, 15, 114, Num-
ber of deaths to Dec. 13, 26. Total
number of cases to Dec. 13, 1,254.

Total number of deaths to Dec. 13, 51.

For the past week the average of
new cases has been 12 per day. The
population of Butler and Lyndora, ad-
Joining, is 18,000. A conservative es-
timate of those dependent upon daily
wages is 14,000. Typhoid experts and
eminent physicians, who have had!
large experience in epidemics of this
character, Insist that we are con-
fronted with a siege that In all human
probability will continue to a greater
or less degree for a period of from
two to three months from this date,
and that it will involve an expenditure
of from $75,000 to $100,000 before the
scourge will be completely eradicated
and the normal condition of our com-
munity restored.

The present contributions aggregate
$25,000; our records show that up to
date there has been expended for gen-
eral relief purposes §$18,000, In a
period of fourteen days, leaving a bal-
anceof $7,000, which will be exhausted
within a period of one week.

The extensive sanitary work made
necessary by the existence of our epi-
demic has been assumed by the state
board of health of Pennsylvania.

Our municipality at present has a
bonded indebtedness practically up to
the limit allowed by law, hence we
cannot bond the town to meet the!
emergency. Tl

Judge Young in Defense.

i Mr. Knox was followed by George
| B. Young on behalf of the 'aecuﬂtiis
!mmpany. He began by saving that
ihis clients do not seek in any way to
(limit the authority of CONETess over
interstate commerce, nor was the se-
curities company seeking in any way
to evade the law. But it was not, he
sald, necessary to stretch a law cover-
ing Interstate commerce to make it
cover something that is not interstate
commerce.

“We are not dealing here with
commerce or the operations of rail-
roads at all.” he said, “but we are
dealing with the question of prop-
erty.

He referred to previous cases in the
supreme court under the anti-trust
law and sald that congress had not de-
fined the restraint of trade and that
i1t had been necessary for the court to
make its own definltions. In the joint
traffic case the roads dealt with were
competing in character, but suppose
they had not been competitors and
they had agreed to reduce rates?
| That would be a contract in the re-
| straint of trade, for the gist of a con-
tract is found in the obligation that it
lays upon the parties to it.

Was Power Exerclsed.

All contracts in restraint of trade
are, Mr. Young sald, largely executory
and he contended that the true view
of the law must be In the same Jline
as that of conspiracies. There might |
be power to effect commerce, but to
come within the conviction of the law,
the power must be exercised.

Mr. Young also discussed the sugar
trust case which, he said, was often
misunderstood. In that case a num-
ber of sugar concerns had been con-
solidated. The companies were as
much engaged in commerce as were
the purchasers of these railroad
shares. Indeed, he contended that
the transfer of shares of stock was not
commerce at all and by way of {llus-
| tration he said that the holder of
| railroad shares was no more engaged
|in commerce than is the holder of

in playing baseball.

Mr. Young said that no matter how
'a unity of ownership might arise,
whether by inheritance, sale or other-
| wise, the same suppression of compe-
| tition arose as incident to the owner-
| ship of the property and not as the re-
sult of “lj2 contract to sell or even of

MOSQUITOES ARE GUILTY

Transmit Infection of Mazlarious Diseasc |

by Their Bites.

Boston, Dec. 16.—Dr. ¥F. B. Maldy, at
a meeting of the Boston Society of Medi-
cal Science yesterday, =aid:

“While many of the common infectious
diseases are due to bacteria, the lowest
form of vegetable life, a certain number
are due to protozoa, the lowest form of
animal life. Of the latter diseases the
best known and the most studied are the
malarial fevers, of which three distinet
varieties are recognized. In these malar-
ial diseases the protozoa, or hemospori-
dias, live and develop in the Dlood. Here
they pass thru, however, only an azcual
development. If thru micro-organisms
the human blood are sucked up by a cer-
tain group of mosquitoes when they pass
thru, in the stomach

EMPEROR’S SPEECH

In It Francis Joseph Announces the Re-

newal of the Dreibund.

Vienna, Dec. 16.—Emperor Francis Jo- |

seph to-day received the Austrian-IIun-
garian delegations. The speech from the
throne was chiefly notable for its stronger
affirmation of the emperor's determination
to maintain the dreibund. "By a renewal
of the triple alliance,’” he said, “this well-
proved basis of our polley, which we have
determined to maintain henceforth, has
been consolidated for the future.”

The speech referred to the death of
Pope Leo, to the close harmony between
Austria and Russia in regard to the Bal-
kans with the object of “maintaining
peace and the status quo in those regions
in which we are receiving the energetic
support of the other great powers.”

The ‘emperor also said Austria and Rus-
sia had no selfish aims in the Balkans,
and only have in view the establishmeit
of peace, in the interest of the whole of
Europe. i
