PUNISHMENT O P SALOON MEN 
HAS A GOOD EFFECT. •, 

Wine R o o m s and Saloon Offices Used 
as Such Have B e e n Taken Out in 
Several Cases—Law Being More 
Closely Observed Than Formerly. 

• The crusade of the police against 
wine rooms is bearing fruit. Several 
saloons, the proprietors of which have 
been haled into court and fined, have 
done away with the wine rooms. 

One of the best illustrations of the 
kind is furnished by Frank Kuepper, 
proprietor ;hf-a saloon at 517 Wash­
ington avenue S.,, who paid a fine of 
$25 for keeping a wine'room. Kuep­
per had sold drinks in the office of his 
saloon, but as soon as he learned.that 
such., an act violated the wine room 
ordinance he knocked down the parti­
tions which formed the office.

CALLS A PASTOR 

SEA OF. TROUBLES i 
FOR CARLISLE 

HIS W I F E IS ITJIJ A N D H E HIM­
S E L F V E R Y SICK. 

Hemor-H e Suffered . Three Severe 
rhages of the Lungs Last Night and 
Is N o w in Hospital Ward of County 
Ja i l—He I s Still Confident of His 
Acauittal. 

J. J. Carlisle, awaiting trial in the 
Hennepin county jail on the charge 
of grand larceny, is convinced to-day 
that troubles never come singly, and 
that it 'never rains but it pours. 

Between midnight last night and 3 
o'clock this morning the man whose 
marriage to Miss Bonnie Hinkle and 
subsequent arrest on the charge of 
fraud in connection with Debralls* 
institute of occult science have 
Drought him into the calcium light, 
suffered three severe hemorrhages of 
the lungs, and is now on his back 
in the jail hospital, under care of 
County Physician Charles M. Klstler. 

This morning he received a note 
from his wife, saying that she had 
just undergone an operation at St. 
Barnabas hospital, and would be un­
able to . see him for a week. 

I t is difficult to tell which of the 
two misfortunes burdens him the 
most. He lost much blood last night 
and will probably remain in the hos­
pital ward several days. With the 
exception of the "veiled lady," who 
has riot appeared at the jail recently, 
Carlisle has received calls from none 
but his wife, a lawyer or so, the jail 
officials and newspaper men. He is 
practically without friends, he says. 

N o w that he is really a sick man, 
and the one person who Tias steadily 
stood by him cannot see h im for sev­
eral days, Carlisle has some difficulty 
in , looking on the bright side of life. 

"I have never had attacks, of this 
sort before," he said, "altho at one 
time I had .a severe attack of pleurisy. 
The confinement and worry I have 
suffered since my arrest in Wash­
ington seem to have done for me, 
and I wouldn't be surprised if I never 
got up from this bed. 

"If I do get up, however, I will un­
doubtedly defend my own case in 
court, and if I don't walk out of that 
courtroom a free man you'll say it 
was because I didn't have a fair jury. 

"I haven't been convicted yet—I 
have only been accused. I am not 
compelled to tell newspapers m y 
whole story. That will come out when 
I make' m y case. • I am disgraced, but 
not beaten. There are two sides to 
every,case. The most comforting fea­
ture of mine now is that I am receiv­
ing the most - considerate treatment 
from the officials of the jail."
