state Is Now Carrying the Bulk of Its
Own Insurance, Made Possible By
a New Law—Receipts of the De-
partment Largely in Excess of 1902
~—New Appointment to Board. of
Unlversity Regents.

MADISON, WIS.—The state insurance
department did a flourishing business last
year. 1ts receipts were $503,681.40, against
$468,000 In 1902 and $435,000 in 1901. This
big increase in revenues is due largely to
the economical administration of Commis-
sloner Host and to some changes In the
state laws last winter,
't‘tba most important of the new laws
thatYwent into effect during the year was
the one providing that the state should
carry Its own insurance. The law went
Into effect July 1 last, and provides that
an insurance equal to 90 per cent of the
actual valua of the various state bulldings
—the capitol, state charitable and penal
institutions and state university buildings
—sahall be carried by the state.

'The stock policies are to be allowed to
expire in their natural order and to be
raplaced by state insurance. Since the
law went into effect the state has ac-
cumulated an insurance fynd of $6.598.51,
and hus suffered no loss. It carries $3,283,-
635 of {ts own Insurance and has stock
policies yet amounting to $2,206,175.

Large General Fund.

The general fund of the state treasury
rontalned $951,033.85 at the close of busl-
ness last night, against $230,508.76 on the
same date a vear ago. All of the current
expenses of the state, amounting to about
$3,000,000 a year, come out of this fund.
The reason it is so much larger now than
a yvear ago ls because of the payment of
2458,000 from the government on the Wis-
consin war claim and the increased re-

ceipts from railroad taxes and other
sources.
In order to keep the state taxes

down this year, the adminlistration recent-
Iy ordered $940,000 transferred from the
ganeral fund to the state tax fund pur-
poses. This transfer will not be made un-
til next month. Consldering this transfer,

there is really only a balance of about $11,- |

uoe in the geweral fund now.

YEAR WAS A GOOD
ONE FOR GOPPER

EARNINGS OF THE MINES WERE
MUCH LARGER,

Dividends Increased Over a Million
and All the Propertles Begin the
New Year in Excellent Condition—
Wages Were Maintained at a Good
Figure and the Number of Men
Employed Was Never Greater.

Calumet, Mich.,, Jan. 1.—Judged by
whatever standard, 1903 was a satisfactory

Industry. The price of copper, which is
the dominant factor in the situation al-
ways, averaged higher than in the pre-
vious year, and consequently earnings
were larger. The production of metal
showed a large increase over the record-
breaking flgures of 1902, Several new
mines joined the producers and give prom-
lse of good returns. Dividends have in-
creased nearly a milllon and a quarter.
Wages have remalned at the same level
as during a 17 cent copper market and the
number of men- employed never was
larger. What {s more, the outlook is
bright. The mines are in excellent condi-
tion, both physlcally and financlally, and
1904 should witness a material increase in
production and dividends.

The followlng table shows the actual
production of refined copper in pounds by
Lake Buperior mines for 1902, these heing
the first accurate detalled figures pub- |
lished, with estimates of the 1903 outputs.
The figures for 1903 are nbcessarily ap-
proximate, as the officlal returns will not
be obtainable until the latter part of next
summer, but they may be depended on
as rellable, and will vary only slightly
from the final amounts:

PROSPERITY OF
SOUTH DAKOTA

ANNUAL REVIEW OF SECRETARY
DOANE ROBINSON,

Production of New Wealth Eclipsed
" the Record of 1902 by $14,939,264,
and Represents $253.77 Per Capita
—Population Has Increased and

Public Building Was Never So Exa
tensive.

Bpecial to The Jorrnal.
Aberdeen, 8. D., Jan. 1.—The current
number of the Monthly Dakotan, the or-
gan of the State Historical society, con-
tains Secretary Doane Robinson's annual
review of South Dakota's progress. It
makes a very gratifying showing. The
year 1908 eclipsed the splendid record of
1902 in the production of new wealth, the
figures being respectively $242.66 and
$263.07 per capita, an increase of $11.21,
the statement in detail being as follows
for 1903:

The pleasant story of advancement can
be told best in Secretary Robinson’s own
words, the following being abstracts from
his report:

Growth of Population.

“The growth of population has been
something more than normal. This re-
view last year placed the total at a half
millilon. Much inquiry and computation
confirm the accuracy of that figure and
justify the statement that the present
population is 526,000, :

"The first effect of last year’'s phenom-
enal land movement was a positive loss
of people to the state by the emigration of
those who sold their Jands to speculators.
That loss has much more than been médde
good by the immigration of this year, and
in both farm and village the result of
growth is apparent. There has heen a
large influx of homeseekers, who have
taken homesteads on the government land
west of the Missourl river.

Bullding Operations. '

“This has been another year of large
building operations, despite the almost
prohibitory prices of labor and material.
For the last stated reason the towns have
done more than the farms in the way of
new improvements. As a rule the con-
servative farmer already well housed could
wait for better prices before building, but
in the towns It has been, as a rule, a
matter of securing a home at any price.
Consequently building operations have only
been limited by the ability to secure ma-
terial and workmen.

“In no former year has public building
been so extensive. This includes schools,
courthouses, libraries, waterworks and
sewer systems and cement sidewalk build-
ing, which has become almost universal
in the towns. Among the more important
of the public buildings, in addition to
those provided for by the legislature, are
splendid’ courthouses at Webster and
Aberdeen, a federal building at Aberdeen,
libraries at Yankton, Redfleld and Plerre,
schoolhouses in many places, a Masonic
temple at Yanktdn, and hotels at Mitchell
and Deadwood.

“The building of homes, however, as is
usually the case, has surpassed every
other building Interest, and every locality
has participated in this advantage upon
almost equal terms. A few have been
exceptionally costly and elaborate, but in
the main the structures have been sub-
stantial and tasty homes of medium cost.

Prosperity of the People.

“Private finances continue to be in a
most hopeful condition. Farmers are as
a rule free from debt and many have a
comfortable balance in bank. Almost the
only exceptions are those who have pur-
chased adjolning lands, and they are mak-
ing excellent progress in clearing off debts
contracted for thig purpose. To the gen-
eral rule there are, of course, the familiar
exceptions of the thriftless and unfor-
tunate, but it is a falr proposition that
the industrious and. thrifty farmer is in
very comfortable circumstances in every
portion of the state.

“The prosperity of the farms has re-
flected itself in,the towns, but there the
same easy, money-ahead condition does
not exist to as great an extent, for the
reason that almost every denizen of the
towns has gone to the limit in improving
his property. New homes, additions to
older ones, lawns, cement walks, sewers
and plumbing, gas, curbs and boulevards
cost money, and the Bouth Dakotan is
prone to provide himself with all of the
modern comforts.

“At the last report of the bank exam-
iners there was $31,000,000 upon deposit
in the national, state and private banks
of South Dakota, & figure scarcely differ-
ent from that made in the review of one
year ago. A, good deal of investigation
among bankers confirms the view that
#bout 656 per cent of the whole is the sur-
plus of farmers and ranchmen.”

BISMARCK'S DISTRICT.

Eight and a Half Million Acres in the
District Are Still Vacant, Chiefly in
Billings, Stark and Morton—Banks
Have Increased in Number and De-
posits Are Heavier—Figures Tell a
,Story of Prosperity.

Bismarck, N. D., Jan. 1.—The year end-
ing Dec. 31, marked the close of the busi-
est year ever experienced by land office
officials at Bismarck and shows the ex-
tent to-which the settlement of the wes-
tern part of, the state has been carried on.
There were 1,250,000 acres of government
land appropriated during the year, and the
total cash receipts of the land office were
more than $225,000. The following data
will show how the land was appropriated:

Mille Lacs Tribesmen Ready to Start
When the Government Does Its

. Part—Agent Michelet Looks for a
General Exodus in the Spring—
Sale of Inherited Lands.

White Earth Agency, Minn., Jan. 1.—
Notwithstanding the many predictions
that the Mille Lacs Indians could never
be removed to the White Earth reservation
) of soldiers, about
twenty-five have moved here and more are
ready to come as soon as provision can be
made for them. Rev. Frank Porter, a
Mille Laecs Indian who is employed as re-
moval clerk for these Indians, returned to
this reservation last week with nineteen
Mille Lacs Indians. He reports that many
others are ready to come just as soon as
the government can give them houses and
provisions to enable them to live until
they can get settled on their allotments.

Under the treaty made with these In-
dians by Inspector McLaughlin and Agent
Michelet they are to be provided with
houses, teams, wagons, farming imple-
ments and provisions sufficient for their
needs until they have had time to get their
allotments under cultivation. To conform
to the terms of this agreement will re-
quire a large sum of money.

The Mille Lacs Indians say they are now
ready to do as they agreed to do, namely,
to move to the “White Earth reservation
and take up their allotments and make
thig their permanent home. They now
want the government to keep its promise
and furnish them houses and the means
to establish themselves homes. Agent
Michelet is hastening their removal as fast
as possible and says he Is sure that all
of these Indians can be removed by next
spring, provided he is furnished with suf-
ficient means.

The sale of inherited Indlan lands is
steadily increasing at the agency and a
number of approved sales have been re-
turned by the department for final trans-
fer by the Indian agent. This is placing in
the hands of some of the older Indlans
large sums for their declining years.

CASS LAKE, MINN.—Chief Wah-we-
way-cum-ig, a member of the Mille Lacs
band of Chippewa Indigns, passed thru
Cass Lake this week his way to the
White Earth reservation. The old chief
as accompanied by his family, and his
trip to White .Earth marks an epoch in
the history of the Mille Lacs. ¢

Wah-we-way-cum-lg is the first head
of a family of the Mille Lacs band who is
acting in conformity with the provisions
of the treaty between that band and the
government, negotiated by Major Me-
Laughlin in the fall of 1902. TUnder it all
of the Mille Lacs were to be removed
from their reservation to the diminished
reservation at White Karth, there to make
their permanent home.

The Indians have exhibited great reluc-
tance to leave the reservation, which has
been the home of the present band and
their forefathers for generations. Owing
to their excellent record in the past, no
severe measures have been taken for their
removal. Old Chief Way-we-way-cum-ig,
who is one of the wisest of the band,
decided that his people must live up to
their agreement, and so set an example
to his tribesmen. ; ;

.Others’ will follow him, and in another
vear it is expected that nearly if not all
of the Indians will remove to their new
hunting grounds.
