500 persons were dancing in the hall 
of Joseph Galaida's hotel at Keasby, 
four miles fiom here, yesterday, an 
explosion occurred which seriously 
injured thirty and wiecked the build­
ing. nOe of the two exits was closed 
by the wreckage nad a panic ensued 
Many were trampled down in the fight 
to escape. 

Galaida was burned about the head 
end face. His wife was thrown 
against the ceiling and fell uncon­
scious to the flooi. Miss Gertrude 
Ellon had one eye desti oyed, her nose 
broken and her jaw dislocated. She 
may not recover. Michael Ponger had 
his right arm torn off at the elbow. 

It is believed that some one with 
a grievance against Galaida or the 
St. John's Benevolent society, which 
was holding its annual dance, threw 
dynamite on the building
