Chicago, Jan. 11.—The program and 
conditions for the Olympic golf cham­
pionship to be held over the links of 
the Glen Echo Country club at St. 
Louis, Sept. 19, 20, 21, 22, 23 and 24, 
have been announced by F. W.'.Ger-
ould, chairman of the Olympic golf 
committee. 

The championship is open to ama­
teur golfers of all nations, and an ex­
ceptionally attractive list of trophies 
has been hung up for the competi­
tion. In addition to the play for the 
championship there are special events 
which should keep the golfers busy 
the entire week. 

P. W. Gerould, chairman -of the 
committee, is aChicagoan and a mem­
ber of the Glenvlew club. Much will 
depend on the support of the local 
golfers for the success of the turna-
ment, and no better golfer could be 
chosen to manage the event in this 
city than Mr. Gerould. John S. Mc-
Grew, president of the Glen Echo 
Country club, is secretary of the com­
mittee.

Olympic bronze medals will be awarded 
to the semi-finalists; also special silver 
cups, one presented by W. L. Grossclose 
and one by W. L. Kline. 

A gold medal will be awarded the player 
making the best medal score in the quali­
fying round Monday; also a special silver 
cup presented by S. J. Harbaugh. 

A silver medal will be awarded the play­
er making the second best score in the 
qualifying round; also a special silver cup 
presented by S. H. Fullerton.
