Henry Silberberg, the aristocratic 
hypnotist of m a n y aliases, w h o has 
been in the Hennepin county jail un ­
der indictment for defrauding Miss 
Clarice Heebner out of $250, is free to 
go where he pleases. 

Immediate ly after the noon ad­
journment to-day the much-adver ­
tised prisoner w a s brought before 
Judge Brooks, his bail reduced from 
$3,500 to $1,000, and that amount was 
promptly deposited by Aaron Silber 
berg, the defendant's brother, 
reduction in bail w a s made as a 
result of repeated appl icat ions on the 
part of Frank Larrabee, Silberberg's 
attorney, and upon the showing that 
the prisoner, suffering from tuber­
culosis, cannot live in confinement. 

"Silberberg will leave at once wi th 
his brother for Arizona," said Mr. 
Larrabee this morning. 

"He is not afraid of the charge 
against h im here and will be on hand 
next spring if he is alive and wanted." 

Sheriff Dreger was unable to find 
any place where the al leged swindler 
w-as wanted by the authorities, and 
after the final ceremony of securing 
his picture and Berti l l ion measure­
ments , a l lowed him to go at will. 

Silberberg's case was continued over 
the present court term and will not. 
therefore, be called until the April 
term. \_ 

Washington, Jan. 18.—A six-foot

Tht^ ,Frank Galen of St. Louis , and Lewis 
B. Boswel l of Quincy, 111. 

The total cost of the improvement 
is est imated at $15,000,000. N o speci­
fic part of this amount was asked by 
the delegation to-day, the principal 
object being to impress the commit ­
tee wi th the necessi ty of authorizing 
the project. 

An associat ion known as the Upper 
Mississippi Improvement association, 
representing five s tates bordering on 
the upper Mississippi, has been organ­
ized for the purpose of advancing the 
project. Governor Van Sant told the 
commit tee that fifty cities were di­
rectly interested in the project and 
that 15,000,000 people would be bene­
fited thru the assurance of river c o m ­
petition in transportation. 

The committee took no action in the 
matter.

Hetty Gates, the woman who hood­
winked many into bel ieving that she 
had fal len heir to a large fortune in 
England, and w h o upon the strength 
of that belief induced them either to 
give her credit or to advance liberal 
sums, isl ikely to have some experi­
ences with the Hennepin county 
grand jury as the result of her deal­
ings wi th Dr. John Dadden of Milwau­
kee. The grand jury took up her case 
to-day and Dr. Madden w a s s u m ­
moned. 

Since Dr. Madden learned that Mrs. 
Gates' Engl i sh fortune was a myth 
and that there was no possibility of 
her carrying out her contract with 
him, nor of recompens ing him to the 
extent of nearly $3,000 which he had 
advanced in cash, he has been dili­
gently fo l lowing the woman's record, 
aided by his attorney, Frank Larra­
bee. After fo l lowing the w o m a n 
closely from the t ime she was ex­
posed by T h e J o u r n a l four years 
ago he found sufficient evidence to 
warrant the county attorney's office in 
taking up the case and asking the 
grand jury for a true bill charging the 
woman with obtaining money under 
false pretenses. 

Got $12,000 in Mi lwaukee . 
The Gates woman, whose history is 

well known to J o u r n a l readers, 
wrent to Milwaukee about a year ago, 
and thru mutual friends w a s intro­
duced, to Dr. Madden. She consulted 
him *professionally and then an­
nounced her determinat ion of travel­
ing thru Europe and asked h im to ac­
company her, naming a sum, said to 
be $25,000, as his fee. The contract 
was made, and upon the s trength of 
the Engl i sh fortune which would be 
paid to her as soon as the will could 
be properly probated, Dr. Madden wras 
induced to advance her, at different 
times, sums amount ing in all to about 
$3,000. Other Mi lwaukeeans also 
made contributions and she is said to 
have secured over $12,000 in that 
city. 

"No, I. will not talk for publication 
at this t ime," said Dr. Madden to-day, 
"but when the t ime is ripe, I will tell 
the story to the world, and, believe 
me, it will sound a lmost l ike a fairy 
tale. The schemings of this w o m a n 
are the cleverest that have ever been 
brought to my attention, and the 
heart lessness with which she plies her 
plans is really appall ing. She had m e 
complete ly hoodwinked, I a m wil l ing 
to admit, but now I will tell the si*wy 
to the grand jury and w h e n the of­
ficers of the law are thru with me, I 
will tell this 'fairy tale' to the world." 

Will Take U p Hazzard Case. 
Samuel C. Hazzard, al ias Samuel 

C. Hargrave, whose matrimonial ad­
ventures have resulted in his arrest 
on a charge of bigamy, w*ill receive the 
attention of the grand jury as soon 
as the case can be reached. Hazzard 
is still in the co.unty jail, and his 
friends are anxious that the case 
should be moved at the earliest pos­
sible date. All the witnesses are 
ready, and it is said that the case 
can be completed in short order.

GIVES A BOGUS CHECK 

Rome, Jan. 18.—Contrary to statements 
made in the United States that the re-
foi'ms in church music decreed by Pius X. 
would affect only France and Italy, it is 
learned that one decree is intended for 
the world at large. 

All churches are authorized to continue 
the use of the music at present in vogue 
only until it shall become feasible to sub­
stitute the Gregorian chant. 

The soprano and alto parts are to be 
sung by little boys. The membors of the 
choir are to be arraved in cassock and 
surplice and concealed behind a grating. 
Women are to be excluded. 

Withina short t ime it is probable 
that female voices will no longer be 
heard in R o m a n Catholic churches of 
the city and that boy choirs will, un­
aided, furnish all of the music for the 
chui'ch services. According to dis­
patches from R o m e the movement , 
long strong in Europe and the eastern 
states, Joking to a reform in the 
services of the Roman Catholic 
church,, has taken the form of decrees 
issued by Pope Pius X. which will ex­
clude worrien from R o m a n Catholic 
church choirs. 

Local churchmen most , famil iar 
wi th exist ing conditions here and in 
R o m e are inclined to agree that the 
movement for boy choirs, only, has re­
sulted in the decrees centioned. 

"There has been growing objection 
to the so-cal led theatrical music in 
churches for a long t ime and a marked 
tendency toward the rejection of the 
mixed choir and a return to the Greg­
orian chant," said one of the local R o ­
man Catholic c lergymen this morning. 
"The pope has issued a letter on the 
subject of music in the church, w h i c h 
touches upon the subject only in a 
general way, but makes it plain that 
the Vatican favors a return to the 
Gregorian service. 

"So far, we of the church in America 
have had no official knowledge of the 
decree ment ioned in the press dis­
patches. It is usual for the apostol ic 
delegation in Washington to receive 
such information to transmit the in­
tel l igence to the various archbishops 
and thru them to give it to us. It 
would not be at all strange if such a 
change were decreed." 

The pope's letter ment ioned by this 
priest says, among, other th ings: 
"Among the cares of the pastoral of­
fice a leading one is wi thout quest ion 
that of maintaining and promoting 
the decorum of the house of God. 
Noth ing should have place, therefore, 
in the temple calculated to disturb or 
even merely diminish the piety and 
devotion o fthe faithful, noth ing that 
may give reasonable cause for dis­
gust or scandal, nothing aboVe all, 
which directly offends the decorum 
and the sanct i ty of the sacred func­
tions and is thus unworthy of the 
house of prayer." 

He refers to "the abuse affecting 
sacred chant and music," and to "the 
fatal influence exercised on sacred 
music by profane and theatrical art." 
Speaking of sacred music , the pope 
says: "It must be Jht61y..v.and must, 
therefore, exclude a l l '-profanity, not 
only i nitself, but in the manner in 
which it is presented by those w h o 
execute it." 

The letter forbids the use of a piano 
in church, "also that of noisy or 
frivolous instruments, such as drums, 
cymbals, bells and the like." The use 
of bands in church is also prohibited. 
Of w o m e n he says: "Singers in 
church have a real l iturgical office, 
and, there, women , being incapable 
of exercis ing such office, cannot be 
admitted to form any part of the choir 
of the musical chapel." 

The issuing of the promised decrees 
will relieve from their posit ions fe­
male vocalists now employed in nearly 
every Cathol ic church here. Many of 
them are' regarded as being of the 
first order.
