Defendant Swears That His Daughter 
Cooked the Sunday Dinner and 
That the Poison H e Bought Was to 
Kil l Rats—His case Thought to 
Have Been Strengthened by His 
Testimony. 

Special to The Journal. 
Bldora, Iowa, Jan. 29.—Bben S. 

Blydenburgh, accused of murdering 
three wives, took the stand In Ms own 
behalf to-day, answering the charges 
that he had poisoned his third wife by 
administering arsenic in a meal 
cooked by himself. He told a 
straight-forward story, corroborating 
the testimony of his daughter Irene, 
who swore that she cooked the meal 
which the state says contained ar­
senic administered by the defendant. 

"I did not urge my wife to go to 
church on the day of her death," 
s a i d B l y d e n t r a r g r l i I n a c a l m v o i c e . 
"On the contrary, she first suggested 
it, and I gave my consent. 

"Shortly after she left, I took a 
bath and then lay down on the lounge 
t o r e s t . M y d a u g h t e r I r e n e c o o k e d 
the Sunday meal. We all sat down to 
the meal together. Shortly after­
wards Mrs. Blydenburgh complained 
of nauseating pains and vomited. I 
supposed it was merely her old com­
plaint and did not treat the matter 
seriously until I saw that she was in 
a dangerous condition." 

Blydenburgh denied that he had 
ever purchased rat poison for any 
other purpose than to kill rats. He 
told of his wife's alleged complaint, 
and stated that the family physician 
pronounced it uremia. He denied that 
they had ever had trouble other than 
f a m i l y q u a r r e l s o f l i t t l e c o n s e q u e n c e 

The state hopes to break the weight 
of Blydenburgh's testimony in cross-
examination. I t is admitted, however, 
that he has told a good story, thereby 
aiding his case very materially. 

Dr. Morse made a good witness for 
the defense, and was not shaken by 
the cross-examination. 

The interest increases, and the 
rooms are filled to-day, notwithstand­
ing the cold.
