Charles W. Fairbanks, of Indiana, has 
at last decided to become a candidate 
for the vice presidency. Four years 
ago the office sought him; this year 
he will seek the office. His determin­
ation is made known to Indiana poli­
ticians thru the Indianapolis Journal, 
which he now owns. Before the ar­
ticle appeared in the Journal It was 
known to a limited number of the sen­
ator's friends, but this publication has 
disseminated the information among 
the rank and file of the party workers. 

Senator Fairbanks' decision means 
much to Indiana politicians. It will 
make them conspicuous in the Chica­
go convention, and necessitates the be­
ginning of a new senatorial campaign. 
It is assumed that the senator will 
prove an acceptable candidate to the 
republican convention, and, in all 
probability secure the nomination. 
But whether he does or not the chance 
that he will soon be out of the senate 
is so good that the fo'resighted feel 
that they must begin making plans as 
to his successor. 

James A. Hemenway of Booneville, 
who is chairman of the appropriations 
committee in the house of representa­
tives, having succeeded Uncle Joe 
Cannon in that capacity, is the proba­
ble successor of Senator Fairbanks. 
He is already in the field, and has 
been making plans in a quiet way. 
Other members of the Indiana delega­
tion in the house seem to approve of 
his candidacy. Senator Beveridge is 
naturally keeping his hands off, altho 
his support is being courted by several 
possibilities. 

Hemenway will not have a clear 
field In the coming race. Governor 
"Durbin will be in the running. He 
would have been content to be vice 
presidential candidate with Fairbanks' 
support, but failing to secure this he 
has to drop out of the vice presidential 
game. 

Charles L. Henry, of Terre Haute, is 
understood to have senatorial aspira­
tions, and the northern end of the 
state Is more than likely to unite on 
the support of Bepresentative E. D. 
Crumpacker of Valparaiso, who has 
served a number of years in congress 
and is regarded as by far the strong­
est man in the delegation.
