Prior to the dance. Dr. Rodwell appointed 
Chief Wah-tah-nah-gah-bow "chaperon, ' as It 
were, over the other members of the tribe, and 
held him personally responsible for the good be­
havior of his brothers. The spot chosen was 
near the Indian mission, where the Mississippi 
empties into Cass lake. Here the Cass Lakers, 
with their Bed Lake friends, enjoyed them­
selves to their heart 's content. No liquor was 
Introduced and good nature prevailed.

F E A T U R E S OF "SQUAW DANCE" 

Ponies , Bead Snits and Other Gifts 
Made by Indians. 

CASS LAKE, MINN'.—The Cuss Lake Indians 
have just wound up a dance that might well be 
termed in aboriginal circles "the event of the 
seuson." For ten days and nights the Cass 
Lakers and some Red Lake Indians, to the 
number of thirty, have enjoyed the native 
pustlme of a "squaw dance," with the accompa­
niments of gambling in the form of "moccasin" 
and poker. 

A Bquaw dance differs from the other pic­
turesque girations of the native in that the par­
ticipants are liberal to each other. When a 
dancer wants a partner to step with him or her. 
as the case may be, he or she will lay a pres­
ent of some kind at the foot of the desired

Company Organized at Fergus Fal ls 
with a Capital of $50,000. 

FEUGUS FALLS. MINN.—A new company, to 
be known as the Fergus Packing company, has 
been organized by business men with a capitaliza­
tion of $50,000. The incorporators are F.. J. 
Webber, T. N. McLean, J . H. Grass, 11. J. 
Angus, J . S. Ulland, P. J. Evans, J . W. Robin­
son, J . R. Kiewel and E. A. Morgan, and Mr. 
Webber will be Its president and Mr. Robinson 
secretary and manager. The company has ac­
quired a site on the Northern Pacific track in 
the western part of the city and will begin the 
erection of ice houses at once. The packing 
plant will be built as soon as the frost is out 
of the ground. 

John H. Kolllng, a ealoonkeeper of Brandon, 
hied a petition in bankruptcy, placing his assets 
at $2,040, of which $1,610 Is exempt, and his 
liabilities at $2,562.55. Henry Kreager of 
Browns Valley, tiled at the same time, placing 
his assets at $075, of which $315 Is exempt, 
and bis liabilities at $4,443.90. 

Benj. Burnette was brought down from the 
White Earth reservation to await the action of 
the grand jury on the charge of giving liquor to 
Indian boys at the White Earth school. Bur­
netts was out on bail on another liquor charge, 
and his bond In the present Instance was fixed 
at $l,20o, which he was unable to furnish. 

The bank statements of Otter Tall county, 
which wero called for last week, show deposits 
aggregating $1,327,010.8(5, which is a little less 
than the total deposits at the time the previous 
statement was called, lu December.

NOT A LEGAL JUSTICE 

J. W. Torkelson, J. P. , at Bagley, R e ­
moved by the Courts. 

BAGLEl", MINN.—Judge Spooner has made 
his decision In the uuo warranto proceeding 
brought against J. W. Torkelson, in which the 
contentions of Mr. Teitsworth, the attorney for 
the relators, have been sustained. 

The order directs that judgment be entered 
ousting the respondent, Mr. Torkelson, from the 
office of justice of the peace for the township 
of Copley, and that he deliver to the relator, 
Laurltz O. Tangjerd, possession of the office, 
with all the books and papers. 

The judge also attached to the order a 
memorandum of opinion to the effect that an 
appointment to the office of justice of the peace 
can only be made at the next ensuing town elec­
tion. 

This decision will enable villages and towns 
in this county to elect the proper number of 
justices of the peace at the coming town elec­
tion and have a vexatious matter settled by 
Judicial authority.

DULUTH, MINN.—Further prosecution against 
the stock and grain commiFsion firm of Edwards, 
Wood & Co.. which was to have come up to-day 
before Judge Wlndom, was continued until April 
5, pending the argument of a motion for a new 
trial in the former litigation. 

Six specific complaints were made aganist 
the firm by Charles F. Staples of the Minnesota 
railroad and warehouse commission, in which it 
is alleged that the firm made false returns to Its 
customers on sales of grain. 

I t is learned from reliable sources that Mayor-
elect M. B. Cullum will not disturb Chauncey 
II. Troyer, th'j chief of police, who was promoted 
from the ranks by Mayor Hugo three years ago. 

Mr. Troyer has held the office of chief for 
three years and the breath of scandal has not 
assailed him. The democrats in their campaign 
could raise no objection to him. I t Is the first 
time that any chief of police has not been an 
ihsue in a local campaign. Dr. Cullum is said to 
have decided to appoint Bert Fesler city attor­
ney and Dr. D. D. Murray health commissioner.

IOWA CITY, IOWA—The 1903 report of the 
general Inspector of small arms practice of the 
Iowa national guard, Colonel W* E. H. Morris, 
of Algona, shows that Company I, Fifty-fourth 
infantry, of this city, took first place with a 
proficiency of 106-0. This company stood second 
last year. 

The result of the year's practice is very satis­
factory, but i t is impossible to make a close 
comparison on the work of previous years, as 
a new system has been followed—that laid down 
by the war department. Twelve hundred men, 
or over 50 per cent of the entire state force4 
averaged 40 per cent or better at 200 yards. 

The Fifty-fourth regiment stands first In pro­
ficiency.

The Fifty-sixth regiment 
takes second place, the same as last year. The 
Fifty-third stands third, dropping from first 
place, while the Fifty-fifth is in fourth place. 
The four companies ranking below Company I 
take positions as follows: Company M, Fifty-
fourth regiment, Fairfield, second, 94.6; Company 
M, Fifty-sixth regiment, Sac City, third, 55.5; 
Company K, Fifty-sixth regiment, Emmetsburg. 
fourth, 51.7, and Company I, Fifty-third regi­
ment, . Waukon, fifth, 47.7.

$110,000 Expended at Lincoln— 
Buildings Almost Ready.
