$330 of this sum was in the State bank of Lam-
berton and Mrs. Green held a certificate of 
deposit. Green, it is charged, made out a bogus 
certificate of deposit on the Citizens' bank of 
Staples for $400, forging the name of the cash­
ier, C. F. May, and induced Mrs. Green to ex­
change. She is suing for the $400 and the 
state is pushing the forgery charge.

The water, however, is found to be free from 
typhoid bacilli and sewage contamination. Health 
Officer Valenta attributes the unusually vile con­
dition of the water to the excessive use by con­
sumers, who leave the taps open all night, to 
prevent freezing, thus overtaxing the filters of 
the water company's -riant. 

Dr. Albert reported that whereas the water, 
to range from very good to passable, ought not 
to contain more than 0 to 500 bacteria a cubic 
centimeter, the water which Iowa City is daily 
drinking contains from 2,270 to 76,100 bacteria 
n cubic centimeter.

Her 
cabin burned while all the neighbors were asleep 
and when the ruins were searched, no trace of 
her could be found. Inquiry developed that she 
was not-at any one of the neighbors' houses and 
the fire was not of such fierceness if Bhe were 
in the house when it burned but that her re­
mains would be found. 

I t is thought likely that she escaped from the 
building, scantily clothed, on the morning of the 
fire. It being stormy outside she probably lost 
her way to the nearest neighbor and searchers 
expect to find her dead body In the snow. She 
was about 85.

ELDORA, IOWA.—The supreme court has sus­
tained the decision of the lower court in the 
famous tax ferret case. p . E. Albrook, who re­
ceived $6,758 for legal services, is ordered to 
pay it back to the county, in accordance with 
the Judgment of the lower court. 

The case arises out of one of the bitterest 
political fights in the history of the county. 
Hardin couuty supervisors hired a ' firm of tax 
ferrets, making a contract to give them 15 per, 
cent of all money collected. This is tue maxi­
mum amount allowed by law. They then made 
a contract with C. E. Albrook, giving him an 
addition 15 per cent for legal assistance to the 
tax ferrets. 

The courts held this contract illegal.
