So many attempts
were made to mar the statue and threats
of destroying it became =0 ominous that
it became necessary to guard it for a time,

Publlic Unveiling Abandoned.

The preparations for the unveiling of the
statue caused a flurry in the house of
representatives and Congressman Linton
of Saginaw, Mich., presented a resolution
to have the statue removed on the ground
that Marquette had never been a citizen
of Wisconsin and that he had performed
no civil or military service. This caused
the givers of the statue to abandon the
idea. of unveiling it with impressive and
imposing ceremonies. It was, however,
informally unveiled on March 1, 1808,
