OPERATIONS IN ALTON THOUGHT
TO BE A “STRAW.”

It May Show that He Has a Line on
the intentions of the Milwaunkee and
the North-Western to Build to the
Coast.

Bpecial to The Journal.

New York, Feb. 22.—One thing def-
inite 18 known concerning the Alton
mystery—namely, that some common-
stock holders have been offered the
equivalent of $40 per share for their
holdings of the stock, the same to be
paid for in 5 per cent notes. The
name of the purchaser or purchasers
is not officially announced, and it is
stated In official quarters that the deal
is not yet completed. It is also stated
that the preferred stock will go into
the deal at 80 or §5.

The most definite story at this date
is that if the Northern Securities de-
cision points out a means whereby
such a consolidation can be effected,
Union Pacifie, Illinois Central and Al-
ton will be consolidated to make one
system. According to the present gos-
sip there, is to be built a cut-off from
Omaha tiu-u Des Molines to meet the
east-and-west line of the Illinois Cen-
tral about half way to Chicago, short-
ening the route from Omaha by about
76 to 100 miles and making the new
line about equal to thg Great West-
ern’s line. In that case the Illinois
Central and Union Pacific would make
a first-class Harriman route from Chi-
cago to the coast.

The importance of the story, if true,
lles in the fact that such a plan, if
carried out, would necessitate a North-
Western Milwaukee line to the coast.

In fact, the only justification Mr. Har-

riman could find for building such
a cut-off thru that territory would be
the fact that the Milwaukee was about
to build to the coast. Otherwise it
would be an unprovoked invasion of
territory held by friendly rallroads.

There is, therefore, some slight rea-
son to believe that Mr. Harriman has
been anprised of the intention of the
St. Paul and North-Western to build
thru to the coast,-and has made his
plans for the disposition of the Alton
with this inevitable extension in view.
In that case the consolidation of the
Illinois Central and Alton under Union
Pacific dominancy is merely the for-
mation of a division of the Union Pa-
cifle corresponding to the lines of the
Milwaukee and the North-Western.

FREIGHT REFUSED

Milwaukee Road Won't Take That for
Eastern Points.

The Milwaukee road will not accept
freight shipments for points east of
Chicago until after Feb. 24, as it is ex-
pected other roads will issue orders.
This embargo is an attempt to help
out congestion on eastern lines, which
is delaying twin city freight both east
and west bound. The freezing of Lake
Michigan is one factor in this conges-
tion. Because the big car ‘ferries are
ice-bound this season, shipments usu-
ally sent by this ' route are thrown
onto railways or are delayed on the
way.

Recrult Carrying Contract.
The North-Western, Union - Pacific and
Southern Pacific roads have secured the
contract for carryving naval recruits and
sallors from Chlecago to San Francisco for
the year ending June 30, 1905. The bids
were . $36.26 as compared with $20.74 last
year, The Big Four and the Chesapeaka
& Ohio bid 2 cents a mile for the busi-
ness east of Chlecago. Bids for carrying
men from interior points were about the
eame and the business will be divided up.
