T h e a s ­
sociat ion w e n t on record in s t rong r e s ­
olut ions, -which, were re fe r red to in 
the press accounts of the meeting, but 
have never been published in full. 
They were recommended for passage 
by the resolutions committee, and 
adopted Feb. 17. They read as fol­
lows: 

Whereas, The members of this associa­
tion have heretofore been granted sub­
stantial reductions of fares when at tend­
ing our conventions held in the southern 
and central portions of the state; and 
whereas, like concessions were refused 
by the roads over which we were com­
pelled to travel to reach the present place 
of meeting in the northern part, which 
act we attribute to the fact that they 
are in the hands of one party and are 
jointly operated; therefore, be it 

Resolved, That any scheme whereby 
the people who are building up the state 
are compelled to pay for the privilege of 
merging railway corporations is a menace 
to the best interests of the state. I t re­
sults in unjust discrimination between one 
part of the state and another, not only as 
to the traveling public, but also as to the 
communities affected thereby. The un­
fairness and danger to be apprehended 
confronts us more startlingly than ever 
before.
