CARS REMAINED UPRIGHT 

Peculiar Wreck on the Great North­
ern Near Hutchinson. 

: Gi.ENCOE, MINN.—The early morning passen­
ger train on the line of the Great Northern rail­
way, west of Iliitehlimon, was wrecked in a pe­
culiar manner between Hutchinson and Lester 
I'ralrle. A blizzard was sweepMg the prairie 
and the snow was drifting badly. When about 
three miles out from Uutchlnson the engine 
struck a heavy snow hank and It Is presumed; 
spread the vails. 

The engine passed over safely, but tbe mall 
coach following jumped the track arid swung 
across the raws. Instead of crashing into the 
mall car the two coaches following jumped the 
track before they reached the mall oar. and were 
carried by their momentum about a block alonf? 
the hard frozen ground. They did not tip over, 
however, and beyond a bad shaking up and se­
vere bruises, none of the passengers was hurt. 

The coaches having been detached from the en­
gine, thev could not be heated, and the women 
r.nd children were conveyed to farmers' homes in 
the vicinity, where they were cared for until 
n relief train arrived. The track was blocked all 
day.
