Brown, it is sald, received a com-
mission from the supreme lodge of the
“Blue’” Masons, organized among the
Mississlppl negroes, to found a lodge
in Arkansas, He got 200 members,
among whom were some that talked
freely about wiping out white su-
premacy and publicly boasted that the
end of white rule had come.

When Deputy Casper, armed with
a warrant, tried to arrest Brown on a
¢harge of assault, the latter showed
fight and "said he was under the pro-
tection of “‘his exalted master.” In
the fight that followed Brown shot the
deputy.

Houston, Texas, March T7.—Dan
Cushing, the railroad station agent,
kidnapped Tuesday night, was released
by his bandit captors upon recognition
of the distress signal of the Masonic
fraternity.

Freed miles from any habitation,
Cushing but narrowly escaped with his
life and now lies in Del Rio, bruised
from head to foot with the flesh
mangled from his body.

The law-abiding inhabitants of west-
ern Texas are organizing a body bent
upon exterminating the bandits who
conceived the plot. The theft of thou-
gsands of cattle and the abduction of
three other prominent citizens are laid
at their door.
