Two Harbors, Minn., March 8.—In 
the past week over twenty men who 
have served in the American and for­
eign navies have left the range towns 
for the Pacific coast, from where they 
will sail for the orient to serve in the 
Japanese navy. A man, supposed to 

- be an agent of Japan, has, it is said, 
' furnished them their fare and ex­

penses as far as the coast, where they 
will meet other agents. 

In spite of the statements of Jap­
a n e s e officials that foreigners would 

not be permitted to serve in their 
army or navy, it is known by residents 

; of the ranges who have reoently 
\ Heard from relatives now serying in 
' the Japanese navy that a large portion 

* of the guns on the mikado's warships 
U are manned by natives of other coun-

$1 tries and that his agents are daily 
seeking new recruits. 

Many lumbermen and miners in 
northern Minnensota are Finlanders 
and Poles who have served in the 
Russian navy. Many of them were 
Impressed into the service and treated 
cruelly and, when the opportunity 
came, fled from Russia in order to 
avoid further service. Many of the 
best sailors of the world are found 
among them, and these are the class of 
m e n most wanted by the Jap to man 
his ships. 

" "' The enlistment work among the 
foreigners is being carried on openly. 
Posters announcing the war with Rus­
sia and the need of men by Japan 
are printed in Finnish and Polish and 
put up in prominent places. These 
tell of the cruelties visited by Russia 
upon many Finlands and Poles and 
appeal to them to use the knowledge 
gained in the Russian service in aiding 
Japan, and thus securing revenge. 

No place of enlistment is announced, 
but the keepers of saloons often act 
as subagents for the regular repre­
sentatives of the government of Ja-
pan.and they quickly furnish informa­
tion concerning the service. Big offers 
of salary are made as well as good 
berths ia the navy.

The riot was precipitated by the at­
tempt of Cushing and Purkhiser to 
control the convention in the inter­
ests of W. A. Rowles.
