The religious education convent ion held 
a year ago in Chicago w a s unique. In 
response to a call issued by over one 
hundred prominent educators, there 
gathered in Chicago some four hundred 
men and women. The people of the 
churches of Chicago responded to the in­
vitation and on the opening night a vas t 
audience in the Auditorium greeted the 
speakers. .The sess ions of the convention 
continued for three days w i t h large and 
attent ive audiences The enrollment of 
delegates Included m a n y of the m o s t 
prominent educators of the country, 
twenty- three s ta tes were represented, also 
Canada and some foreign countries. 

The convent ion resulted in the forma­
tion of the Rel igious Educat ion assoc ia­
tion and the proceedings of the conven­
tion were published. This volume, con­
s is t ing of 430 pages, is perhaps the most 
important book ever published on the 
subject of rel igious education. 

The second meet ing of the associat ion 
w a s held in Philadelphia last week. It 
w a s a s representat ive in character a s the 
former meet ing. On the program of the 
convent ion were, 'the leading experts of 
the country and the m o s t intense interest 
w a s evident. Dean Frank Sanders, Ph.D. , 
D. D . t of Yale divinity school, presided. 
In his opening address h e reported a 
membership of nearly 2,000 and an ex ­
penditure of about $7,000. The work of 
the year had been In the line of organiza­
tion. The opportunity-of the coming year 
w a s in arousing interest m religious ed­
ucation, In promoting intell igent work. 
In col lecting d a t a in t h e various depart­
ments of the assoc iat ion and in placing 
a t the disposal of all the results of prog­
ress a t any point. The society's chief 
function lay in ass is t ing the intell igent 
layman to be a working factor in the 
religious education problem of the fu­
ture. 

The general subject for discussion w a s 
"The Bible ." "The Bible in Rel igious 
experience," "Religious Educat ion in the 
H o m e . " "The Bible in Educat ion," and 
"The Bible in Social and Civic Life," were 
the chief divis ions of the subject . 

President Hall's Address. 
Dr. Hall's "Annual Survey of Progress 

in Religious and Moral Educat ion" and 
his address a s the new president of the 
associat ion were remarkable contribu­
tions to the program. These t w o ad­
dresses reflected the thought, the spirit 
and the purpose of the whole convention. 
The points discussed were: The v a s t n e s s 
of the field of religious and moral educa­
tion in this country, the lack of co-ordi­
nation between the construct ive forces 
in this field—a deficiency s o m e w h a t coun­
terbalanced by the underlying homogen­
eity of ideal and purpose beneath these 
forces, the presence of certain inimical 
conditions that m u s t be reckoned with, 
the t imel iness of the Rel igious Educat ion 
associat ion a s a possible agent of a d e ­
quate co-ordination of principles and 
methods and the convict ion that the a s ­
sociation records progress in recording a t 
this early s tage of its life a n Intelligent 
perception of the need of progress. 

A m o n g the inimical condit ions noted 
the apparent tendency of American life to 
underest imate the importance of religious 
conviction as a n e lement of education for 
citizenship. Dr. Hal l continued: "The 
function of this soc ie ty w a s to promote 
religious educat ion on a bas is of true 
knowledge. Steps therefore should be 
.taken, that are adequate, rational, com­
plete and scientlflo, to bring wi th in the: 
sphere of conduct the truths of the Bible 
to every m a n , w o m a n and child in A m e r ­
ica. The purpose of this associat ion is* 
that processes of non-rel igion shall not 
go on, but that th is Bible, the fountain of 
divine truth, the wel l -spring of divine in 

Ion. President Faunce of Brown univer­
s i ty asked for a close and constant c o ­
ordination of Bible s tudy w i t h all the 
s tudies of, the school, and bel ieved a rep­
resentat ive commiss ion could agree upon 
centain historical a n d ethical se lect ions 
upon which all shades of religious belief 
and of agnost ic i sm could agree . H e sug­
ges ted a model commission, naming Arch­
bishop Ireland a s the Catholic represen­
tat ive. On the other hand, Dr. Wal ter 
Hervey declared against rel igious teaching 
in the schools. H e did not w i s h to have 
his boy's religion sandwiched b e t w e e n his 
reading and arithmetic . Most of the dele­
gates , however, favored the restoration of 
the Bible to the schools . 

The principal address on the home side 
of the quest ion w a s ma*de by Dr. Ira 
Lrfindrith of Chicago. H e said w e shouW 
study h o m e - m a k i n g a s seriously and sc i ­
entifically as w e ever s tudied the prob­
lems of the church and the school.

In an interview 
yesterday he remarked that the American 
push w a s taking hold of the Canadians, 
and, tho Canada is nominally a t tached to 
England, he bel ieves Canadians reflect the 
American spirit more than they do the 
Engl i sh spirit, a n d he bel ieves that reci­
procity is only a mat ter of t ime.

permanent and unique place; that s o m e ­
where wi th in our trinity o£ educational 
inst i tut ions—the home, the church and 
the school—the child is entit led to receive 
possess ion of i ts truths; that t o th i s end 
no equipment in the w a y of personal s tudy 
on the part of parents and teachers, or in 
the w a y of m e a n s and methods , can be 
too costly, and that to promote these ends 
this associat ion will devote i t s energies 
during the coming year, first, t o invest iga­
tion and practical st imulation in t h e var i ­
ous directions represented by? i ts s even­
teen departments; second, to agi tat ion 
and diffusion of information thru i t s 
proceedings and other printed mat ter 
and thru public speech; third, t o tho 
organization of local centers for the s tudy 
of practical problems in the l ight of e s ­
tablished principles, and, fourth, to per­
sonal effort of each member in his own 
station to practice and promulgate these
