The Tendency Is Toward a TLower

While not as sharp a drop In produce
prices is reported this week as last, the
decline has been of Imporance to the pro-
ducer, averaging 60 cents to the tub of
butter and 76 cents a case on eggs. The
decline on the latter promised to be great-
er, but stormy weather had a bracing ef-
fect.

The outlet at present Is conflned to re-
tallers,. as storage buyers have not as yet
entered the field and are not likely to do
&0 before April 1. Outslde speculators are
showling interest In the situation and ask-
ing prices on contract eggs for April de-
livery. Around $i per case seems the
present asking flgure for No. 1 goods, but
no contracts have been made or are likely
to be at that price. A year ago to-day
candled eggs were 15 cents, so that values
are on about the same basls now,

Butter has shown depressed tone all the
week, and quotations are a little bit stiff
when it comes to forcing out the goods
In & jobbing way. On general movement
fn a small way to retailers full quotations
are secured, but many large holders would
be glad to clean up their boxes of ex-
tras at 22 cents. Dairies have shown the
same weak tone and lower range, and do
not move out satisfactorily at the lower
figures. Packing stock buyers have lald
down and are not taking In any stock
that can be dodged, as their products are
lower and outlet nominal.

The cheese list shows no change of im-
portance, Fancy well-cured brick is about
the only line not In sufficlent supply.
New goods are coming in freely, but do

STAMPING OUT TEXAS ITCH

The Dakotas are taking prompt action
to eradicate the itch or seab that has
broken out among the herds of these
states. The disease was spreading rapid-
1y, and last fall some herds were quar-
antined on the market, causing owners
considerable inconvenience and in most
cases loss. A i\ispatch from Plerre, 8. D.,
says that some time ago Gov. Herreid,
by request of State Veterinarian Foster,
asked the agricultural department to take
action in assisting in stamping out the
mange, or Texas itch, which prevails in
herds in many parts of the state. The
local remedy of dipping does not appear
to be effective In eradicating the disease,
and the national department was called
upon for its assistance. In response to
his request Gov. Herreld has received a
telegram from Washington that an expert
would be sent to the state to work with
the state wveterinarian as soon as the
weather Is warm enough for operations.

LOCAL TONE MORE FAVORABLE
TO CATTLE SHIPPERS.

Hogs on the Rise Early in the Week
but Off Again Later, Closing About
Steady—Desirable Mutton Brings
Good Prices—Lambs in Continued
Good Sale at Firm Figures.

South Bt. Paul, March 12,—Receipts of
cattle here thls week total about 2,500,
compared with 2,797 last week and 4,144
the same week last year. This week’s
calf receipts were about 375, against 527
last week arid 1,121 the same weck last
vear. There has been a dull and lower
market at Chicago on medium and com-
mon killing steers; in fact, all kinds grad-
ing under choice have sold thera at a
decline. The local demand, however, has
been strong for all useful killing grades,
and, with several times the supply com-
ing needed to meet the requirements of
the local trade, values have not material-
ly changed from a week ago. All' cow
atuff, grading above the canner class,
sold on about steady basis, Canner cows
show decline of 10 cents to 15 cents. There
are very few good beef or butcher cattle
being received here, and the bulk.of the
killing stuff coming is made up of
warmed-up steers, and common, to falr
she-stock. Bulls have been dull at lower
prices and are quoted 25 cents lower
than at the start last week, Veal calves
have sold steady, with the best grades
going at $6. A good demand. prevalls for
all the better grades of milch cows and
springers, with prices having shown
some strength on such kinds. Prices range
from $18 to $40, with a few of the best
selling above the latter figure. The de-
mand for stock and feeding cattle has
been better than for some time past, and
the week 'closes with the yards cleared
and prices on the more desirable grades
of all weights in a 10 to 15-cent higher
noteh than at last week's closing. Few
traders can see any material improvement
in values for the common kind. As spring
approaches, the demand for good young
stockers to put on grass should broaden
considerably.

Hogs—The week's hog receipts total
about 14,800, compared with 15,952 last
week and 14,637 in corresponding week last
yvear. During the first half of the week
prices showed a steady upward tendency,
the market gaining 20 to 25 cents in three
days. Prices broke 10 cents on Thursday,
and, with a.decline again Friday of near-
lv 16 cents, the market at the close of
that day's trading was no better than
steady with Saturday of the week previ-
ous, Indicatlons are that the local run
will be light from now on, and a feel-
ing prevalls at other points that the move-
ment marketward wlll not be liberal for
the next thirty to sixty days. It is fig-
ured that muddy roads will be a factor
in the marketing. Farmers are bhullish
on the future and consjder b-cent hogs
good property.

Sheep—There were about 18,500 sheep
received here this week, compared with
12,835 last week and 4,608 the like week
last vear. Prices for desirable mutton
grades have ruled higher, values the last
few days showing an advance of 10 to 15
cents over a week ago. Lambs have been
quiet, at steady prices. Very little good
fat native stock 1s coming, and packers
are obtalning a good share of their sup-
plies from local feed lots. Good to choice
fat ewes are quotable from $3.76 to §4
and a fair class of ewes for slaughter
sold around $3.50. Best fat lambs are
selllng from 35 to $6.25, with a fair class
of killers going from $4.60 to 2£4.76. Choice
yearllng wethers sold durlng the week up
to 35, and good fat wethers are quotable
from $4 to §4.35.

A Lincoln, Neb., exchange says: At
€edar Rapids, Iowa, a city half the size
of Lincoiln, a local company has been
formed to go into the packing business
with. a Eaid up capital of $25,000, Nearly
all of the butchers of the city and fifty
other leading business mmen are among
the stockholders. The capitalization and
manner of organization indicate that this
is. a company formed primarily to supply
its own locality with dressed meat, and

‘that it is in effect a cu-ope:‘atlnF butch-
‘ering establishment. or

This is along the
line of suggestions that have been made
to Nebraskans as a means of getting full
value for their live stock and reasonable
charges for their dressed meat supply.
Probably the Cedar Rapids enterprise will
lead to a fight with the packers in which
the latter will have every advantage ex-
cept the sympathy of the public, and that
lack they do not seem to mind as a rule,
The price of meat iIs likely to go down in
Cedar Rapids to a’ point less than cost,
and the cities that have no such competi-
tion will be called upon to pay the cost
of the war. Should a dozen or two cities
like Cedar Rapids go into the packing
business at the same time, however, it is
likely that such methods of warfare could
not be carried on, and the meat business
would- be reduced to a legitimate com-
petitive hasis, ;

The value of wheat screenings is best
understood by taking some note of what
experiment stations -have done. with it
In the Montana experiment station, where
some  comparative _values were ascer-
tained, it was shown that wheat screen-
ings were the most valuable for feeding to
lambs, while barley proved the most effiv
cient for wethers.

The Belle Fourche Bee says that cattle
interests in the extreme northwestern

art--0f the state have suffered severely
fhese__ st few weeks, The homesteaders
have ‘been fillng upon''and taking up the
best “water locations, along which they
hold their gmall bunches of cattle in pas-
tures,. and the large herds thus cut off
from the usual water locations have suf-
fered severely, with considerable loss. On
account of their wandering in search of
water they are thin and weak and the
loss in spring storms will probably be a
heavy one. This wHl cause a further

withdrawal of the large herds of cattle

from South Dakota unless they can secure
locations on leased lands on Indian res-
ervations,. Many of the large outfits drew
out last fall and sought new locations or
sold thelr cattle in small bunches to the
small .homesteaders, and the few large
outfits which are yet operating will have
to follow those who have gone. before.

Jacob Ziegler, Lincoln, Ill., says in an
exchange: °*1 find from my shipping bills,
which 1 have saved for twenty-hive years,
that the average price received for my
stock in Chicago during that period was
$4.93 per 100 pounds for sheep, $4.86 for
steers and 3$4.85 for hogs. The average
weight was: Sheep, 1263 pounds; steers,
1:354 pounds, and hogs, 218% pounds,
They were all necessarily of good stock
to average those weights.

Witnesses have been summoned in the
Bartlett-Richards land fencing cases in
Nebraska, and the case is_set for trial
Friday, March 11, in the United States
district court. ‘This will be the first of
the land fencing cases brought to trial.

The citizens of Miles City, Mont., are
making great prepargtions for the coming
annual meetinf of the Montana Stock-
growers’' Association, Tuesday, April 19th.
For years Helena has fought to have the
meeting changed to that city, but Miles
City, always popular with the stockmen,
has succeeded in voting down the capital
city. It will not be surprising to see the
question bob up again this year. i

T. A. Schrieber, of Mercer county, N.
D., reports that the severe weather has
worked havoc among stock but that with
good weather from now on, ranch men
will be able to pull through all right.

The loss to the owners of the larger

outfits who are wintering their cattle on
the ranges has already been large, says
the Sturgis (8. D.) Press, and that their
misfortunes will be further increased
there seems no doubt. The cattle drifted
with the late storms from their rangea
into the settlements, where they tarried
for. days without feed and water. The
owners are dolng their utmost to drive
them back to where they can get grass
enough to keep them alive, but many are
so weak that it is doubtful if they can be
btrought back to their feeding grounds.

ranchman shipping from Cokesville, He
savs they have had fine sleighi since
the middle of November. Snow fell early
in the season and has covered the ground
ever since. - It has been impossible to use
the ranges and it has been necessary to
féed ‘everything since the winter set in.
Nothing has suffered, however, as there is
gener a good deal of gnow in this sec-
tion r.mg stockmen prepared for it. Mr.
Nicholls cut 200 tons of alfalfa last sum-
mer and other ranchmen put up amounts
to correspond with the number of cattle
they intended to carry through the win-
ter. The altitude of Cokeville is 6,200
feet.—Omaha Journal-Stockman.
