“I never was guilty of a greater piece of stupidity than when I called
together the Berlin congress. At that time I did not know much more about
politics than the average alderman.

“What I ought to have done was to let England and Russia fight it out.
Mhey are bound to do so sooner or later and ought to have done it years ago.
'You remember the story of the two lions that fell upon each other in the
midst of the forest. The talla alone survived, all the rest went.

“Nothing better could happen to Germany than that Russla and England
engaged in such a lion combat—we can take care of the tail ends. Then
| Burope would have quiet and peace for a long, long while, because the two
greatest sources of danger would be removed. But, as before said, I made
politics like an alderman then.”

Alexieff as Czar's Favorite.

The fact that the czar made a great mistake when clothing Alexieff
with almost royal powers is obvious to all. It will be remembered that
Nicholas himself worked out the instructions for his favorite, endowing
him with greater independence from the central government than a general
ever possessed.

Berlin, March 12.—Professor von Hansemann has created a sensation
by a paper, in which he says that the ‘“fear of cancer is vastly exaggerated"”
and that mediecal authorities might employ their time better than by *“back-
ing up this destructive and dangerous belief.” As the professor is one of
the greatest authorities on cancer in the world, his timely warning contains
e crumb of comfort for many.

“It 18 not true that cancer has enormously, increased either in Europe
or America,” says the professor, “only the statistics regarding this illness are
more complete now than ever before. That cancer victims are increasing
in number is correct, but not by hundreds or thousands. The disease simply
takes its normal course, and is far from being epidemic.

“I deny that cancer is hereditary, there is not a single absolute fact to
prove it. Neither can it be proven that cancer is due to a parasite.,”

most important, since in this, as in
the other Wagner operas, the great
musician depends most largely upon
the orchestra for the effects he seeks
to produce. In addition to the or-
chestral parts preserved, Damrosch
keeps the flnest of the vocal scores,
including the Kundry score and the
flower maiden music. The solo parts
will be sung by excellent vocal ar-
tists of national reputation, and six
selected female volces will sing the
music of the flower maidens.
