SCOTT AND THOMAS 
Tiiey Get Together on Time and Place 

for Eleventh District Convention. 
"•'Sioux City, Iowa, March 12 —A con­

ference between George C. Scott, 
chairman of the republican commit­
tee of the eleventh district, and Con­
gressman Lot Thomas, took place at 
Cherokee. Mr Thomas wanted the 
convention held the latter part of 
April or the first of May, and said 
Cherokee would suit him as the loca­
tion, and Mr. Scott practically acqui­
esced In this. 

There has bene considerable contro­
versy over the speech made last Sat­
urday night by Robert C. Dunn, before 
the Union Veterans' and Sons' league. 
In T h e J o u r n a l Mr. Dunn was 
quoted as saying. "Let the old sol­
dier get drunk. If he can enjoy h im­
self that way, let him do it," with 
other statements along the same line, 
which caused Judge Collins to take 
issue with him. 

Mr. Dunn claimed that the lan­
guage used was quoted from the re­
marks of a judge in Buffalo, and 
some of his friends contend that the 
quotation did him an injustice. The 
others say The Journal report was 
substantially correst. Herewith state­
ments are presented giving both sides.. 

The following statement is made 
by several who disagree with the 
Journal's account: 

"We, the undersigned, who were 
present at the meeting of the Union 
Veterans and Sons league at Alexan­
der's hall in this city on Saturday eve­
ning, March 5, most emphatically deny 
that Mr. Dunn made use of the re­
marks attributed to him by The Min­
neapolis Journal of March 7 We re­
fer especially to the paragraph i n ­
closed in quotation marks, which 
reads as follows 'Let the old soldier 
get drunk. If he can enjoy himself 
that way, let him do it. If he want s 
to spend his pension money that way, 
let him. He has only a few years to 
live, and he might as well enjoy him­
self that way as any other while he 
can.' Mr. Dunn said, in answer to 
the interrogatory, 'Do you believe that 
inmates of the Soldiers' Home are en­
titled to all their pensions. 

"Most emphatically, I do. W h e n 
Hon Jas. A. Peterson introduced a 
bill in the legislature in 1901 requir­
ing the board of trustees of the 
Soldiers' Home to pay to the old 
soldier inmates of the home their full 
pensions, I furnished him all the 
data obtainable in the auditor's of­
fice, and gave him all the assistance 
in m y power in his efforts to pass the 
measure. I know the argument that 
is advanced by those who favor the 
retention of the lu le that the old 
soldier shall receive not to exceed $4 
per month of hl3 pension. I t is 
claimed that some of the old boys 
drink to excess. There may be a few 
who drink to excess, but there is a 
commandant at the home who is paid 
a la ige salary to look after the in­
terests of the inmates, and he should 
see to it that the inmates who are ad­
dicted to the use of intoxicating 
liquors should not receive all of their 
pension money at once, but give it to 
them gradually. But because a few 
inmates of the home may drink to 
excess is no reason why all the in­
mates should be penalized In my 
home town of Princeton there are 
many old soldiers. I know of seventy 
or eighty, and I never knew of but 
two or three who drank to excess. 
The leading citizens, the most influen­
tial, and most prosperous business 
men of my home town of Princeton 
are old soldiers " 

Mr Dunn then related the story of 
the Buffalo judge, who when an old 
soldier was brought before him on a 
charge of drunkenness, discharged 
him and told him that he had earned 
the right to get drunk if he saw fit 
Mr Dunn further stated that he did 
not be l ie \e in intemperance, and made 
no apologv for it Mr Dunn also 
showed that for every dollar of pen­
sion money taken from the old sol­
dier the United States government 
subtracted fifty cents from the amount 
allowed for the support of the home. 
In other words, that the state did not 
save the $14,000 of pension money re­
tained last year, but only $7,000. B y 
no stretch of language could Mr. 
Dunn's remarks be construed as favoi -
ing intemperance. 

"The foregoing is a fair statement 
of what was said by Mr Dunn on this 
subject on that occasion.

JUDGE DICKINSON SO DECLARES 
REGARDING H E N N E P I N AV.

ROOSEVELT CLUB PLAYERS GrVE 
THEIR FIRST PERFORMANCE. 

H e Imposes Heavy Penalt ies .On 
Abandoned W o m e n Arrested There 
and Orders Them to See*: More Ap­
propriate Surroundings^—Police Will 
Act "On Complaint." 

"While I do not wish to discourage 
the ladies of the Improvement league 
in their laudable efforts to secure good 
water for the school children, I think 
that their efforts are misdirected," 
said Health Commisisoner P. M. Hall 
this morning. "It would serve no pur­
pose whatever to supply spring water 
to the school children of Minneapolis, 
even if it could be done for 16 cents 
instead of $16,000, tho this latter sum 
should be no bar if it would accom­
plish the arood that the league hopes 
for. 

"Generally speaking, a pupil takes 
one drink at school to ten at home or 
away from school. Probably less than 
10 per cent of the school children get 
spring water at their homes, the oth­
ers drinking well or river waters. If 
either of these is contaminated the 
pupil is in a danger from which the 
spring water at school would not prove 
the slightest relief. Therefore, to 
spend any sum of money for the pur­
pose of giving any of the schools 
spring water is a waste of public 
funds. 

"The improvement league and every 
organization in the city should join 
hands to obtain a good safe drinking 
water for every one in the eity. The 
health officials do not hesitate to 
recommend reservoir water. That it 
i s safe has been shown by a large 
number of chemical and bacteriologic­
al tests. How long this condition will 
remain cannot be predicted. Some 
system of purifying should be installed 
at the reservoir without delay. 

"But, first of all, the citizens of Min­
neapolis should take such steps as 
would make it impossible to pump an­
other drop of water from either of the 
two pumping stations at the falls, into 
the water system of the city. It 
means death to some one and perhaps 
to many. 

If it is absolutely necessary to 
make use of the lower pumps let them 
be moved to Camden Place. I am 
informed that there is plenty of room 
there, and at Camden Place they can 
pump river water instead of sewage, 
which is all that can be obtained at 
the East or West Side stations." 

It is now up to the police to "clean 
up" Hennepin avenue. 

Judge H. D. Dickinson in municipal 
court this morning said that the court 
would not tolerate houses of i l l-fame 
on that thorofare and refused to con­
cede the claims made by the police 
that "Hennepin avenue has been given 
over to resorts so many years as prac­
tically to be a part of the district." 
He gave Cora Cameron, proprietor at 
251 Hennepin avenue, a straight 
workhouse sentence of sixty days with 
a stay until Monday to allow her to 
remove her furniture. He further 
expressed his intention of dealing in 
like manner with the keepers of other 
resorts on that street when brought 
into police court. 

Police Superintendent Conroy ex­
pressed gratification at the court's ac­
tion. He said that while he did not 
expect to begin any crusade, the places 
would be raided on complaint which 
seemed devoid of spite 

There was a rumor in police circles 
that the Home Protective league is in­
vestigating conditions on Hennepin 
avenue and the piecedent established 
by the court this morning gives them 
an excellent opening for ridding Hen­
nepin avenue of its resorts. This news 
has caused a commotion among the 
resort keepers and an exodus is ex­
pected at any time. 

The Cameron woman's-place, which 
has been conducted by various women 
for the last fifteen years, was raided 
last night by the police. Beside the 
Cameron woman, Bessie Boyd, Lucre-
tla Keating, Maud O'Brien, Rose 
Baker and Sylvia Holbrook were 
found in the place. Sylvia Holbrook 
was fined $50 and the others $10 each. 

In passing sentence Judge Dickinson 
said that the inmates were o u t of their 
proper district, and if brought before 
him again charged with being found 
in a house of ill fame outside the 
"red light district," straight sentences 
would be given.

Petitions for pure water for the 
public schools are being more and 
more widely circulated. The women 
of the pure water committee of the 
Improvement league have enlisted 
leading business men to push the peti­
tions in the large office buildings and 
they a i e being signed by large num­
bers. The committee expects to. make 
an impressive showing before the 
board of education. 

An open letter has been obtained by 
the committee from Health Commis­
sioner P. M. Hall, which expresses the 
desire which is general for pure water 
for the entire city. I t reads 

"Chemical analyses of water from 
the north station, from the reservoir, 
from wagons delivering Glenwood and 
Indian Medical Spring waters taken 
Maich 10, 1904, are before me. These 
show if they show anything that they 
are all safe waters for drinking pur­
poses 

"We are all equally desirous of se­
curing a safe water not only for our 
children at the schools but for the 
whole population, and I a m heartily m 
accord with any movement to secuie 
a safe water for any and all of our cit­
izens Get as good water as is possi­
ble for the present emergency, until 
we can have positive assurance that 
the t w o lower pumping stations will 
never be used again. When all of our 
city water comes from the upper s t a ­
tions we will be getting a safe water 
not only for our children a t the 
schools but for all of our people."—P. 
M. Hall, Commissioner of Health."
