BOY SAYS HIS MOTHER'S NEED
PROMPTED THE DEED.

The Forgery Is Detected and the Lad,
After a Serious Session With the
Police Superintendent, Is Allowed to
Go Free.

With his mother In destitute cir-
cumstances, a l2-year-old boy, giving
his name as Paul Smith, forged a
check for $7 yesterday and tried to
pass it at a department store. The
cashier suspected that all was not
right, and told him to wait until the
return of the manager, who would
have to sign it before it could be
cashed. The boy walited, and in the
meantime the cashier sent to police
headquarters forr Detective John Mor-
rissey.  An investigation showed that
the check was a clumsy forgery, and
Smith was taken to Police Superin-
tendent Conroy to explain matters.

In his talk with the superintendent
he said that he and his mother were
entirely without provisions and he had
tried to get work to help along.” He
knew how to write a check, and as a
last resort he had made one for .a
small sum, hoping to have it cashed
and tell his mother that he had found
the money. He stoutly maintained
that his mother knew nothing about
his actions, and begged the chief not
to tell her or to have him arrested.

After promiging to refrain’ from
such means of obtalning money, he
was allowed to go, as his story was
told in a straightforward manner, and
he seemed truly repentent.

WINTER MILK
RATE IN SUMMER

Association Proposes to Maintain
—Members Say War Keeps
Feed Up.

Having formed an association repre-
senting a large majority of the busi-
ness, Minneapolis milk. men last even-
ing decided not to make the usual
summer reduction in the price of milk.

The retail price thru the winter has
been six cents a quart for milk and
six cents a  half-pint for cream.
Usually the price in summer is five
cents a quart for milk and flve cents
a half-pint for cream. The differ-
ence !s shaded somewhat where con-
sumers buy tickets in gquantities.

The milkmen say that the winter
prices will be maintalined this summer
because of the high price of labor and
feed, the price of feed being up on
account of the war in the far east.

A careful inquiry among the feed
men fails to show that there is ground
for the assertion that feed is up. The
feed men say that the war has had
practically no effect. on the price of
feed.

MAY GET EXTENSION

Inmates of Maln Street Resorts Don’t
Want to Move April 1.

Altho the order to ‘“‘move out” April 1
still stands, the inmates of the houses of
fll-fame on Main street near Central ave-
nue are begging hard for an extension of
the time.

FRON THE HOME
~OF THE BULB

MR. VAN-ZONNEVELD TALKS OF
HOLLAND'S GREAT INDUSTRY.

Dutch Have Little Fear of American
Competition — Bulb - Growing Re-
quires Patience, Which Americans
Have ‘Not and the Dutch Have.

]

Mr. Van Zommeveld of the Sassen-
heim, Holland, bulb firm of Van
Zonneveld Brothers & Philippo, is in
Minneapolis to-day. He is selling the
next crop of bulbs, tuiins, hyacinths,
crocuses, narcissi, daffodtls and flower-
ing azalias. Minneapolis is8 a good
American market for bulbs,

So long as Amerlcans show the ten-
dency to do things in a rush, Holland
has. little to fear from the competi-
tion of American grown bulbs. Mr.
Van Zonneveld feels that his trade is
safe, because, while America wants
the flowers which spring from the
bulbs, they haven't the patience to be-
gin at the bottom, and patience is
absolutely necessary to bulb growing.
Patience is something the Hollanders
have in large quantities.

In Holland the bulbs are lifted sev-
eral times; that is, taken up and re-
.planted before the bulb has the
strength to mature, or is fit for mar-
ket. In Sassenheim, the traveler can
go for miles and see a continuous
acreage of flowers in bloom, not one
flower taller than another. If there is
a lack of evenness in bloom anywhere,
the offending plant is torn out. - Such
a sight must be seen to be appre-
ciated, says Mr. Van Zonneveld. Col-
ors alike are bunched together, which
makes great patches of solid shades
alternating.

On this company’s bulb farm all
the work is done by little steamboats
instead of by horse and wagon. The
fertilizer is carried from the boats
on wheelbarrows. When the work-
men want to reach a remote part of
the farm, they dig a new canal and
run .the boats in.

-Bulbe are loaded in these small
boats and taken to the bulb house,
and when a supply has accumulated
they are sent In ship loads to all
parts - of the world and then in ecar
loads to the distributing points. The
American distributing points are New
York and Chicago.

In Holland no one has an automo-
bile, says Mr. Van Zonneveld, but
everybody runs his little steamboat.

SITUATION IS HOPEFUL

AVERTING STRIKE BETWEEN
LITHOGRAPHERS AND THEIR
EMPLOYERS. 5

Telegraph lines are being used with
an unwonted freedom to-day, all over
the country, in an endeavor to settle
the differences existing between the
employing lithographers and the
Lithographers’ union. This morning
the situation looked more hopeful, but
to-morrow there may not be a big
lithographing shop in the country
open, or peace may be declared for a
year.

" Minneapolis lithographers are fol-
lowing the trouble closely, as all are
involved. . Locally there is a hope that
the national organizations will “get
together.” The trouble, it is said,
grew out of the neglect of the national
president of the Lithographers’ union
to transmit to all subordinate unions
the terms of the tentative agreement
of a year ago, to the effect that all
troubles between operatives and their
employers should be s&ttled by arbi-
tration. When the time came to make
sontracts for the coming year, the
unions were not aware of the nature
of the agreement.

The arbitration clause of the agree-
ment is being telegraphed to every
union in the United States this morn-
ing. The Minneapolis union is on rec-
ord as favoring the arbitration of all
disputes, and it is thought that the
unions of the country will take such
action. The question of apprentices
also will be settled.

The matters in dispute will be set-
tled one way or the other in New York
to-day. Minneapolis employers and
employees: declare that they will be
governed by the actions of the heads
of their organizations.

CONSUMPTIVES’ CODE

Prepared by Health Commissioner and
Dr. Corbett. .

Health Commissioner P.' M. Hall,
with the assistance of Dr. J. Frank
Corbett, city bacteriologist, has pre-
pared a code of instructions for con-
sumptives and persons who live with
them.
