Action 
was said to have been generally fa­
vorable and everything is being- done 
to promote another contest between 
the honored knight and his fellow 
yachtsmen on this side. Secretary Cor­
mack said that none of the corre­
spondence between the N. Y. Y. C. 
and Sir Thomas would be made pub­
lic until a definite arrangement had 
been made.
