BAY PEOPLE

ST, LOUIS TRAINS NOW RUN BE-
YOND EXCELSIOR STATION.

They Are Dubbed “The Beach Spe-
clals” Because of the Influence of
0. E. Beach in Securing the Service
—Pavilion at Bay to Be leht;d.

The lake residents living between
Excelsior and Tonka Bay have at last
received a concession from the Minne-
apolis & St. Louis rallroad, and they
no longer have to trudge thru snow
and slush from their homes to Excel-
sior In order to get into Minneapolis.
in the morning and to their homes in
the evening. The train .leaving Min-
neapolis at 6:156 p. m. goes thru to
Tonka Bay, and the one leaving Ex-
celsior at 7:20 a. m. backs up to Tonka
Bay, leaving there at 7:10 a. m. The
new service began to-day.

The residents of Wildhurst, Tonka
Bay, Manitou and stations beyond
Excelsior have made a determined
fight thruout the winter to have train
service. Finally the gquestion was
taken before the state railroad com-
mission and an extended hearing
given with the result that the com-
mission ordered the rallroad to grant
the service desired. :

The railroad sald that it was dan-
gerous to back up to Tonka Bay, that
the patronage would not warrant the
extra service, and that the orders of
the commisgsion would not be obeyed
until a compliahce was ordered by
the courts. None of the Interested
residents felt llke standing the ex-
pense of carrying the matter into the
courts and they continued to foot it
to and from Excelsior, a distance of
four or five miles, twice a day.
