CUT OF CONTRACTORS REDUCED
ABOUT 20 PER CENT.

one Hundred Thousand Cords Will Be
the Limit—Cars Are Still Scarce,
and the Situation, Altho Improved,
Is Not Satisfactory—Cut of Ties in
Duluth District Heavier Than Ever
Before.

Duluth, Minn., March 21,—The embargo
that has been put upon pulpwood ship-
ments by the recelving roads has been
lifted and pulpwood contractors are once

more dolng business, The cut for the
winter has been reduced, however,
about 20 per cent, and where they

figured on getting out at least 125,000

will be the limit. This Is an enormous
amount and is considered far above what
can be sold the following vear. Cars for
the handling of this class of wood are
still scarce, and it would be possible in a
few days, probably within twenty-four
hours, to load from 3,000 to 4,000 cars if
they could be placed.

The only sale of Importance last week,
#0 far as has bee nanounced,was of about
1,260,000 feet of dry stock, thick lumber,
by the Lesure Lumber company, to bhe
shipped by water at the opening of navi-
gatlon. Prices remain unchanged, and the
inquiry s falrly good.

The cut of tles in this district is far
above any preceding season, and con-
serviatlve estimates of the total put it at
rot less than 2,000,000 tles. Of ‘these
about 600,000 are to come out of the Du-
luth & Northern Minnesota road, and are
already cut along its lines. Alger, Smith
& Co. are the heavlest tie men there, but
Jobbers, contractors and small operators
are very busy,

On the Cloquet river there will be an
enormous quantity, possibly about 1,000,-
000 tles, which will come down with the
drives, while the remalnder are on other
roads and along the north shore of the
lake. Tt ig stated also, that not less than
500,000 ties are being cut on the north
shore to go out by lake directly east-
T\'tl'll'(il!. and that will not enter this district
at all,

IN THE WESI

McLEAN OF PASSAIC, N. J, TO
TAKE HOLD. -

New Machinery for Cleaning the Flax
Will Make the Straw Grown in
Minnesota and the Dakotas of Value
—Experiments at Two Mills Indi-
cate that a Stable Industry Can Be
Established.

Madison, Wis.,, March 21.—Andrew Mc-
Lean of Passalc, N. J., the millionaire who
is at the head of the linen manufacturing
industry of the eastern states, has ac-
quired ownershlp of new patents for the
spinning of flax, besides landed interests
in the Dakotas, Jowa, Minnesota and Wis-
conein, which promlise to revolutionize and
rejuvenate the flax-raising interests of the
northwest, as well as fix the establishment
of a new and stable industry—linen manu-
facture. i

Experiments recently conducted at two
mills at St. Paul Park and one at Albany,
this state, have clearly demonstrated that
the hitherto supposed worthless flax fiber
of western growth is wvaluable and that
linen fabrics can be manufactured else-
where than in the New England states.

New machinery has been Invented for
cleaning the flax. The raw material used
in the eastern mills was exclusively of
Russlan growth. The western flax was
considered useless and the freight  rates
on the imported flax were such as to favor
the manufacture of linen near the sea-
board.

With new methods and machinery, the
influences of the war in the far east and
the western movement of the center of
American population, the linen manufac-
ture has become a surety for the west.

M. D. Miller of St. Pgul is in charge of
fhe Albany mill, the stock of which is di-
vided between him and Mr. McLean and
Ralph W. Jackman of this city. MecLean's
companies also hold controlling Interests
in the Bt. Paul Park mills. Mr. Jackman
says:

“Flax is raised now for the seed alone,
and the remainder of the plant is worth-
less. The operation of the linen mills will
make the straw worth money, for we will
use all-we can get in our mills.”

Jute rugs, twine, crash toweling and
coarse linen fabrics will be manufactured.

LEGISLATURE ASKS FOR STATE-
MENT OF UNEXPENDED FUNDS.

$160,000 Alleged to Be on Hand May
Be Used as an Offset Against the
Million-Dollar Appropriation Asked
for by the Board—Appropriations
Will Delay the . Adjournment to
April 15 or Later.

Des Molnes, Jowa, March 21.—A legis-
lative sensatlon was sprung by a demand
being made on the state board of control
to give the general assembly a detailed
statement of the unexpended funds which
remaln in its posession. A resolution of-
fered by Representative Buchanan of
‘Wapello, allleges that $160,000 in funds re-
main in the hands of - the board unex-
pended, .and it'ls proposed to use this as
an offset against the milllon dollar appro-
priation asked for by the board of this
assembly.

The resolution requiring the board to
report by March 22 passed unanimously.
There is no charge of misuse of funds,
but the assembly wants to know more
about them.

The question of appropriations is still
the most important mattér under consid-
eration,” adjournment of the session de-
pending entirely upon the disposition of
these matters. Joint resolutions are be-
fore each house proposing final adjoura=
ment April 2, but as it has been agreed
that the final repgrt of the jolnt commit-
tee on appropriations Is not to be made
before that date, it will be impossible to
complete the work before April 16.

Approprilations Scaled Down.
