DITCH BIDS TOO HIGH

Creek Offers Away Over the
Estimates.

Resldents of Edina and Bloomington
townships are considerably worrled over
the fuect that bids for digging the Nine-
Mile creek drainage ditch are so far above
the county engineer's estlmate that they
cannot be accepted. New bids have been
advertised for, but the. contractors say
that they cannot do the work for $9,000,
the officia] estimate, and there may not
be any ditch after all.

The propos=ed drainage canal, which is to
bs an opening up and a straightening of
Nina-Mile creek, will be about six miles

Nine-Mile

long, running in a southeasterly direction
from the southern part of Edina to the
Bloomington postoffice. It will drain in all
about 5,000 acres, of which about &00
acres {s meadow now useless on account
of the water. The cost will be taxed to
abutting property, and according to Coun-
ty Engineer Cooley’s estimate will amount
to about $15 an acre on the meadow
land. This tax will be spread over a pe-
riod of ten years. The lowest of the re-
jected bids was $12,600, but it s believed
that the new advertisement will result in
more reasonable figures,

Said the lecturer: *“‘The gospel of St.
Francis was not a new gospel, but the
gospel anew. He saw life in its ultimate
aspects, a vision given steadily to but few
and they become the moral leaders of the
world and thru the force of their adher-
ence to a higher life draw others of duller
vision to a higher plane of living.

Washington
county now has thirty-six routes, ten of
the number having their starting point at
Btillwater., Mower county has thirty-one,
and several southern Minnesota countles
are 30 covered with a network of routes
that there Is scarcely a farmer who is not
given the convenlence of a dalily delivery
of mail at his door,

HAY TO BE INSPECTED

Harry L. Elllott Appointed Inspector by
Dealers.

Harry L. Elliott has been selected as
officlal hay inspector by the local hay
dealers and it is expected that the ap-
pointment will be confirmed by the Na-
tional Hay assoclation in a few days. Mr.
Elliott's principal duty will be to secure
samples of hay from each carload brought
to this city and to display . them care-
fully labeled where the members of the
association may inspect them. Headquar-
ters for the hay trade will be established
on the ground floor of the old Chamber
of Commerce building. The establishment
of this Inspection will be of great advan-
tage to the members of the assoclatlon, as
it will give them the use of several hours
which are now daily consumed In traveling
from one railroad yard to the other to ex-
amine incoming hay. .
