FIFTY YEARS OF MARRIED LIFE 

Millions of Fee t of P i n e on the Great 
Tract Will B e Advertised and Sold 
to the Highest Bidder—Cost of the 
Government Estimating, Which the 
Indians Must Pay, Was Almost 
$70,000. 

Duluth, Minn., April 2 —One mill­
ion four hundred thousand acres of 
land have been added to the acreage 
subject to the homestead laws in Min­
nesota. 

This represents the work that has 
just been completed by E. L. War­
ren, chief government examiner, who 
has been acting under the Morris law. 
His crew of men carefully went over 
and reported on each separate forty 
of 1,633.988 acres of land, including 
232,760 acres held as forest reserve. 

The timber on these lands amounts 
to several hundred million feet. As 
soon as the necessary arrangements 
can be perfected and the six months' 
advertisement given the pine will be 
disposed of to the highest bidder. The 
cost of the estimating, which was 
borne by the Indians, was $69,386. 

Postmaster KI»-by Thomas of Super­
ior whose bondsmen were liable for 
the $13 000 which was stolen from his 
office several months ago, has received 
word from Congressman Jenkins that 
a bill of reimbursement in that sum 
has passed both houses and is in the 
hands of the president. 

DOWN TIMBER TO B E LOGGED 

Scott Will Advertise for Bids by Con­
sent of Government. 

CASS LAKE, MINN.—While he 
was at Washington the past winter, 
Major Scott, acting Indian agent, con­
vinced the officials that it would be 
of immense benefit to the Indians of 
the Red Lake reservation to have a 
large tract of blown-down timber on 
that reserve logged as soon as possi­
ble, and his suggestion that he be al­
lowed to advertise for bids was acted 
upon and orders have but recently 
been issued to him to let contracts 
to bidders and provide the necessary 
rules for the cutting. 

The timber was blown down during 
a heavy storm last November. It is 
near Cross lake, on the diminished 
Red Lake reservation, and most of 
the pine was uprooted and is not in 
bad condition. There is both Nor­
way and white pine, and it is esti­
mated at fully 25,000,000 feet. Major 
Scott advertises for bids at not less 
than $4 a thousand for Norway and 
$5 for white, the bids to close on 
May 10.
