0'Sullivan's 

No formal vote was reached on the 
cross-town trolley line proposition before 
the council' special railroad committee 
yesterday afternoon, but it was plain that 
a majority of the committee favors the 
Lake street route, and the opponents of 
the plan admit that they have no hopes 
from the council this evening. 

City Attorney Frank Healy was directed 
to prepare such motions and resolutions 
and ordinances as may be required to val­
idate the arrangements between the street 
railway company and the city council. 
One of the conditions, imposed a t the 
suggestion of Alderman F . M. Powers, 
provides for the transfer to the city of 
a thirty-three-foot strip in the center of 
Thirty-first street from Nicollet avenue 
to Calhoun boulevard. Alderman H. G. 
McLaskey proposed a clause providing for 
a fifteen-minute service on the new line 
and for a system of double transfers, 
so that people in the southern part of 
the city could reach Minnehaha or Lake 
Harriet by the new line without going 
down town. 

The committee met again this afternoon 
to consider the various measures drafted 
by the city attorney. ' 

Citizens Present In Force. 

About two hundred citizens, the larger 
number being from the eighth ward, a t ­
tended the committee meeting yesterday., 
The proceedings were characterized by the 
most acrimonious debate and personal bit­
terness, the aldermen, the street railway 
company and the members of the Minne­
apolis Real Estate board being often cen­
sured in unmeasured terms. 

The debate was opened by T. J. Ja,nney, 
who said that the real estate dealers fav­
ored the plan of the company, as it in­
creased the value of property, not only 
on Lake street, but in the whole south­
ern part of the city. Representative W. 
I. Nolan declared that the Lake street 
route was mostly opposed by automobil-
Ists, of whom there were but a few in the 
seventh ward. The residents of that ward 
wanted the car lino on Lake street. 

F. A. Mannen spoke of the advantages 
of a fine driveway which Lake street had 
become. It was the only drive between 
Minneapolis and St. Paul not occupied by 
railway tracks and was destined to be­
come more popular with time. It was 
unjust to take from the people this source 
of pleasure on which so much money had 
been expended. C. C. Joslyn said that 
there had been agitation for a cross-town 
line for fifteen years. I t had been ig­
nored by the street railway company, 
which suddenly sought to lobby a scheme 
thru the council without the knowledge 
of the people. 

Arguments Pro and Con. 
One speaker intimated that the sudden 

conversion of the street railway company 
was due to the appearance of a rural 
trolley line company which would seek 
entrance to the city and the comany was 
resorting to its usual tactics. of gobbling 
up all the principal streets. • -., 
•.Anqtjaer*r speaker raairitalhea'That t he 

interurbatt,vUne to St. Paul along Lake 
street would: never be built as sanction 
could not be obtained in Sti. Paul. 

Erland L.ind stated that if the Lake 
street line was built, forty acres near 
Lake street and Forty-second avenue S 
would be donated to Gustavus Adolphus 
college. R. D. Cone argued that Thirty-
first street could be made into as fine a 
drive-way as Lake street. 

F. B. Lathrop made one of the most 
strenuous talks of the meeting, declaring 
the general proposition an outrage to own­
ers of the property on Lake street, which 
was never a business street. Any one 
who believed that the line would benefit 
their street was simply crazy. 

The Lake street line was defended by 
H. G. Darrow, F. C. Griswold, Frank W. 
Powers, "Walter Badger and opposed by 
W. S. Herbert, H. A. Chamberlain, J. \V. 
Fitzgerald and L. T. Lincoln and others. 

A protest from sixty owners of property 
on Thirty-flr3t street against an inter-
urban line on that street was presented. 
The petitioners did not urge the Lake 
street route, however. 

Conditions on Thirty-first Street. 
Toward the close of the meefing General 

Manager W. J. HJeld of the street railway 
company explained why an interurban 
line was impossible on Thirty-first street. 
He said that thorofare was too narrow 
east of Nicollet avenue. Lake street a l ­
ready had a 40-foot roadway and if the 
side boulevard was abandoned could be 
widened to fifty-two feet. This would 
leave eighteen feet on each side of the car 
lines, which should be sufficient for any 
sort of traffic. 

Mr. Hield further explained tha t it was 
the intention to build to St. Paul as soon 
a3 possible, for while a cross-town line 
would be a convenience to the street rail­
way patrons it would not bring any 
profits. A suit to dispose of some legal im­
pediments imposed by the St. Paul char­
ter was even now in the courts. A de­
cision was expected within a few months 
and until that time no work could be done 
in St. Paul. The request for a double 
transfer system, the deeding of its right 
of way in Thirty-first street was willingly 
conceded.

Last Year's Schedule Will Be In Effect 
* This Year. 

Unless all signs fail, the ice dealers' a s ­
sociation will maintain the prices which 
obtained last season and will try to have 
enough influence with the weather de­
partment to make up, in part, for the dis­
astrous season of 1902. 

The schedule which went into effect May 
1 of last year and which was pretty gen­
erally adhered to by the local ice dealers, 
was practically a general advance in 
prices because it put a stop to the cus­
tom of delivering all the ice demanded, 
and introduced a strict weight system. 

The rates made for last year and which 
will be used this year are $2.50 a month 
for the inside delivery of twenty-five 
pounds daily, and $2 for the same quan­
tities left outside, with special prices for 
large consumers. As the companies are 
paying .the same union wages to the union 
men employed by them they see no reason 
for reducing the price. 

Owing to the excellent weather during 
the winter, the ice harvested for this sea­
son is of the best quality and' there Is 
plenty of it.

COLLECTING BOUNTY 

Much Red t a p e Connected With It In New*

I t takes quite a bit of red tape to se­

cure bounty for wild animals killed in 
Jersey,. Sauire Asa Jones of.Flemington 
lost- considerable time the other day in 
performing his official duties in the dis­
position of a- claim for bounty presented-
to him by Rollin Yard, of CherryviUe, 
Yard, accompanied: by A. L. Sanders and 
another gentleman, took a large gray fox 
to the squire's office and in answer to the 
questions of the officer of the.,law stated 
that he had .shot and killed the animal 
on the farm of George Probasco,. near 
Cherryville, on Saturday, Feb. 27. Then 
the justice wrote the name of A. L. Sand ' 
ers on his memorandum sheet, jotted 
down some facts required by law and 

then went in search of a big pair of scis­
sors, a lot of old paper and a match. Se­
curing these, Mr. Jones, with a display of 
authority, ordered the fox taken to an 
alley and there, in the presence of Mr. 
Sanders, who had been chosen as the legal 
witness, and a dozen men and boys, the 
official cut off' the fox's ears, wrapped 
them in the old paper and cremated them. 
Then Mr. Jones returned to his office, 
where lie gave out the information tha t 
the necessary legal document for presen­
tat ion to the. board of freeholders would 
be ready for Mr. Yard in a couple of days. 
The document will' enable the young man 
to draw.$3 from the'county treasury. Mr. 
Jones will receive from the county 25 
cents for his service. The man who shoots 
a fox has the privilege of selling it. One 
man, remarked the Justice, recently sold 
the pelt of a red fox killed near Cherry­
ville for $3. 

'THE OMNIBUS" 

With It Santos-Dumont Hopes to Pop-
^ ularlze Aerial Navigation. 

: * r My Airships.-'• --'•* •;-'" 
The third of the new airships is my "No. 

10," which has been called "The Omni­
bus." I ts gas,capacity of nearly^ 8,000 cubic 
feet makes its balloon greater in size and 
lifting power than even the racing "No. 
7"; and should I, indeed* desire a t any 
time to shift tt to th& latter*s keel, ail 
furnished with the racing motor and ma­
chinery. I might combine a very swift air­
craft, capable, of carrying myself, several 
aids, a large supply of both petroleum and 
ballast, not to speak of war munitions. 

The prime purpose of my "No. 10," how­
ever, is well indicated in its name, "The 
Omnibus." I ts keel, or rather keels, as I 
have fashioned them, is double. That is to 
say, hanging underneath its usual keel, 

In which my basket Is situated, there is a 
passenger keel that holds similar bas­
kets and a smaller one for my aid. Each 
passenger basket is large enough to carry 
four passengers, and it is to carry such, 
passengers that "The Omnibus" has been 
constructed. 

Indeed, after mature reflection, its' 
seemed to me tha t this must be the most 
practical and rapid way to popularize;̂  
aerial navigation. In my other airshtpsj 
I have shown that it is possible to mount { 
and travel thru the air on a prescribed -
course with ho greater danger than onefj 
risks in any racing automobile. In " T h a i 
Omnibus" I shall demonstrate to the. , 
world tha t there are very many men artd " 
women possessed of sufficient confidence 
in the aerial idea to mount with me as 
passengers in the first of the air omnibuses; 
of the future.
