m o s t of h e r life. 
Mrs . H a n s c o m was a sis ter of J o h n 

Clark, for s ixteen yea r s chief of po ­
lice in St. P a u l . In ear ly days she 
w a s identified wi th w o m a n ' s w o r k in 
t h e s ta te . She was a c h a r t e r m e m ­
b e r of t h e Order of E a s t e r n Star of 
Minnesota . Twenty- four yea r s ago 
she left Minneapol is and res ided a t 
Ojata , N. D., a n d m o r e recent ly a t 
G r a n d P o r k s . 

Unt i l t o -day Mrs . Hanscom, t ho 70, 
w a s in a p p a r e n t l y good hea l th . She 
wa lked into t h e room of a daugh te r , 
Mrs . Guile, and fell on the th resho ld . 
The only words she spoke were* 
" P r a y for m e . " In w a r t imes Mrs . 
H a n s c o m led a san i ta ry ^commission 
w o r k in Minnesota and w a s identified 
wi th m a n y o ther works of re form. 
A sister, Mrs. Wil l iam McKins te r of 
Anoka , is on h e r way he re to a t t end 
t h e funera l to -mor row.
