JOS. WISE GONE;
TRAGEDY FEARED

BELIEVED TO HAVE BEEN MUR-
DERED NEAR FRIDLEY.

He Was Last Seen April 8, When He
Was Returning from a Drive to
Anoka—Suspicion Aroused by His
Companion’s Protestations of Inno-
cence,

Joseph Wise of 528 Seventh avenue
N, brother of Willlam Wise, the Ano-
ka farmer who was seriously wounded
and whose wife was .killed by shots
fired thru the window four years ago,
is supposed to have been murdered
Friday night, April 8, near Fridley,
and his body concealed. Local detec-
tives, working on the case, announced
to-day that the woman last seen with
‘Wise will probably be under arrest be-
fore midnight.

On the morning of April 8, Wise
hired a rig of J. 8. Johnson, a livery-
man at 729 Washington avenue N,
and, with an unknown woman, went
to Anoka to visit his brother, who is
in a hospital. He left Anoka late in
the afternoon for the return trip, and
when near Fridley he stopped at a
wayside saloon. Both entered the place
and, after taking several drinks, began
to quarrel over a $10 bill. Two farm
hands interfered. The woman asked
their protection and they escorted her
to a Central avenue car, which she
took for Minneapolis.

Wise followed the party. He had
taken off hls coat and hat and left
them in the saloon. From that time
nothing has been heard from him. The
rig was left in front of the saloon and
was claimed the next day by Johnson.
Nothing was thought of the matter
until the woman’s actions aroused sus-
pleion.

Letter Arouses Suspicion.

Yesterday John Meagher of Meagh-
er Brothers, wood and coal merchants,
at Sixth avenue N and Fifth street,
received a letter from the woman,
saying that she had left Wise at the
saloon and that he was all right. In-
asmuch as no alarm had been felt
over Wise's absence, the letter aroused
suspicions.

The police believe that Wise: fol-
lowed the woman and the two farm
hands, and that, when he overtook
them, a fight occurred in which he
was killed. The body, they believe,
was hidden away and the ‘matter
hushed up. The woman’'s conscience,
however, caused her to wrlte in the
hope that an investigation would® ex-
onerate her..

Wise's employers speak of him in
the highest terms. He had worked
for them for four years, and was in-

dustrious. He was about 40 years
of age.

They explain fur-
ther that the warm weather caught
the milk trade in the country unpre-
pared to handle milk and cream, and
the city suffered as a result. By to-
morrow it is announced that there will
be sufficient cream to drown every
strawberry ‘this side of St. Paul.

NISS BYORUM IS DEAD

SMALLPOX, WHICH SHE CAUGHT
FROM HER BROTHER, PROVES
FATAL—SEVENTH SOUTH SIDE
VICTIM.

Miss Lillian Byorum of 1522 East

Franklin avenue is the, seventh victim
of the smallpox infection in South

Minneapolis. Three days ago sus-
picious blotches appeared on her
hand. Two physicians would not say

that it was smallpox, but Health Com-
missioner P, M. Hall announced that
she had the disease in the same rare
but deadly form as her brother, the
late Willlam L. Byorum. She was
doomed from the first,

Miss Byorum was a stenographer in
the employ of the Slocum-Berggren
company. TUnder ordinary circum-
stances her funeral would have been
an unusually large one, as she was ex-
ceedingly popular, but the burial cere-
monies were necessarily private and
hastily arranged, being held last even-
ing at 5:30. The burial was in the
family lot at Layman's cemetery.

Dr. Joseph Ridgway, who attended
Emmet McLeod at the Beaumont ho-
tel, has been taken to the quarantine
hospital, having shown symptoms of
smallpox. He has the disease in a
mild form and his recovery is confi-
dently expected.
