GITY BEAUTIFUL

RAPID STRIDES IN THAT DIREC-
TION THIS SPRING.

Improvement the. Order of the Hour
in All Residence Sections of the City
—Changes Made on Mount Curve
Avenue Typical of What Is Being
Done. :

-Regeneration of Minneapolis, the
replacing of old homes and the beau--
tifying of neighborhoods with fine new
residences, is going on rapidly in the
best parts of the city.

The -influence of new houses built
on large grounds is shown no better
than on Mount Curve avenue between
Fremont and Humboldt. On the
north side of the street were some
old houses, in their day considered
very handsome, but which had out-
lived their good, looks and had be-
come an eyesore to the high ridge
which overlooks the Green's addl-
tions and the new Lowry park. These
have been removed to make room for
the McDonald and C. J. Martin homes
which are to be built this spring.
Another old mansion which had a
leaning tower appearance has been
jacked level and has been ‘fixed up”
as a handsome structure.

These improvements are already
having a tonic effect on the entire
district and serve to do away with
the reproach of age and decay to the

- | neighborhood.

Similar processes are going on in
widely scattered parts of Minneapolis
and the whole city has an appearance
of convalescence from the illness of
post-boom days. The general paint-
ing, repairing, overhauling and the
additions of bay windows and porches
to old houses does away with the fre-
quent reference which strangers have
made in the past to the ‘run down
look” of certaln streets.

Filling in hitherto vacant sections
is proceeding rapidly, too. This is
noticeable in the Blaisdell addition,
where for yvears the old farm land lay
vacant between the business streets
and the residences around Twenty-
sixth street. On the other side of
Nicollet the Pettibone cow pasture ls
being covered with some fine houses.
Minneapolls has been credited with
magnificent distances between Iinhab-
ited lots, but these are now filling up.
