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BJORNSON BAUTA : 
UNVEILED TO-DAY 

Eight Thousand Attend Celebra­
tion at Fargo in Honor of 

I . Great Norwegian.

Faygo, N. D., May 17.—Thousands 

of -visitors, representing the highest 
type of the sturdy Norsk emigrants 
from the Land of the Midnight Sun, 
gathered in Fargo to-day to partici­
pate in a dual celebration. The In­
dependence Day of their nation was 
being observed as is the custom of the 
patriotic descendants of the Vikings, 
and there was added interest because 
of the dedication of the "bauta sten" 
in honor of Norway's great poet, 
BJornstjerne Bjornson. 
•*The celebration was the first of its 
kind ever attempted in this country 
and was unique in many respects. 
The idea originated with Dr. Herman 
O. Fjelde of Abercrombie two years 
ago. He discussed the matter with 
a few friends and it was determined to 
oarry out the plan. The matter was 
taken up with proper committees and

on a recent trip to Norway, Dr. Fjelde 
secured a block of granite from the 
quarries near the home of Bjornson at 

•Aulestad and had it shipepd to this 
country. It was brought to St. Cloud, 
Minn., and dressed and prepared for 
the occasion. 

The stone rests on a pedestal built in 
a handsome mound in the center of 
the North Dakota agricultural col­
lege campus. It is 13 feet high with 
a medallion of Bjornson on one side 
and the quotation from Bjornson's 
song, "Ja, vi elsker dette Landet," on 
the other. 

In the top was placed a copper box 
containing the names of the commit­
tees and copies of the various local 
papers. 

The exercises of the day com­
menced with the formation of the line 
of march at the Waldorf hotel. Dr. 
Paul Sorkness was chief marshal and
