One of the amusing features of the 
present gubernatorial campaign is a cir­
cular letter sent broadoast over Otter Tail 
county by R. C. Dunn's managers in re­
ply to a letter published by H. C. Han­
son, a farmer living near New York Mills.

The letter was copied in some 
of the anti-Dunn papers and created 
something of a stir, and Mr. Dunn 
promptly wrote to deny it, and alleged 
that he offered the land in forty-acre 
tracts and assisted the farmers whenever 
possible. 

The Hanson letter and Dunn's record 
are given In the circular, which then goes 
on to "roast" Mr. Hanson, alleging that 
he was the man who was doing the buy­
ing for the speculators, as the records of 
the auditor's office show that he bid in 
tract after traot and turned it over to 
the Fergus Land company. 

Without going into the merits of the 
case, which can be safely left to the 
combatants, the matter is affording some 
amusement at Fergus Falls for the rea­
son that the H. C. Hanson who wrote 
the letter is not the same man who bid 
in the land. The H. C. Hanson who did 
the bidding Is now cashier of the bank 
at Churches Ferry, N. D., while the H. 
C. Hanson who has been raising objec­
tions is out on his farm near Fergus 
Falls and is probably wondering what the 
Dunn people mean by accusing him of 
being the agent of land speculators.
