This,
coupled with faultless support by the
team, allowed Balley to win, He was
hard hit, but Oyler, Fox and MoNichols
got In the way of the drives in time to
throw out the batters. Balley presented
the brewers with seven firsts on balls.
Curtls was steadler, striking out seven
men. Baliley only succeeded in deocslving
three of Cantillion's men and Umpire
Pears assisted him a trifla with those.

A sensational high catch by Fox and
fast work by Oyler pleased Milwaukee
fans. A fast double from Oyler to Cam-
plon in the last inning closed the game
for the locals with the score of one to the
bad against them.
