NEW TEETH DUE
10 DOWIE FAITH

LITTLE INGEBORG BERG GET-
TING HER THIRD SET.

Her Mother Asserts that Dowie Treat-
ment Did It, and the Teeth Are Cer-
tainly Coming—A Miraculous Cure
of Violent Insandty Is Also Cited.

LITTLE INGEBORG BERG,
Who Is Getting Third Set of Teeth.

Divine healing, as practiced by the
Dowieltes in Minneapolis, is giving
little Ingeborg Berg, age 10, 1828
Fourteenth avenue S, a third set of
front teeth.

About the middle of last March,
while Ingeborg, a pretty child, with
a head covered with golden curls,
was playing in front of her home,
she was kicked in the face by a horse,
The iron shoe did cruel work. The
child sustained a long cut diagonally
across the mouth and thru to the
gums. All the upper front teeth were
either broken off or torn out. Her
cheek was gashed, and there was a
deep cut in her forehead from ‘which
a plece of splintered bone protruded.
The child’s mother, Mrs. Anna Berg,
tells of her little daughter's cure as
follows:

“My little girl was suffering great-
ly when she was brought into our
home from a neighbor’s, where she
was first taken. I washed the wounds
and drew them together with pileces
of courtplaster. Then I sent for El-
der F. A. Graves of our Dowie church.
He placed his hands on Ingeborg's
head and prayed for her. Immediate-
ly following the prayer she became
free from all pain and never suf-
fered a single twinge more. Several
nights after that her sleep was dis-
turbed by her strangling from blood
in her throat, but she suffered no
pain. It was flve weeks before she
was able to go to school. Our elder
has prayed—and so have we all—
that she might have a third set of
front teeth., Those knocked out were
her second teeth. Four teeth of the
new set have already started, and I
have faith that all those lost will be
replaced.”

Three of the new teeth are grow-
ing out of the gum directly in front
of the broken roots of the old teeth.
The fourth new tooth started is an
eye tooth and is emerging from the
cavity in the gum from which the
entire old tooth was torn. The wounds
on Ingeborg’'s face are now practic-
ally all healed and not a scar shows.

A Case of Insanity.

Another cure which the Dowieites
cite as the result of divine healing,
is that of Harry Harland, 8056 Fif-
teenth avenue 8. Harland is a young
man, 21 years of age, and is now en-
gaged as a painter at Lake Minne-
tonka. His mother, Mrs. Leland, -was
segn at the family home yesterday
and explained the case to The
Journal thus:

‘“Last March my boy was taken sud-
denly violently insane. His attack
was on a Saturday. His case was
one of such severity that he had to
he strapped to the bed. The doc-
tors told me his case was hopeless
and arrangements were being made
to take him to the state hospital at
St. Peter. Then some one spoke to
me of prayer for my boy. I prayed
long and earnestly myself, and then
hearing of Elder Graves, sent for
him. He laid his hands on Harry and
prayed for him. Immediately the boy
became perfectly quiet. This was
Wednesday following. The next day
the elder came again. ‘Your faith
must be weak that you still keep the
boy strapped,’” he said. I agreed=-with
him, and myself undid the straps.
Harry was perfectly rational; just as
sane as could be. For several weeks
he was confined to his home, recov-
ering from physical weakness, but
never for a moment since has his
mind .been In the least weak.”

FIFTY VETS MUST
LEATE THE HONE

NEW PENSION' PLAN WILL RE-
DUCE HOME INCOME.

Increased Federal Ald Will Not Make
Up the Deficiency Caused by Loss of
Pension Money and Trustees Will
Not Make It Up from the Relief
Fund. '

About fifty inmates of the soldiers’
home will have to be dropped from
the rolls as a result of the new rule
adopted yesterday by which the trus-
tees comply with the congressional
act of April 28.

Under the new rule the home will
receive a larger share of federal aid,
but the net income will be smaller by
at least $7,000 this year. Formerly
all the pension money in excess of $4
a month was used for the maintenance
of the home. Now it must be used for
the inmate himself, or his relatives,
or kept in trust for him. Cutting off
this source of income for the soldiers'
home fund means considerable loss.
In orderto break even, the population
of the home will have to be reduced
from 390, the present figure, to about
340. .

The loss this year may be about
$10,000, according to the construction
taken by the national soldiders’ home
board. The new law takes effect July
1, while the quarter does not end un-
til July 4. If the three days under
the new law knocks out the federal
ald for the current quarter, that will
mean about $3,600 more loss to the
state,

The soldiers’ home fund could be
replenished by transfers from the
soldiers’ relief fund, but the trustees
will not make the transfer. S. 4
Towler, president of the board, said

““We need every penny. of the relief
fund, and more, for destitute vet-
erans and thelr dependents outside
the home, who have far less comforts
than the Inmates of the institution.
We cannot impair the relief fund to
keep up the home, but must keep each
distinet, and the home must stand by
itself. That is the only fair way to
administer the matter.”

“Inmates of the home, continued
Mr, Towler, “will receive money from
their pensions, according to deport-
ment. Some will be given 25 cents a
week for spending money, some 650
cents, and some $1, according to their
conduct. The balance will go either
to dependent relatives or into a trust
fund, for the beneflt of each individual
veteran.”

You must not judge from the amount
of enthusiasm shown, for their days
of enthusiasm are gone from these
old men, but down in their hearts,
just the same, théey appreciate your
kindness in coming down here, and
the kindness of the manager of the
great paper in Minneapolis that made
it possible for you to come.

NEW BRIDGE WORK IS LET

ALDERMAN POWERS' PROTEST,
BACKED BY E. T. ABBOTT,
PROVES OF NO AVAIL—LOCAL
COMPANY WINS.

Former County Surveyor H. T. Ab-
bott came to the assistance of Alder-
man F. M. Powers yesterday after-
noon in his fight against awarding
the contract for the iron superstruc-
ture of the Thirty-second avenue N
bridge to the Minneapolis Steel and
Machinery company. The council
committee on roads and bridges, how-

ever, went on record as favoring the
contract. It will not be executed
until the United States war depart-
ment has approved the plans for the
bridge and given its consent to bridg-
ing the Mississippi river, which is
nominally a navigable stream.

Mr. Abbott declared that the coun-
cil had made a mistake in rejecting
the first offer of the Modern Steel
Structural company to build the
bridge for about $39,000. This bid
was about $8,000 lower than the price
now quoted by the Minneapolis com-
pany, which was $47,774. Mr. Ab-
bott insisted that this was too much
to pay for a bridge of that charac-
ter and urged that if the original
bid of the Modern company was not
available, the council should again
reject all bids and instruct the city
engineer to construct the bridge by
day labor. :

Alderman Powers moved that all
bids be rejected and new ones be ob-
tained on the plans and specifications
prepared by C. A. P. Turner of this
city. Mr. Powers represented that
