Iron has also been discovered in paying 
quantities near Reeve, in the southwest 
portion of this (Barron) county, where 
prospectors have commenced work.

Camp Lakevlew, Lake City, Minn., June 

20.—Governor Van Sant was tendered the 
review by the Third regiment Saturday 
night. He was greeted on his arrival In 
camp by the customary salute of thirteen 
guns. He was accompanied by Major 
Walbloom, Captain Wiley, Captain Ben 
nett, Lieutenant Obst and others. Sev­
eral hundred visitors from Lake City wit­
nessed the ceremony. Corporal Julius 
Werness of Company C was accorded the 
honor of acting- as orderly to the governor 
during his stay in camp. 

Sunday was spent quiet by the Third 
by entertaining friends who came down 
from the company stations and in explor­
ing the surrounding country. The "rook­
ies" took their first trip to the top of the 
bluffs overlooking the camp. Two things 
marked the day as different from others. 
There was no drill or special duty to per­
form and no range work, and the dinners 
In all the companies were much more 
elaborate than usual. Some of the com­
panies had stewed chicken with dump­
lings and such desserts as ice cream, 
strawberry shortcake and pie.

The ceremony last evening consisted of 
a review for Major Lambert, followed by 
a regimental parade review by Major 
Resche. Major Person commanded the 
regiment. 

Special orders have been issued dis­
charging Sergeant Oliver Olson of Com­
pany D for the good of the service and 
appointing Corporals Seibest of Company 
F and Charles Haskins of Company D to 
the grade of sergeant. 

The companies of the first battalion 
were Inspected by Lieutenant Colonel Ger­
lach of the regular army yesterday. The 
second battalion passed thru the ordeal 
this morning. 

This is the first year that revolver 
shooting has been recognized officially. 
There are no decorations for marksman­
ship, but those making more than 40 out 
of a possible 50 will be mentioned in gen­
eral orders. The shooting will be done 
with the regulation 38 caliber officers' re­
volver at twenty-five, fifty and seventy-
five yards. The regular A target is used, 
having a bullseye eight inches in diameter. 
The non-commissioned staff will hold an 
informal competition Wednesday. 

Wednesday the company team shoot will 
be held on the rifle range and a regi­
mental team picked. The regimental team 
of the Third won the adjutant general's 
badge in competition with the other regi­
ments. This medal becomes the property 
of the regiment winning it three times. 
A former adjutant general's badge was 
won three times by this regiment. The 
band will enter a. team In the regimental 
competition. • ; . . • • • - :

CITY SELLS A HOTEL 

The Grand at Fergus to B e Reopened 
After Many Vicissitudes. 

FERGUS FALLS, MINN.—The Grand hotel, 
which has been owned by the city and leased 
to M. R. Curry for several years, was sold at 
special council meeting to George H. Woodhouse 
of Esthervllle, Iowa, for $12,000 cash. The 
hotel was built by a Scotch company which was 
booming the city. In the early eighties, and cost 
$80,000. When the boom collapsed It was pro­
posed to tear the building down, and to avoid 
this alternative the city loaned one Dawson Bell 
$10,000 with which to purchase the hotel. Bell 
remained in it for only a few months, and the 
council which made the loan has been roundly 
criticised. The city was compelled to foreclose 
the mortgage, and the legality of the foreclosure 
and the city's right to own a hotel was'liti­
gated In the court for years. It is expected 
the property will be put in proper shape and be­
come a. paying investment. 

A. K. Tweeto, the Abercrombie banker, is 
projecting a farmer's railway from that point 
to Rothsay. He has men In the field and has 
already secured the greater part of the right of 
way. 

John M. Peterson, whi discharged a rifle thru 
the door of a neighbor's home and afterward 
broke ball and went to Nebraska, was. arraigned 
and changed his plea from not guilty to guilty.

The Northwestern Telephone Exchange com­
pany has only a permit and can be ordered out 
at any time, according to the franchise, and if 
it attempts arbitrary action the council threat­
ens to treat It the same as It has the Western 
Electric company. The long distance companies 
refuse to connect with rural lines and citizens 
demand this service.
