W h e n the new spr ing w h e a t begins 
to move off t he fa rms , sixty days 
hence, it is expected to sell on the 
basis of $1 in Minneapolis , a n d some 
gra in m e n th ink the basis m a y be 
even h igher . If th i s is realized it will 
m e a n m u c h to t h e f a r m e r fo r tuna t e 
enough to have a good yield.

The tired hand of the 
sightless father dropped from the organ 
handle, worn shiny with long use. He 
rested one arm on the organ in front of 
him and let his face fall into the tattered 
sleeve, apaprently tired out and in de­
spair, for not a nickel was in the little tin 
cup by his side. 

Quickly the little boy had his arms 
around the neck of his blind father. 
Little hands were busy smoothing tho 
man's ruffled hair, and a little voice was 
saying childish words of comfort. Pa-
destrians hurrying by, stopped. The pa­
thetic scene touched more than their 
hearts. It affected their pocketbooks, and 
soon numerous nickels were cflnking their 
way into the old tin cup of the organ 
grinder. 

The sound cheered the blind mind. 
The face with the vacant stare, smiled. 
The tired arm wa£ soon again workirig 
the handle by its side; the dilapidated 
organ once more gave out its wheezy 
tones, and the chubby/little lad. was again 
seated in front with his handful of pen­
cils. ' r.li.-;. 

The pathos had (departed from the scene 
and people once .(ftiore hurried on with 
hardly a glance at (the blind man and his 
boy.

'TWAS A GRAND SUCCESS 

WORKING FOR PORTLAND 
George W. Hazen, a Lewis & Clark Com­

missioner, Vis i ts Minneapolis. 
George W. Hazen, a commissioner of the 

Lewis & Clark exposition to open at 
Portland, Ore., next year, spent yester­
day in Minneapolis, accompanied by his 
wife. Late in the afternoon he went to 
St. Paul for a brief visit with friends in 
that city, and left last evening on a 
train for St. Louis to visit the fair. 

Mr. Hazen explains that already active 
building is going on for the Portland 
show. The most advanced structure is the 
States building, an edifice 200 by 450 feet, 
which is now ready for its roof. The 
United States government board, recently 
appointed for the Portland fair, has, al­
ready arranged for construction work on 
the government buildings to begin Aug. 
1. The government will erect its main 
exhibition buildings on a peninsula, the 
highest point of land on the fair grounds. 
The buildings will overlook the entire 
grounds. The government has appro­
priated $475,000 for its exhibit, in addition 
to ordering the coining of 250,000 souvenir 
gold dollars. 

Minnesota will have one of the most 
elaborate state exhibits. It will send its 
entire St. Louis fair exhibition to Port­
land. So far California is the only state 
which has plans for an exhibit any more 
elaborate than that of the bread and but­
ter state.

Public L ib ra ry Not Affected by New Post­
al. Regulations. 

The public librai-y of Minneapolis is not 
affected by the new law recently passed 
allowing books for the blind free t rans­
portation, tho if any call should come for 
the few books at the library it would be 
promptly filled. The library board feels 
that there is little need to increase the 
supply of such books while there is a state 
institution with that particular function. 
Prof. James J. Dow of the school for the 
blind a t Faribault, is in charge of a large 
circulating library and he has been send­
ing books all over the state to those who 
would pay the transportation. Now that 
transportation is free he has made plans 
to enlarge the library so that it can do 
its increased work. 

There are in all probability not more 
than fifty books for blind readers in the 
city library and these have all been do­
nated, most of them by Arthur Murray. 
The library also takes a monthly magazine 
which deals with current literature and 
current topics, yet not more than one or 
two persons have ever made us of it. 
As even a small book costs $8 or $10 
there seems little need for the library's 
making that a feature of its work while 
a state institution meets the demand.
