““The Briggs strike is fabulously rich,”
said Mr. Morrls. “I have never seen
anything llke it. Already the famlily has
sold 38,870 worth of gold, and thelr camp
is a treasurehouse. They showed me a
tomato can containing between fifteen
and sixteen pounds of pure gold, two
large baking powder cans full and a table
salt sack full, making a total of about
fifty-five pounds of the metal. Besides
thils, they have about fifteen sacks of ore
to ne mortar d and about $2,600 worth of
nuggets,

“There is an Interestlng story con-
nected with the Briggs family. The mem-
bers are Davlid E, Briggs and hls wife
and their twin sons, Roy and Ray, who
are 18. There is an older daughter, who
is marrfed. Twenty-six wvears ago last
month Briggs shot and killad a man who
had" betrayved his sister. He was trled,
convicted and sentenced to the peniten-
tlary from Josephine county. After three
years of conflnement he was pardoned.
Since then he has spent his time placer
mining In California and southern Ore-
gon, making a living and nothing more.
The find of his son has made him a
rich man. b

““The correct account of how Ray Briggs
came to find the great mine has not been
glven to the publlic. It happened in this
way: The boy shét a deer across the
gulch, It sprang away wounded. The
hounds—and they were good ones—re-
fused to take the trall after any amount
of coaxing, and young Briggs started in
pursuit alone. The deer ran under a
large pine tree and stopped for a time.
Briggs traced it to this polnt by the
blood, and his gaze was attracted to the
rocks by the blood on them. He broke
off a plece of the rock and found it full
[or gold. He followed the deer no longer.
There was more of the rock,

ARE GOING FAST

IMPORTANT MOVEMENT IN THE
UPPER PENINSULA,

Thousands of Acres Occupied by Ac-

tual Settlers — Stephenson and
Other Companies Working Along
Systematic Lines for the Cojoniza~-

tion of Large Tracts.

Calumet, Mich., July 28.—Northern
Michlgan lumber companies™are disposing
of enormous quantities of cutover lands
to farmers this summer. In all parts of
the upper peninsula lands are being col-
onized and there has been a big influx of
settlers. Thousands of acres are being
occupled in this manner.

Andrew Bjorkman of Iron Mountain, a
well-known lumberman, has purchased
3,000 acres near Spread Eagle and will
colonize the tract. The Cedar River Land
company of Spalding 1s disposing of its
cutover lands in Menominee county. The
Spalding Lumber company has sold sev-
eral large tracts to the George Wood
Lumber company. Joe Le May of Esca-
naba has purchased some large tracts
from the same concern. The I. Stephen-
son company is working along system-
atic lilnes and Is selling many thousands
of acres to settlers. It has about 200,000
acres. 0B

The lumber market is firm, and while
there is not much business being done,
prices are holding steady. Most of the
mills are running and turning out a nor-
mal product. The greater portion of the
hardwood being cut is on contract and
consequently out of the market.

Captain Casper Bartley of Escanaba
has taken the contract of furnishing tles
for the tle-preserving plant of the Chi-
cago & North-Western at North Esca-
naba. The output of the plant is 2,300
ties a day. There are 100,000 In the yard
and more are arriving by rail and water,

MODUS OPERANDI TO BE FOL-
" LOWED AT CHAMBERLAIN.

Commissioner Richards on the
Ground to Direct the Drawing,
Which Opens on Thursday—Office
to Be Transferred to Bonesteel on
Aug. 8 for the Filings.

Chamberlain, 8. D,, July 26.—Arrange-
ments are rapldly taking definite shape
for the great Rosebud drawing, which be-
gins at Chamberlain on Thursday. The
commissioner of the general land office,
W. A. Richards, arrived last evening from
Washington to take the personal direction
of affairs, and the minor detalls are rapid-
Iy being worked out.

The drawing will take place in the open
alr, at a point Immediately north of the
Catholic church, where a large vacant
space Is avallable for the gathering of
many thousands, A box ten feet long and
two and one-half square has been made
in which to place.the envelopes, but, as
this was made on-an- estim#te of 75,000
registration, it is likely that it will have
to be made larger in order to hold the
166,000 enrolled for a chance. The box
has three openings to. receive the envel-
opes containing the names, which will be
placed iIn the receptacle in open view of
everyone from a  twenty-four foot plat-
form, raised three feet from the ground,
from which the drawing will be made,

There will be four openings’from which
the names will be drawn. An Iron bar
is extended thru the box, with a crank on
one end, by means of which the box will
be frequently turned over to keep the en-
velopes in a thoroly mixed condition. The
drawing will be under the directlon of a
committee of three, of which-W. A. Rich-
ards will be chairman, and Judge Wake-
ley of Omaha and P. F. Sherman, presi-
dcnt of the Minnehaha National bank of
Eloux Falls, will be members,

Thousand a Day.

It is the intention to draw from the box
1,000 names a day for the first three days.
After the first three days, which will be
sufficlent to draw out all the names that
will have a chance at the lands, the names
will be drawn as rapidly as the work can
be prosecuted, and it ls likely that 10,000
names will be drawn daily.

Every day during the first three days
the government force present will prepare
notices to be mailed on the first train to
the addresses of the persons whose names
have been drawn. In addition to this an
anncuncer will be present to call the name
and number of the person drawn, so that
all may know as the work progresses just
what is being done and who the fortunate
persons are,

Transfer to Bonesteel.

On Aug. 8 the Chamberlain land office
force will be temporarlly transferred to
Bonesteel, where the fillings will be made
on the land.
