LAWYERS ARGUE
THE SHEVLIN GASE

JUDGE LANCASTER
EVIDENCE OF

ATTACKS
PLAINTIFF.

Pronounces It Trivial So Far as It
Relates to the Alleged Coerclon—
A. B, Jackson, for the PlaintifT,
‘Will Follow.

Arguments in the Shevlin ‘against
Shevlin damage = case Wwere com-
menced before Judge D. F. Simpson
this morning. Judge W. A, Lancaster
for the defendant, began an argument
that will probably take all day if not
longer. A. B, Jackson will then pre-
sent the .plaintiff's case.

Judge Lancanster, after briefly
stating the case, said: “I do not know
what the plaintiff thinks he has

proved, but it seems to me that, after
a study of the evidence since we rest-
ed, he ought to be convinced of the
utter triviality of that evidence, at
least in so far as it tends to establish
proof of the coercion which is claimed
to have been exercised by the defend-
ant In securing the possession of the
disputed stock. As to the plaintiff's
incompetency, a study of the evidence
will show how wvain is that conten-
tion.”

The suit was brought by C. E. Shev-
lin agalnst his millipnaire brother,
T. H. Shevlin, to regain possession of
certain shares of Crookston and St.
Hilaire Lumber company stock which
it is claimed were fraudulently se-
cured by the defendant for $70,000
when they were worth nearly $200,-
000, and has attracted widespread in-
terest. It was tried before Judge
Simpson in June and July. The argu-
ments will probably require most of
this week, after which the case will
be submitted to Judge Simpson.

HE WINGED A PATROLMAN

UNKNOWN MAN PUTS A BULLET
INTO M. LAWRENCE AND GETS
AWAY IN SAFETY.

‘While running to escape arrest, a
man who had insulted a gathering of
young women last night, turned and
shot Patrolman Mike Lawrence in the
shoulder. Altho Lawrence did not
immediately glve up the pursuit, the
man escaped and is thought to have
left the city.

Earlier in the evening the man had
been walking up and down Nicollet
avenue, making remarks to women
who passed. His actions were report-
ed to Lawrence. The man ran when
the officer approached. When he
reached Third street Lawrence in-
creased his speed and the stranger
turned north.

At First avenue N he turned and,

without warning, fired two shots at
the officer. The second took effect
in the shoulder. Lawrence returned
the fire and thinks he wounded the
man in the arm.

When the man darted into an al-
ley Lawrence saw that further pur-
suit would be useless and walked to
central station and from there was
taken to the city hospital. The wound
is not serious, but an operation will
probably be necessary to remove the
bullet.

The description of his assailant ls
in the hands of every melaber of the
police force, but the man is known
to be a member of a Chicago gang on
the way to the harvest flelds and has
probably deft the city.

HIT A 'PHONE POLE

George Caplin'e Touring Car Ran Away
With Him.

Somewhere on the road between Ex-
celslor and Tonka Bay is a badly dam-
aged telephone pole while a traveler going
that way yvesterday afternoon might have
seen a fine tourilng car standing by the
roadside awalting the arrival of a repairer
from the city. It was all the result of a
mishap to the steering gear of George
Caplin’s auto.

Mr. Caplin left the city yesterday for
the home of J. B. Gage at Fairview,
where he plcked up Mrs. J. C. Gage, of
Winnipeg, and started for Lake Park. As
they were bowling merrily over the road
west of Excelsior, something went wrong
with the steering gear and Mr. Caplin
lost control. The huge machine, freed
from the controlling hand of the chauffeur,
with a snort and a dash, left the highway
and started for the trees at the roadside.
After smashing down the underbrush for
a dozen yards, the machine banged
squarely against a telephone pole. Mrs,
Gage was thrown out, but escaped with
only a few scratches and bruises. Mr.
Caplin was quite as fortunate.

The machine was badly damaged. The
nose of the car was battered and saveral
of the iIntricate parts of the mechanism
broken.

POLICE EXONERATE HIM

New York Officlals Belleve Murphy Inno-
cent of Murder.

Police Superintendent Conroy has re-
celved a letter from James G. Langam,
captain of detectives of New York re-
garding Willlam P. Murphy the former
Minneapolis fireman who is held in heavy
bonds on suspicion of being implicated in
the death of a Mrs. Kraemer.

Langan says that the general opinion is
about equally divided between the murder
and sulcide theories. The police, however,
are convinced that the woman' committed
suiclde and that Murphy had no connec-
tion with her death. “She had a life in-
surance policy made out to her father and
,on that account he and his relatives will
tr'y to make it a case of murder. If it is
proved to be sulcide. the money will. not be
pald. -

The ev'ldence against ' Murphy, says
Langam, is not serlous eriough to warrant
his convictlon. He has a good record in
New York prior to this affair and it is
thought he will be cleared altho the insur-
ance feature promises to make the trial
a complicated one.

Judge Elliott's Decision Eﬂﬁu
Mandamus—More Pay for
Oity Officials,

Judge C. B. Elliott has flled a de-
cision denying City Controller Joghua
Rogers’ motion to guash the manda-
mus secured by City Treasurer C. S.
Hulbert compelling the controller to
sign warrants for the extra pay pro-
vided for the aldermen and mayor in
the law passed by the last legislature.

The decision settles the six months'
dispute between the controller and the
treasurer about the constitutionality
of the 1903 law. It holds the law
constitutional and forces the con-
troller to sign the warrants for the
pay of the aldermen and mayor.

Mr. Hulbert has upheld the layw and
has pald the officials upon the pay
rolls, but has refured to turn these
over to the controller until he re-
ceived the warrants which Mr. Rogers
has refused to countersign.

AN ABSENT-MINDED PROF.

DR. EDDY HALED TO POLICE
COURT FOR RIDING HIS BIKE
ON THE SIDEWALK.

Professor Henry D. Eddy, C. E,
Ph.D., and LL. D., of the University of
Minnesota, became se deeply en-
grossed in his duties as doctor of
philosophy that he forgot he was
also a doctor of laws and violated one
of the city’s ordinances by riding his
bicycle on the sidewalk. As a result
he was arrested and haled ‘to police
court.

The doctor has a bicycle of the
vintage of 1892 and has always
affirmed that It is more serviceable
and requires less energy than any of

the later and so-called improved
machines. His affection for the old
wheel has been the object of

jocular comments by college publica-
tions for years, and no Gopher could
be sent to press without mention of it
After years of faithful service, the
machine finally got its devoted owner
into trouble.
