FOR MINNEAPOLIS MEN,

Constitution Does Not Provide for
This and the Flour City Order May
Be Left Out in the Cold—List of
Northwestern Visitors to the Big
Show. ;

Special to The Journal.

World's Fair, St. Louls, Aug. 20.—
The National Soclety of the Army of
the Philippines is holding its annual
reunion in the Phillppine section. The
Minnesota society i8 represented by
seven delegates from Camps Merlin
and Carlton, St. Paul, and one from
Camp Rhodty, Stillwater. The men
are quartered in the Nipa barracks,
and will participate in the exercises on
Philippine Day. In the evening, they
will be entertained by C. 8. Mitchell
of the Minnesota commission, who will
serve a dinner for them at the Inside
Inn. Captain B. S. Kremb, president
of the St. Paul division, has with him
C. W. Albrecht, Clinton 8. Coolidge,
Henry Jacobs, Fred Widman, A. Ahl-
berg, H. N. Klein and M. Pankimin
of the Stillwater camp. Regret Is ex-
pressed by the men here at the ap-
parent indifference of the Minneapo-
lis society which has sent no repre-
sentatives to this reunion. This I8 in
part due to the fact that several of
the members came to fair with Com-
panies B and I, but their absence at
this time precludes all possibility of
any honors coming to the state in the
selection of national offlicers or rep-
resentation on important committees.

No Proxy Representation.

The Minneapolis men sent their
per capita tax to the national soclety,
entitling them to thirteen delegates,
and desired the St. Paul men to repre-
sent them by proxy, but the constitu-
tion does not provide for this. The
matter will be taken up at the reun-
ion and it is possible the Minneapolis
soclety may be thrown out on ac-
count of “no representation,”

Mrs. F. B, Krembe, who accompan-
fed her husband to St. Louls, is presi-
dent of the St. Paul ladies’ auxiliary
to the Army of the Philippines. Thsa
St. Paul auxiliary was the first to be
organized in the country. An effort
will be made at this reunion to form
a national organization.

W. N. Steele of the North Dakota
commission left with his family for
his home in Rolla, going by the way
of the lakes. He has been at the ex-
position since the 18t of May and
will return for a short time in Sep-
tember.

“Captain Jack Crawford, Pioneer of
the Black Hlills,” registered at the
South Dakota building today. Cap-
tain Crawford is a unique character,
and is well known to the early settlers
of the Dakotas. He is the poet-scout,
and one of his recent poems was in-
gpired by the Morrill wheelbarrow in-
cldent in Minneapolls a short time
ago.

Captain Crawford is lecturing on
his frontler reminiscences, before
Chatauqua societies and church and
student bodies. He expects to deliver
a lecture in Minneapolis early in the
winter, under the auspices of the
Winter's league, of which he 18 a
member.

McCaffery and His Log Arrive.

‘Jack MceCaffery, for many years in
the employ of the " Tabor Lumber
company of Keokuk as raft pilot,
came: to the fair on a strange craft.
He floated down the river on a log
sixteen feet long and two feet in
diameter, making the trip of 202
miles in seven days, meeting with
geveral delays and traveling only in
the daytime.

The log is nelther flattened on the
top nor hollowed out; it 18 an ordinary
log such as may be seen at any time
floating down the upper Mississippl.
A net stretohed across upright sticks
gerves as a resting place for the navi-
gator, and the United States flag
floats from one end of the log. A
sixteen-foot pole is used to propel
and guide this unique boat. Me-
Caffery expects to sell his log while
here for enough to cover his expenses,

Two men came down the river from
Davenport in a rowboat—Charles E.
Long of Marinette, Wis,, a graduate
of the Wisconsin university, and
Ralph W. Crow of Davenport. They
were out ten days, and will camp near
the fair grounds for the next two
weelks,
