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GOPHERS GOMING HOME

' PROFESSOR M'MILLAN AND OUT-
DOOR CLASS FROM UNIVERSITY
LEAVE PORT RENFREW.

Victoria, B. C., Aug. 2b.,—Professor
Conway McMillan of the University
of Minnesota and a party of twenty
students of that institution have just
returned from a six-week stay at the
Port Renfrew botanical station on the
plcturesque west coast of Vancouver
island.

The 1904 out-of-door class ls now
homeward bound. This Yyear the
studies embraced several subjects not
préviously taken up at Port Renfrew
station. On this account there were
no fewer than flve instructors in at-
tendance, each a specialist in his par-
ticular line. Professor McMillan acted
as director, while assisting him were
Dr. Hall, a prominent eastern educa-
tionalist, who taught geology: J. P.
Munson of the Ellensburg normal col-
lege, who took up zoology; Dr. Albert
Smith, bacteriology, and Dr. C. E. Bes-
sle of the University of Nebraska, who
conducted a class in forestry.

One of the most important new
subjects studied was geology. There
was an enthusiastic class, and

there is not a mining property in a
reasonable distance of Port Rerfrew
that was not carefully inspected. The
geology students also set out one day
and scaled Mount Edinburgh.

Professor MoMillan sald that next
vear a much larger party from the
eastern universities will be found at
the Port Renfrew statlon.
