First—The attendance of the school
creaged from year to year durlng the present
administration, which began with the year 1507
and 1808,

Second—That many students who attend one
vear do not remain to graduate,

Third—That the school 1s attracting young
people from other states and from Canada, and
r(lltu:xgtlng them at the expense of North Da-

Fourth—That the school Is extravagant In ex-
perding the state's money.

As to Attendance.

First—The year before the begluning of the
present administration in 1807-8 the total allen-\

dance of the school, Ineluding boys and girls
living in Mayville, which at that time did not
have a high school, was 120; the total nm-n-|
dance last year, which did not Include local
high-school pupils, as Mayville now has a well-
equipped high school of the first class, was 376.
The 376 do not include children of the praectice
department, as we have an arrangement with
the board of education of Mayville for using the
eity scheol as a school of observation and prac-
tice. The first graduating class of the. present
administration numbered three; the graduating
clazs for last year nuombered twenty-six. The
difference between 120 and 376 i8 a gratifying
inerease in attendance,  and the fact that May-
ville. now furnlshes high-echool education for Ity
young people shows that the attendance of the
Normal school, while growing larger, iz less
local than formerly,

And the fact that a large per cent of last
vear's class consisted of graduate students—
high school, college and university—still fur-
y ther emphasizes the fact that the school s rap-

thred}idly becoming more professional.

Second—It s true that wany of our students
who attend one year do not remaln to graduate.
Thiz 18 true of all educational Institutions, and
especlally so of a school that devotes its ener-
gles exclusively to the training of teachers In »
rapidly developing state, where the demand for
teachers greatly exceeds the supply. The first

year of our course quallfies our students to ob-
tein a second-grade teacher’s certificate, and
they are subject to very great pressure to ace
cept well-paying positions at the end of their
first year; but the Inecrease of our graduating
clpss from three to twenty-six is encouraging
wnd shows that a larger per cent of the total
attendance now graduates than formerly.

North Dakota is so samall that we are sure our
polley will be supported. As n general propo-
sition. It Is a good thing to Increase the popu-
lation of onr state, and to add to it the product
of the educational institutions of other states is
especially desirable,

Misleading as to Expenses.

Fourth—The statement made concerning the
expense of maintaining the school is misleading.
it Includes two statements from the state audi-
tor's books—one for seventeen months, in 1R08-9,
and the other for seventeen months, in 1003-4—
showing what moneys were paid to the school
durlog the two pericds. It is asserted that the
statements show what moneys were expended
by the school during these two periods. The
facts are these:

During the former period of seventeen months,
in 1808-0, the state auditor forwarded to the
Normal scheol treasurer each month a warrant
covering the amount of the preceding month's
bills; during the second period, in 1903-4, the
auditor forwarded to the Normal school treus-
urer, ag the taxes were pald in, the balance on
hnd arising from the mill tax and other sonreces
due the Normal School. As the bulk of the
taxes for the year are pald from Janmuary to
May, inelusive, the second period in the state-
ment glven from the auditor’s books, for seven-
teen months in 1903-4, Includes the major por-
tion of the money forwarded by the auditor for
two years Instead of for seventeen months, as is
the case in the period for 1598-0,

The total amount received by the Normal
school  treansurer from the state in 1898 was
$12,120,82, and In 1903 It was $17,516.10, show-
1903 of
£5,195.28.  This difference is accounted for as
follows: Twao additlonal teachers, $1,310; in-
crease In salaries of the faculty, $2,461.63, on
necount of their greater efficlency and to keep
pace with Increased salarles paid in all eduea-
tional institutions; increased expenses for prace
tlee work, §475, and $850.40 for additions to the
library, which was practically nothing at the
beglnning of the present administration and now
comprises over 6,000 volumes; additional expensae
of the summer term; Improvements to bulldings
‘and grounds, laboratory, electric light and watez
+ rent,

In COonclusion.

We are held by a solemn oath and lIarge
bonds to discharge faithfully our duties as mem-
here of the board of management of the Normal
school, and we conduct it on the same prinelples
that we do our private business. We keep
within the amounts appropriated by the state
for the maintenance of the school, and have
never asked the legislature to make good any
deficlt. . We meet regularly to authorize expen-
diturez and serutinize all expense vouchers, and
to transact all business that should he attended
to by our board. Furthermore, no money ig
pald out by Professor Carhart or anyone else
withoit our authority and approval.
