AMinneapolls Chamber of Commerce, Sept. 16.—
wooll weather and lower cables were agalust
raln prices today. The early market witnessed
a slide from §1:17% to $1.163 for December,
$1.18 to $1.171% for May and $1.22'5 to §1.158%
for September. Corn was weak and lower on the
better reports. and this weakeped wheat. Broom-
ball sald the Liverpoul weakness, which closed
that market 3d lower, was due to the re-
ported Incirease of 20 per cent in the wheat
acrenge In Argentine. On the whole, there was
little to encourage new buying und wuch to
eanse  selling, and all markets suffered. In
the wmattor of receipts the showlng was not much
better, Kapsas Clty alone getting more whent
than a year ago, 211,000 bu, agalnst 138,000,
Bt. Louls had 170,000 against 103,000, but this
year's receints coversd a two-day movement,
while last year the total was for one day.
Locally the showing was oply 551 cars against
478, Duluth getting 181 agalust 230 and Chicago
42 agninst 82, General interest s now much
larger in corn, ap it Is veplized that upon any
declded turn in corn sentiment wheat will likely
follow. John Inglis writes from Norfolk, Neb.,
Sept. 15: “Norfolk, ffty miles porth of Colum-

bus. flelds more uneven., While apparently well
enred, there is a very heavy shock, polnts of
ears not filled, also a large percentage of

impertectly filled nubbins, Yield will be smaller

than percentage of conditlon Indieates. No
frost this moroing, but very cold. Fires un
traln, also In hotel.”"

An interesting {llustration of how the north-
western sltuation looks to an ountsider is found
in the following in the Memphis Times-Demo-
erat: “Captain Cashman Arlea, who owns a
large cattle ranch near Camuguey, Cuba, ar-
rived here last night on hie . way to Cuba and
said: "I have spent the last four months In
Dakota and Minnesota, In which states the wheat
erops are nlmost complete fallures, owing to ex-
cesslve ralns. In the Red river walley, always
famous for its great wheat yield, the farmers
are not wastiog time por money In harvesting
thelr crops, but with very few exceptlona are
plowing up the felds and turning under the
grain, which would not yield three bushels to
the aere, where nsually from 15 to 30 bushels are
hervested. In place of No. 2 wheat, which 1s
tsunlly ralsed In that sectlon, little of it passes
the No. 8 grade, and a fourth grade has been
established by the state board In Minneapolls,
but even with this advantage s large propor-
tion of the limited amount that is being harvest.
ed will bhe rojected. The farmers In that section
look for $1.25 whent this winter.' "

The Modern Miller says: **The movement of
winter wheat 15 well malntained, due to the
high prices prevalling at the aceumulative cen-
ters. Largest portlon of the graln that is being
marketed is low in welght, very little testing 0
Ibs. Fall secding still favored by perfect weather
conditlons, large acreage and good start to the
mew crop s assured.””
