Minnesota's first midweek game was played 

w i t h Shattuck at Northrop field yesterday after-
soon and a s a result Minnesota added a third 
•victory to her s tr ing and plied up another nigh 
score. Shattuck put up the best game seen here 
th i s year, and fought to the last . Coach Fos­
ter l ias a team which wi l l average about 168 
pounds, and has Instilled the fighting principle 
in to them until they work like demons. They 
• re fast and their backfleld i s Into every play 
woth a snap and dash that made Minnesota's 
representat ives work to hold them. 

In the first half of fifteen minutes Dr. Wl l -
Mr-ms lined up what might be termed a new 
•ecorfl team. It w a s composed of men who had 
not been tried at their assigned positions or 

'worked together, and the result looked squally 
• t one t ime. The impending calamity was averted 

Jrad tho second team retal iated by scoring on 
Shattuck, only to miss their goal kick. The sec­
ond klckoff resulted in another start for Shat-

' tuck'a goal, but the whis t le sa-vecl the visitors 
from another touchdown. 

The second half was lengtheued five minutes, 
eacordlng to the agreement made before the 
fame, and lasted twenty minutes. Shattuck's 

tried the right end, but could not gain . He 
jammed the l ine for a yard and then punted. 
The ball landed in Minnesota territory, but the 
Faribault men were too s low in get t ing to it. 
Minnesota held i t for a touchback and Weise l 
picked thirty-flvo yards from the 25-yard l ine. 
The ball w a s carried back five yards and Iddings, 
on an end effort,- picked up one yard. Prince 
punted forty yards, of which Weise l recovered 
fifteen. Nuess le whirled left tackle for seven­
teen yards, and Hannon tore thru the right side 
for three. Kremer's center buck w as abortive, 
but a second later he made a yard on the l e f t 
side. Case covered seven yards off tackle, and 
Ittner followed suit for a yard. Hannon 
pounded out another yard gain, but Nuessle w a s 
held, the ball going to Shattuck. Prince made 
a 2-yard plunge thru r ight tackle and one for 
three on the left . Iddings went around right 
end for three yards and gained one more by a 
3nmp into the l ine . Case got thru dnd to 
Wilkinson for a loss of a yard. Prince punted 
forty-five yards; of which Weitze l recovered 
three. Gains then piled up as fol lows: Nuessle , 
three yards on loft tackle; Hannon, t w o on right; 
Kremer, two thru the center; Nuessle , four on 
right tackle ; Hannon, fifteen on right tackle; 
Nuessle , four on r ight s ide; Kremer, three thru 
center; Weitzel , fifteen on right end and fifteen 
on le f t . Hannon again advanced five on right 
tackle and Nuessle s ix on the left . Kremer 
went thru for three and Luce made an end run 
for seven yards . Nuess le pushed along four 
yards on le f t end and Case followed in the same 
place for five and then two. Nuessle made 
four more on the left , when Kremer gave a final 
luuge for a touchdown. Kremer missed goal. 
Score, 5-0. 

Shattuck kicked to. Minnesota's lO-yard l ine, 
Nuess le recovering twenty yards and then three 
on the first down. Minnesota w a s penalized 
for off-side play when Weitze l cut around le f t 
end for twelve yards. Nuessle w as sent around 
the left end for eleven more, and Luce around 
the right for three. Nuessle had jus t gained 
three more by an end run when the first half 
closed. Score, 5-0. 

The Second Half. 
Shattuck's jubilee silenced when Mose Stratb-

ern led out the first team for the second half of 
twenty minutes . Minnesota kicked to wi thin 
one yard of Shattuck's goal line and the F a r i ­
bault contingent recovered eighteen yards. Dia­
mond made six yards thru the le f t and Wilkin­
son got around the lef t end for two yards. 
Prince punted forty-five yards, Hunter picking 
up ten of it . Then came the irresistible march 
up the field. The advance w a s as s tate ly as 
a political parade and made as fo l lows: Kremer, 
one yard on left; Brush, two on l e f t ; Current; 
s ix thru center; Brush, ten yards around le f t 
end; Case, one yard on le f t tackle; penalty of

three yards thru right tackle; Kremer, four on 
l e f t tackle . Current thru for touchdown, wi th 
Hunter kicking goal. Score, 11-0. 

Speed was improving. Shattuck kicked to 
Hunter, who sprinted ten yards from Minnesota's 
lu-yard line. Varco fumbled, but a gopher got 
the ball . Varco made six yards on right tackle 
and Brush five on le f t . Dan Smith got mad 
and butted thru left tackle for seventeen yards. 
Varco darted around right end for twenty-five 
yards and dropped the ball. Earl Luce grabbed 
i t and darted forward seven yards more, when 
he, too, let go of It. Kremer happened along, 
got the ball and ran ten yards before he w a s 
downed. Fine football—not. Brush then tore 
along fifteen yards for another touchdown, Hun­
ter kicking goal. Score, 17-0. 

Hunter got Into the going again, and on the 
next kickofC ran the ball back thirty yards from 
the 12-yard mark. Varco and Kremer gained ten 
yards between* them on right and lef t smashes , 
when D a n Smith fumbled, but recovered the ball . 
Current pushed both teams along four yards 
when he hit the next scrimmage, and Dan Sniith 
gained five around lef t end. Varco tripped 
around right end for fifteen yards and Current 
traveled twenty-one yards before he w as sub­
dued. Kremer -went over for the touchdown. 
Hunter kicked the goal. Score. 23-0. 

Shattuck's next klckoff only went fifteen yards, 
but Dan Smith got back three. Brush ripped up 
the l ine and went e ight yards and Smith went 
thru for twenty-one. Varco w e n t around right 
end, a beautiful run thru a broken field thirty-
four yards, for a touchdown. Hunter kicked 
goal . Score, 29-0. 

Diamond was replaced by Wilkinson. Min­
nesota kicked off to Shattuck's goal line for a 
touchback. Varco got the bal l on the kickont 
and recovered fifteen yards from Minnesota's 
45-yard l ine. Kremer made twelve yards thru 
Shattuck's l e f t w ing and s i r -more on the r ight . 
Brush made five and Smith twe lve on the l e f t . 
Kremer made the touchdown and Hunter added 
another goal to his credit . Score, 35-0. 

Capron recovered twelve yards of Minnesota's 
klckoff to Shattuck's 7-yard l ine . A l ine buck 
gave Shsvttucls two yards and no gains lorcea 
a punt. Prince punted thirty-five yards to 
Hunter. The scrappy little quarter foil over 
and righted himsel f and fol lowing the side Hue 
darted and dodged down the field for a touch­
down, a run of fifty-six yards, subsequently 
kicking goal. Score, 41-0. 

Shattuclt placed her nex t klckoff on Minneso­
ta's 20-yard l ine and Case recovered fifteen yards. 
He then "ripped 'em up" for ten yards on the 
right and Brush for e ight yards on the other side. 
Varco made three yards around right end. Luce 
picked up s ix yards, dropped the ball and 
got i t aga in . Weitze l made a sixteen-yard run 
around left end and Varco made five on the other 
wing . Ricker plunged thru tackle for. five and 
Dan Smith got away for a touchdown and twen­
ty-two yards. Kremer punted out to Hunter for! 
a fair catch, twenty-three yards, but Hunter 
missed the goal. Score, 46-0. 

Then came the hair-raising feature of the 
game after Johnson had supplanted Harte . Shat­
tuck kicked off to Hunter on Minnesota's 10-yard 
l ine . He ran i t back for a touchdown, 100 yards, 
doing some of the prett iest ball carrying ever 
seen on Northrop field. And Hunter did not 
consume twenty-seven seconds in going that 100 
yards . He kicked goal, leaving the score E2-0. 

On the next touchdown the advance w a s steady. 
the -worfc heing done t>y Brush, Smith , Case 
and Kremer, w i th Max Ricker finishing It bv a 
25-yard advance and touchdown. The big fel­
low upset two or three tackl ing cadets In his 
progress. Hunter kicked goal. Score, 58-0. 

Honors for the next touchdown w e n t to Kre­
mer. Brush, Varco, and Dan Smith, all making 
good gains . Smith covering thirty yards for the 
touchdown. I t w a s a wicked goal and Hunter 
missed i t . Score, 63-0. 

Hunter, Kremer. Case, Luce and Brush worked 
up the next touchdown, Luce making the final 
play. Hunter kicked the goal . Score, 69-0. 

The las t touchdown came when Varco ran 
forty-five yards off the klckoff and Hunter twen­
ty-e ight on a s ingle pass. The gophers were 
penalized fifteen'yards for some not general ly 
noticed offense, but Brush's gain and Don Smith's 
tear up gave the" final touchdown to the latter 
jus t before the whist le . Hunter kicked g o a l .

Bolzer and Ertle Responsible for the 
Victory—St. Thomas Weak in the 
Line Wings, but Strong in Center— 
Conmy a Star for the Visitors.

Wild wi th excitement, a thousand enthusiast ic 

rooters cheered North high to victory in the con­
test against St . Thomas yesterday a t North 
Side field. The applause that met the St. 
Thomas team when i t trotted on the field a t 
8:05 w as almost as vociferous, and all thru the 
game, in spi te of the victory of 17 to 6, the 
St. Thomas fans never le t up an instant in their 
shouts of encouragement. 

The day w as hot; so hot that the 80 degrees 
in the shade prohibited rising from the seats . 
This w as not due to any lack of enthusiasm, 
but could be laid up against the pine pitch 
which oozed from the sea t s in the grandstand 
and made rising an impossibil ity. The effect 
of the heat on the men on the gridiron w a s 
prostrating. In the second half the warriors 
staggered to theiT places in the l ine, and after 
each play t ime w a s taken out to bring, back 
some player to consciousness thru .a liberal ap­
plication of cold water. 

Every player w as a hero- The 6core by no 
means te l l s the story of the contest . Every 
play w a s replete wi th sensation and fas t and 
furious thruout. Sometimes it developed into 
a s lugging match, but as all that went with the 
game i t waa&taken in good part. St. Thomas 
kicked off a t 3:10 for a good l i f t of forty-five 
yards, and North w a s downed without gain. 
After a buck wi th no gain, Quarterback Bolzer 
called on big Jack Marks for a cross-tackle 
buck. Marks grabbed the pigskin and, follow­
ing his interference closely, swept thru the l ine 
carrying half the St. Thomas team wi th h im. 
With g igant ic strength he shook on* h i s pursuers 
and carried the ball half the length of the field 
unti l snapped off his f ee t by a beautiful tackle 
by Conmy. After this St. Thomas w a s l ike 
water in the rushes, and Captain Ertle and 
Marks made big gains on both s ides of the l ine. 
In exact ly five minutes of play a touchdown, w a s 
scored. No goal. 

North then kicked to St. Thomas, who made a 
s l ight gain, but were held for downs twenty-
five yards from their goal. A kick would have 
saved a touchdown. North ripped things up 
again, and in three minutes scored again. Marks 
kicked the goal. Score, 11 to O. 

St. Thomas then woke u p and made some long 
gains thru the center, but were held for downs 
near the center of the field. North was unable 
to retain the ball and S t . Thomas took i t on 
downs on their 20-yard l ine. Then began a pro­
cession for the col lege boys. They carried the 
ball the length of the, field by short plunges and 
a touchdown looked l ike easy money. On North's 
16-yard l ine something w e n t wrong and King, 
the North's new half, broke thru and fell on the 
ball and saved a touchdown. Marks kicked thirty 
yards to Conmy, who made a good gain. North 
held for downs but lost the ball for the same 
cause, and t ime w a s called wi th the ball in St . 
Thomas' possession on their opponents' 35-yard 
l ine. 

Between the halves there w as a hot t ime for 
the teams. B ig George Mueller, the S t . Thomas 
coach, stripped off his coat and harangued the 
players, te l l ing them that i t w a s up to them to 
do or die. 

The effect of his ripping up w a s seen in the 
second half. The collegians secured the bal l 
and took i t the length of the field by clever quar­
terback plays in which Conmy wa s the star . 
Fullback Peuf ington also tore things up pi'.d 
gave the North supporters divers shivers . B u t 
again the ball w a s lost on a fumble wi th in the 
10-yard line. North kicked and the ball w e n t 
high but ate up no ground. In the next three 
plays St . Thomas carried the ball over for a score 
of five, which Conmy turned into s ix by kicking 
the goal . 

North then tools a brace ana put the game 
ont of danger when J . Oswald carried the 
ball over for the third and las t touchdown. 
Score, 17-6. ». 

The men were dead and the remainder of the 
game wa3 used in short gains and exchanges 
which netted neither side any advantage. 

Bolzer i s easi ly the find for North h i g h . H e 
never fumbled, w as quick as the best , and used 
unrivaled generalship. The rest of the victory 
w a s largely due to the work of the backfieldv 

Ertle and Marks carrying all before thorn. For 
St. Thomas, Conmy shone without a rival, and 
er s l l y demonstrated that he is varsi ty material . 
Pennington and Dviggan also put up a good game.

BOOTH OUT WITH 
HARD LUCK STORY 

"Weakness of Nebraska" Is Not 
Given Credence in Other 

Training Camps.

Lincoln, Neb. , Sept. 29.—The instal lat ion of 

the training table, which, event occured 'today, 
i s the feature of the week of football practice 
at Nebraska university. Booth Is provoked this 
week -over stories g iven to. the press in which 
the cornhuskers are touted as being stronger and 
heavier this season than ever. He stoutly denies 
this s tatement , both because of the disastrous 
effect i t might have upon his pupils by inducing 
a spirit of overconfldence and because of the fur­
ther fact that the tale has no foundation in 
fact . He does not w i sh the football public to 
expect great things of his team this year when 
there is only a remote chance for their realiza­
t ion. Booth admits that he has one man of mas -
todonie proportions, but the rest of the lae Is 
several pounds below the average of former Ne­
braska teams . There Is also a dearth of heavy 
subst i tutes , and the season is now so far ad­
vanced that there i s l i t t le or no prospect of 
this gap being filled. 

Two of Booth's best freshmen, both of them 
promising material , and good enough to con­
vince him that they were in the vars i ty class , 
have quit the squad. Schmltt, a halfback, and 
Munn, an end, are the players- referred to. 

The Nebraska coach, however, has picked two 
members of l a s t year 's subst i tute squad, hopes 
of whose return had almost been abandoned. 
Fenlon, a halfback, and Burns, a tackle , are 
the prodigals in question. Fenlon we ighs 170 
pounds, is powerfully constructed and fas t on 
his feet . On his init ial appearance he gave evi­
dence of having overcome the t imidity which 
marked his work last season, and Booth w a s in­
duced to put him in Tuesday's game against 
Lincoln high school. Fenlon played only In one 
half, but he bucked the l ine fiercely and twice 
sprinted around the ends for a touchdown. 

Borg, now a guard, developed w h a t Booth 
feared wa s a fractured rib, but closer inspec­
tion disclosed that his injury w a s only a bone 
bruise, and the man Stagg had in his fold and 
then lost by virtue of Booth's diplomacy, w i l l 
be able to face' Grlnnell college in next Satur­
day's game. Mills, the g iant center rush, and 
Bnrta, a guard, were both on the hospital l i s t 
e:irly in the week and were unable to partici­
pate in the h igh school game.

STAGG ON THE

Says He Did Not Hound the 
Player, as Has Been 

Alleged. 

Chicago, Sept . 29.—-Football fans a t the Uni­
versi ty of Chicago were great ly interested in 
the reply" of Mrs. Maxwell to the assertion t h a t 
her son had l e f t school because he -was paid to 
do so . In a s tatement g iven out yesterday she 
declared " M a x " had been furnished sufficient 
money to pay his way at an eastern school by 
his parents, and he left Chicago because he 
had not been treated fairly by Coach S tagg . 

Director S'tagg denied he had treated Maxwel l 
other than wa s his usual custom, and t h a t Bobby 
had lef t the midway because of some outside 
agency. "Maxwel l came to me this year and 
asked that he be given his board," said Stagg , 
"but I informed him i t could not be done here. 
That is the only thing I / h a v e done that could 
prove disappointing to him';." He did not te l l me 
he had decided to enter 'another school, but 
told men on the team that he w a s groins to 
Swarthmore and that he was' to receive remunera­
tion for going. He expects to play there th i s 
year. 

"As for m y hounding h im out of college, as 
Mrs. Maxwel l seems to charge, I have - done 
nothing more than refuse1 'him free board. If 
that i s 'hounding,' I am afraid that we would 
lose the -whole team. The trouble rests w i t h 
'Max' himself, who, despite his great bulk, i s 
s t i l l more of a boy than a man. I understand 
he has encouraged propositions from other inst i ­
tutions ever since he has been oln the university. 
He i s not loyal to the school and never has 
been ." 

Small Score Made by Tigers Against

Princeton, N . J. , Sept . 29.—The t igers defeat­
ed Dickinson yesterday afternoon in their first 
gridiron struggle by the score of 12 to 0 . After 
the first touchdown, made early in the first half, 
Princeton seemed t o go to pieces on interference 
nnd al lowed Dickinson to g e t w i th in ten yards 
of their goal .

He spent yes te iday In Mla.ieaoolis :iud wa s an 
interested spectator at the varsltv-Shattuck 
game. He declares Minnesota to look superior 
to anything which he has seen. He wa s great ly 
pleased wi th the speed of the big fe l lows, and 
w a s enthusiast ic over Hunter's work of yes­
terday. He does not think Hunter as fas t as 
Eckersall, but heavier. Hunter in sprinting is 
unquestionably the superior, of Eekersall , but is 
not so "ni f ty" wi th th3 ball. Mr. Burroughs 
l e f t Minneapolis last night for Ann Arbor. 

Regarding his trip to Wisconsin. Burroughs 
wri tes , in the Tribune of yesterday, as fol­
lows : 

"The football s ituation at the Universi ty of 
Wisconsin this fa l l i s perhaps the most uncer­
tain in i t s prospects and the most perplexing 
the coaches and followers of the cardinal have 
had to face for a number of years. .

"Last year at t h i s t ime the prospects of the 
badger eleven were the brightest. The squad 
included some of the stars of the western grid­
iron of the year before, and, whi le the team 
wa s not as beavy as that of either Michigan or 
Chicago, there w a s a fair proportion of weight , 
which is now lacking. With this dearth of 
heavy men end much green material—which i s 
now practical ly an unknown quantity-—to han­
dle, the coaches are noncommittal. They have 
not yet had t ime 'to g e t a clear idea of w h a t 
their new men are capable. 

••There i s no lack of material. At present 
the sqund numbers fifty candidates. I t Is 
the quality of these men, which can only be 
discovered by actual work in games, which 
is now worrying, those who have charge of the 
team. There are numerous applicants for near­
ly every position on the team, but the class of 
men trying for the team, generally speaking, 
does not c lass up w i t h that of other years. 

"The chief problem that i s worrying Coach 
Curtis a t . present i s the selection of a quar­
terback who has at once the requirements of 
a field captain and the necessary cleverness in 
handling the ball . Another problem searcelv 
l ess puzzling is the development of tackles and 
a ful lback."
