TWO OF NEBRASKA'S STAR PLAYERS

There is something of a tempest In a teapot 

in the camp of the football scribes today over 
the announcement y e s t e r d a y in T h e J o u r n a l 
that the uuthoi i t ies of the Louisiana Purchase 
exposition w e i e anxious foi a post-season game 
between Michigan and Minnesota. I h i s news 
came to T h e J o u r n a l thru the regular 
news channels and was published as a possi­
bi l i ty . l U a t such a move w a s inst i tuted i s 
evidenced bj dispatches from Ann Aibor to the 
effect that Manager Balrd had leceived word of 
the plans and had stated that he would not take 
np the matter until the close of the scheduled 
season The announcement awakened the acid­
ity of some of the scribes, who Immediately 
launched their f ia i l barks into a sea of i l logical 
speculation and deduction The facts remain 
the same toda\ as they did yes te iday . 

St. Louis wants a game between Minnesota 
and Michigan foi the stadium There are ob­
stac les to overcome which, as outlined yesterday, 
may prove insurmountable, and neither team has 
y e t clinched the right to contest for the wes­
tern championship. Neither team has played 
Wisconsin, and f iom such infoimation as T h e 
J o u r n a l has been able to glean the badgers 
wi l l g ive both Mlchig in and Minnesota a hard 
flght The game would necessarily have to be 
plaved after the Iowa game, and both big teams 
would have to be kept at high pitch for the 
contest This would be prolonging the season, 
and there would be danger of staleness Despi te 
these obstacles, St Louis wants the game, and 
wi l l leave no stone unturned to get it That i t 
•would be a popular game goes wi thout s a j i n g . 
I t has been talked of In Chicago for two weeks , 
and St . Louis took her cue from the talk of the 
alumni of the two universi t ies concerned. 

Nebraska Is Heavy. 
Work for Nebraska's entertainment w a s con­

tinued again yes t e iday . The w e i g h t s of Ne­
braska show that the gopher l ine wi l l not face 
a row of weakl ings Mills weighs 260 pounds, 
Cotton 100. Borg 180 Hunter 190, 
Mason 170, Johnson 160 and Bene­
dict about 165 Of the subst i tute l ine­
men, Weller we ighs 175 pounds, Barta 195, 
Shook 180 Speer 185, and the others are l ighter. 
The backfield is l ighter. Barwick we ighs 185, 
Bender 156, Eager 145 and Mason 160. The 
enbstitute backs weigh as fol lows Robertson 
170, Keddlck 130 Fenlon 175, Craig 160 and 
Marsh 140 These l i ghtwe ights behind the 
heavv line demonst iate that Booth depends upon 
speed back of a heavv l ine and he has It, w i th ­
out a doubt Booth has not announced his l ine­
up for Saturday's game, but as he has a com­
paratively clean hospital l ist he wi l l put in h i s 
best men, and the dust wi l l fly In the first 
ac i lmmage.

Wil l iams w a s assisted by Bert Strong, Van 
C'ampen Harry Loomis and others who formerly 
tore around the varsity gridiron in armor. The 
work was largely that of s ignal practice. 

Hope of Victory. 
The docti ine of despair which Nebraska Is 

eendlng to the outside world i s absent in the 
Lincoln press The Lincoln Evening N e w s of 
Monday comments as follows on the Nebraska-
Minnesota situation 

"Their team is a good one. There Is no ques­
tion about that In the game against Giinnel l 
they plased hard, straight football a l l the t ime. 
There w e i e no tricks tried, in the first place, 
because they were not needed, and secondly, 
because Coach Wil l iams w a n t s to keep all 
these finei points in rese ive for the cornhuskers 
th i s week The Minnesota aggregat ion wi l l 
average close to 195 pounds for the entire sqnad. 
If subst i tutes a i e put in during the game i t 
wi l l not reduce the weight , as the scrubs are 
nea i ly as heavy as the iirst team men In the 
game Satuiday there w e i e at l eas t twenty of 
these ut i l i ty men on the side l ines , and not 
more than two or three of'the'm were under 175 
pounds The team that w a s put on the field 
against Grinnell at the opening of the game 
v a s practically the same, wi th the exception of 
Hunter at quarter as wi l l meet the Nebraska 
e leven npxt Saturda1* They worked hard and 
tas t . The c y o l tbe Tjleacliers, where tliere 
\vere lmlf a thousand mogaphonee at work, w a s 
ever, "Hurry, hurry, h u r r } , " and the men hur­
ried Quarteibaek 0 l i n e n had the signal for 
the next play out befoie the man w i t h the ball 
had been tackled 

"The tenm Interference w a s excel lent and the 
players helped the man with the ball all the 
t ime Trequently the man carrying the ball w a s 
dragged to his feet after he had been tackled 
and then lan foi a touchdown The plays went 
plow at first, but after the first six steps the 
men running wi th the ball were going as fast as 
Coach Wil l iams could wish,. He stood on the 
s ide l ines during the game and wore a smile as 
the score s lowly crept higher. 

"It was the general opinion of the people on 
the field that a f ter the showing made by the 
gophers in the game Saturda\ there w a s l i t t le 
hope for Booth's men, but away down in their 
hearts they are st i l l a l i t t le afraid. The corn­
huskers are noted for their fighting abil i t ies and 
the Minnesota rooters have not forgotten the 
g a m e played two years ago 

"Booth bad a personal representative on the 
s ide l ines last Saturdaj at the Minnesota-Qrin-
nel l game, his agent being J H Bell , half­
back for four years on the Nebraska t e a m . Bel l 
made a careful study of Minnesota's methods 
anft had nlready made an exhaust ive report to 
Booth of what he saw Bel l s ta tes that the ie 
w a s nothing especial ly astonishing In Mmneso 
ta ' s big score against the Iowa col legians. Two 
of the strongest mi& 4n the Grinnell team 
when i t placed • in Nebraska three w e e k s 
ago were not in the lineup against Minnesota. 
Minnesota outweighed them and the plucky l i t t l e 
l o w a n s were swept aside as so much chaff The 
field was dry and in superb condition, whereas 
in the Nebraska-Giinnell game, which Nebraska 
won by a Score of 46 to 0, the gridiron was slow 
and soggy from the mud and In no condition for 
the comhuske i s to run up a score. Two years 
ago, i t wi l l be recalled, Nebraska defeated Grin­
nel l only 18 to 0, whi le Minnesota snowed the 
eame under to the tune of 102 to 0. On the 
bas is of comparative scores It certainly seemed 
that the gophers would have easy picking In 
the Nebraska game, but history has i t that Ne­
braska gave the husky northerners a beautiful 
tr imming and had them licked to a standsti l l 
a l l the wan. So after al l , the stupendous defeat 
of Grinnell on Saturday by the gophers should 
not inspire dismay in the camp of the cornhusk­
ers. History repeats i tse l f on the gridiron 
as in the other walks of l i fe " 

If Mr. Bel l reported the Minnesota team as 
averaging 195 pounds he should "have another 
look " The gophers do not come anywhere near 
It The bulk of football a imor is deception and 
i t looks as tho Booth s messenger had made the 
common mistake Thruout the entire Nebraska 
press i s tho idea that the cornhuskers w i l l w i n .

The source from which Booth secured 
his information w as a special representative 
the Nebraska board dispatched to Minneapolis 
Saturdaj last to wi tness the Minnesota-Grinnell 
game Nebraska's agent in this case w as for­
mer halfback Bell , a four years ' veteran under 
Booth, who w as in the Nebraska lineup t w o 
years ago, when the cornhuskers took the meas­
ure of the gophers Bel l frankly admits that 
Minnesota has a wonderful team 

Bel l conflimed all of the pievious reports of 
the size and weight of the Minnesota eleven, 
s tat ing that they would have an edge over Ne­
braska in the matter of avoirdupois. Two years 
ago, the comhuske i s were able to w i n by their 
superior act iv i ty , by which they were enabled 
to ge t the jump on the heavy gophers, charging 
Into their plays before formations could ge t to 
going. It is , therefore, clear that Nebraska's 
hope this year l ies in the same direction. Most 
of Nebraska's practice th i s week wi l l be sec iet , 
but i t fol lows from what Bel l told Booth that 
the latter wi l l drill his men incessantly in the 
tr icks of charging. 

Hunter is a big, husky fel low, we ighing 195 
pounds and standing an inch over s ix feet . H e 
is In fair physical trim and is ge t t ing into the 
practice wi th a snap that leads to the belief 
t b a t Booth w i l l q u i t e lifeely u s e IIIITL a t g u a r d 
in place of big Mlllg The latter is a willing 
worker, and is slowly mastering the intricacies 
of the game, but just now he appears too green 
for Booth to risk putt ing him into such a big 
game as that at Minneapolis Barta is again 
in the piact ice , and so is Speer, altho the lat-
ter's twis ted neck continues to cause him bother 
and may keep him out of the game unti l the 
end of the season. 

Most of Booth's attention wi l l be devoted to 
h i s ' c e n t e r trio. Borg is a fixture at center, 
but the guaid proposition has apparently resolved 
itself into a choice be tween Barta, Mills and 
Hunter. Booth is satisfied w i t h his ends, and 
his tackles w i l l not permit of improvement from 
the material a t hand, while the same condition 
of affairs ex i s t s as to the backfield. The 
guaids , however, a i e not playing up to the 
desired fo im, so he has called in Dean Ringer, 
a graduate guard, to aid him in instructing his 
guards. Ringer w a s a superb guard when in the 
harness, and should render Booth valuable as­
s istance.

B y K i t . 
Strenuous coaching is the watchword a t Central 

high and if a Central player goes into the East 
high game Friday without a thoro knowledge of 
his position i t w i l l be the wonder of the high 
school season. Yesterday there were coaches for 
eveiybody, J immy Irsfield, Thayer and McCar­
thy having the first team and Morse and several 
of the alumni g iv ing advice, encouragement and 
calldowns to the second team. I t was the long­
est , hardest practice of the year, after which 
the twenty-five minute halves wi th East high 
ought to seem pretty short—as far a s t ime is 
concerned. 

W h a t pleases the Central players i s the appear­
ance of a new man, Brown. He wi l l be good 
in any position along the line and can be expect­
ed to hold his own if he keens up the pace he 
se t yesterday. He played opposite Smith and 
seemed to be able to find several holes along 
the l ine .
