DON'T EXPLAIN

EXCUSES FOR ‘‘DUNN’S OFFICIAL
RECELESSNESS'' ANALYZED.

Gave the State Worst of It by Laxity in
Enforcing Laws for Its Protection in

Lumber Cutting—Records Positively
* Contradict Assertions in His Behalf.

A. B. Robbins has addressed a com-
munication to The Jourmnal, which
opens up an interesting line of timuzht.
As The Journal has loocked up the
subjects treated of, and has secured
gome new and mt.erestmg mf()rmatmn.
Mr. Rohbins’ letter calling for the in-
vestigation is given in full He.
writes as follows:

To the Editor of the Journal.

In an editorial of your issue yesterday
you propound several questions which
I think justify the assumption that these
questions amount to a challenge for a re-
ply to the charges which have been made
against Mr. Dunn and referred to in this
editorial. To these queries I wish to make
reply.

First, you ask, “has any one explained
why he should permit the lumbermen to
take out scores of permits for cutting tim-
ber on state landa without recording the
log mark?’ My reply to thls query is:
At the time permits are lssued it is im-
possible for the party receiving the per-
mit to incorporate the log mark in the

lease given him at that time, for the rea-
80N that there are hundreds of log marks

recorded in the office of the surveyor gen-
eral, and it 1s the practice to apply to the
surveyor general for a log mark before
outting s entered upon, which will not
econflict with marks already on record. No
man can select & log mark for himself
without first making application to the
surveyor general, It frequently occurs
that requests for the use of certain log
marks must be refused by the surveyor
general because they are llke or so near
like other marks already In use that the
requests could not be granted.

To your contention that scores of per-
mits are taken out on which no log mark
is recorded, the answer is that that scores
of permits are taken out and afterwards
canceled because the parties holding them
cut no timber under them. A large num-
ber of permits were canceled by Mr.
Dunn during his administration, and it was
his duty to make thls cancellation. He
has been criticized because he did not
cancel more. It is plain that If the party
holding the permit did not cut timber he
would have no use for a log mark and
would make no application to the surveyor
general for one. There is not & case where
a party holding a contract proceeded to

cut timber under it that a log mark is not
recorded., No man would cut logs and fail

to mark them so that they could be iden-
tified as his property. Any_ logs found
in the =streams of the state: hgat_'ing no
mark ecan be appropriated by any one
who takes possession of them.

To your second query, “‘Has any one
explained why he should settle with tres-
passers for less than is ordinarily ob-
tained for timber at public or private
sale?"’ the reply is: Flirst—The record
does not show settlements at less price
than could be obtalned at the time settle-
ment was made at private sale. The pub-
lic examiner would have found and re-
ported, if he bad stated the whole facts,
that the reports of the cruisers in many

fall to dlacl the parties who took
the timber from state lands. It would be
folly and a waste of the funds of the
state to bring suit in cases where no evl-
dence could be produced to convict. Where

he realized anything (or the state, would
make the very best settlement possible
with the party whom he suspects, and
whom clrcumstances surrounding the tres-
pass would indicate as the one most likely
to be gullty of the trespass.

To your fourth query, ‘‘Has any one ex-
plained why he should have allowed 40.-
000 acres of state institution lands to be
certified to the Duluth & Iron Range Ralil-
way?' Such an error did occur. It is not
difficult to understand how in the certifi-
cation of a vast amount of state lands
such an error might creep in, but why not
glve Mr. Dunn credit for the recovery of

these lands to the state when the error
was discovered. This last criticlsm falils

of valld ground to justify it, because In
the transaction of so vast an amount of
business, some error might be. made with
the most careful attention to the business
of the office.

Since you have propounded these ques-

tions, I take it for granted that you will
e willing to publish the replies mada

herein, because your editorial conveys, as
I understand it, an invitation to do this,

Facts Bear Out Statements.
Mr. Robbins, ha.vmﬁ held the office of | p

urveyor gennra an mving snme as-
pirations in that 'direction a ain, is suf-
ficiently posted to tell something about
the procedure of that office, but when
he undertakes to defend the pmctma of
the state auditor he betrays his igmor-
ance of the facts. ;

In the first place, the eriticism made
is that many log marks were never re-
corded with the auditor. To be exact,
there were 129 permits thus deficient. 1t
is no defense to say that it was not con-
venient to record them at the time the
permit was issued. If the holder of the
Permlt selected a log mark a few days

ater, he should have given notice of
that faect. The log mark is for the pro-
tection of the state, and the duty of the
auditor was to see that 1t. was recorded.

Mr. Robbins savs ‘“There is not a
case where a party holding a contract

roceeded to cut timber under it that a
mark is not recorded.’’ ; )
gI' he Journalhas made an investi-
gation on this point. = Time did not
permit a thoro search of the records, but
a number of cases were found where no
log mark was recorded on permit record
or the stumpage rocord, altho the tim-
ber was cut and cuttings reported
by the surveyor general, Take the 1897
gale. . Permits numbered 114 B, 115 B,
119 B, and numbers 154 B to 164 B,
fourteen in all, show no log mark record-
ed for e:ther year, Yet .timber was
cut on every tract, in amounts ranging
from 300,000 feet to 1,885,080 feet re-
ported under permit 162 B,

Take the 1898 sale. No log mark is
recorded for permit 265 B, under which
there is a cut of 769,330 feet reported.
The same is true of 266 B, under which
1,499,940 feet are reported, and 267 B,
under which 1,071,860 feet are reported
cut. The same year permits 271 B to
279 B were issued. No log mark is
shown on the books for any of these, but
timber was cut under every permit. A
similar state of affairs exists under the
record of the 1900 sale.

Loss to State by Lack of Log Mark.

The samples given are enough to show
the practice, and one case was found
on the record which shows where the
state lost, and how it might lose in
every such case. At the 1900 sale per-
mit 338 B was issued to the Franklin
Lumber com B.nv, at $4 a thousand.
There i8 no k mark recorded. The
timber was cut the first winter, and in
March, 1901, the surveyor general re-
ported - 596 040 feet cut, bearing the
stamp N, but no bark mark re-

orted. The next month Cruiser Mec-
%emzm looked over the stunwms. and sent
in a report estimating that 200,000 feet
or more had been cut. The auditor’s
record shows that tha state put'in an
additional elaim for 500,000 feet, ‘‘but

State Took All the Risk.

Some .of the permits show that ne
cutting was done, as Mr. Robbins says,
Under the law, the holder of the per:

mit must pay the state for the timber,
whuthor he cuts it or not. The tim-

ber is sold beeause it is liable to waste,
and when the state sells it the pur-
chaser under the law is held liable for
the waste. As Mr. Dunn handled the
business, the state always stood what-
ever loss oceurred of fire or otherwise.
‘When the permit came to an end with-
out cutting reported, the holder of the

ermit should have heen made to pay

or the timber whether cut or standing.

That is the letter and the intent of the
|law, but Mr. Dunn construed it with

more liberality to the buyers and less
care for the state’s interests. When
no. bark mark was reported, the state
could not tell whether the timber had
been cut or not, and for all Mr. Dunn
knew, large quanuues were taken off
under private marks.

Settled for Less Than Value.

The second proposition made by Mr.
Robbins is easy. Take the Bueckman
case. The settlement involved 2,328,094
feet of timber, valued by the cruisers
at $5,351,03, or less than two dollars a
thousand. Mr. Dunn made a settle-
ment for $4,000, less than the appraised
value, The lozu cut from five dlﬁm‘-
ent descriptions, were sold to a I
ber company for $8 a thousand, and so
realized some $22,600. The state is
now suing for ouble this value. If it
was hard to collect Mr. Dunn ecould

'have seized the logs and sold them for

five times what he collected. Take the
Akeley case. Timber appraised at $3
a thousand was settled for at $2.50 a
thousand, and timber left on the same
land—presumsblv not as good, because
the first cutting usually takes the pick
—was sold the same year at public sale
fnr 86 356 and $6.50 a thousand.
